I. CALL PUBLIC MEETING TO ORDER - ( 6: 00 P. M.) 

Mayor Fowler called the public meeting to order at 6: 00 p. m. with all seven council members being
present ( Mayor Kevin Fowler, Mayor Pro Tem John Hohenshelt and Council Members Clarence Jorif, 

Dana Macalik, Trace Johannesen, Bennie Daniels and Anna Campbell). City Manager Mary Smith was

also present. Assistant City Manager Joey Boyd and City Attorney Frank Garza were absent from the

meeting. 

II. INVOCATION AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE - COUNCILMEMBER JOHANNESEN

Councilmember Johannesen delivered the invocation and led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

III. OPEN FORUM

Bob Wacker

309 Featherstone

Rockwall, TX

Mr. Wacker came forth and provided various comments pertaining to sidewalks and other issues

related to case Z2021- 048 ( on tonight' s Consent Agenda for
2nd

reading). He generally spoke about

homeowner input he personally collected, indicating that he understands that said input is not

formally being accepted by the city ( since those homeowners did not submit their input DIRECTLY to
the city thru the proper channels). However, he hopes that the Council will consider the input, which

he said shows that homeowners are overwhelmingly opposed to installation of sidewalks, and he also

hopes the Council will delay taking action on the ordinance' s second reading this evening. He went on

to discuss floodplain related concerns pertaining to the proposed detention pond, generally indicating

that he obtained a copy of the draft floodplain study from staff members earlier today. He wants

Council to delay taking action to allow the HOA and homeowners to negotiate some things with the
developer, as he believes approval of this will result in increased costs to the HOA. 

The City Engineer pointed out that since the developer wants to construct things on the HOA' s

property, the HOA will have an opportunity to have input at a later point in the process.

Mayor Fowler called the meeting to order at 5: 00 p. m. Present were Mayor Kevin Fowler, Mayor
Pro Tem John Hohenshelt and Councilmembers Clarence Jorif, Dana Macalik, Trace Johannesen, 

Bennie Daniels and Anna Campbell. Also present were City Manager, Mary Smith; Assistant City
Manager, Joey Boyd; and City Attorney, Frank Garza. Mayor Fowler read the below listed

discussion items into the record before recessing the public meeting to go into Executive Session

at 5: 01 p. m.

Department' s Citizens on Patrol organization.

Mayor Fowler explained how Open Forum is conducted, asking if anyone would like to come forth
and speak at this time. 

Jim Turner

1691 Old East Quail Run

Rockwall, TX 75087

Mr. Turner came forth to discuss construction -related trash and debris. He specifically shared

photographs to display trash that he and a friend spent a lot of time picking up along the area in

and around where they live. He believes the debris and trash is being generated from adjacent

construction sites. He pointed out the city' s existing Code of Ordinances, which prohibits litter from

being deposited on any construction site. He went on to share brief information on what other

cities ( i. e. Corpus Christi) do in order to help eliminate construction site debris and in fact fine
contractors for non- compliance. He generally encouraged the City of Rockwall to essentially

toughen up' on enforcing the elimination of construction site -related debris. He suggested the

debris be kept in containers on site that have lids and can therefore not blow away in heavy winds.

Mr. Wacker encouraged the City to outlaw the ' dumping of concrete/ especially related to

dumping it on residential home sites that are under construction. 

Ben Weible

Mr. Weible came forth and initially indicated that he is generally not in favor of a city imposing
additional regulations / restrictions. He also pointed out that there needs to be a consideration

for distinguishing between construction sites and " private residents" who may be in need of a' roll

off dumpster' at their home ( i. e. perhaps they are renovating an existing home and have a need). 

He also pointed out that his ' bulk trash' has still not yet been picked up. 

There being no one else coming forth to speak, Mayor Fowler then closed Open Forum.

ayes to 0 nays. 

X. APPOINTMENT ITEMS

1. Appointment with Planning & Zoning Commission representative to discuss and answer any questions

regarding planning -related cases on the agenda. 

Chairman of the P& Z Commission, Eric Chodun, came forth and briefed Council on

recommendations of the Commission relative to cases on tonight' s meeting agenda. 

2. Appointment with Leadership Rockwall Class of 2022 to discuss the proposed improvements to Lofland
Park, and take any action necessary. 

Two representatives from Leadership Rockwall — Rob McAngus and Trevor Reed - came forth

and presented their proposal for a ' community service' project that will aim to make

improvements at Lofland Park, which is city -owned. One of the things they are proposing is
to create "The Grove @ Lofland Park," which will help more readily identify the. existing park
and be part of the improvements that .are proposed to be made ( i. e. twelve Little Gem

magnolia trees (" The Grove"); sidewalks; lighted paths, some solar illumination within the

park, a memorial brick area ( which is the fundraising mechanism for this proposed, 
improvement project). The pointed out that the. new park benches and some of the new

additions will visually ' match' other benches and fixtures that exist' elsewhere in the
downtown area ( which is right nearby). Ongoing costs for the city will include things like
watering, solar illumination, and the maintenance of the pavilions; however, rental of the
pavilions could generate some money for the city and somewhat offset some of the -ongoing

costs. They would like. to have this done by Arbor Day of 2022 ( which falls on Friday, April 29) 
and have an " Arbor Day Reveal / Unveiling Event" to raise awareness of the park, promote it

to the public, etc. They spoke about the proposed budget, which is about $ 73k, and they
pointed out that they' ve already secured / raised about $ 48k of the overall, estimated

expense: The gentlemen formally requested the City' s approval of their project proposal and
support for the associated efforts: 

Mayor Fowler asked some residents in the audience whose homes back up to this park if they

are ' in favor' of what is being proposed related to these park improvements. Said residents

generally indicated that they are in agreement with what' s being proposed. 

City Manager, Mary Smith asked Council to consider ( informally) directing staff to bring back

a budget -related amendment to fund some of what' s being proposed, if Council is generally

in agreement with and in support of this proposed Leadership Rockwall project to improve
Lofland Park. Mayor Fowler asked Mrs. Smith to do so, and a future agenda item will be

placed on a subsequent city council meeting for consideration. 

3. Appointment with Chris Kosterman of the city' s ART Commission to present the ' art in public places' 

butterfly designs, and take any action necessary. 

Mr. Kosterman came forth, indicating that he is the current Chairman of the city' s ART
Commission. He very briefly indicated that the Council has been provided with proposed

concepts and associated designs for the' already approved' butterfly sculpture project, which
is an " art in public places" effort. 

Following brief, clarifying comments, Councilmember Macalik moved to approve the

proposed concepts and designs for the butterfly sculptures. Councilmember Johannesen

seconded the motion, which passed by a vote of 7 ayes to 0 nays. 

4. Appointment with Parks Director, Travis Sales, to discuss and consider a Kidzone Celebration Day event

on Feb. 5, 2022, and take any action necessary. 

Parks Director, Travis Sales, came forth and briefed the Council on this proposed " Kidzone

Celebration Day," to be held Feb. 5, 2022. Indication was given that the city will partner with

Ebby Halliday and with the local " Breakfast Rotary Group" on this event ( i. e. to serve hotdogs
and beverages). Council gave general indication that they are ' ok' with the event, and Mr. 

Sales shared that staff will move forward with the event and begin promoting it tomorrow. 

No formal action was taken by Council regarding this item. 

XI. PUBLIC HEARING ITEMS

1. Z2021- 050 - Hold a public hearing to discuss and consider approval of an ordinance for a Text
Amendment to Article 04, Permissible Uses, of the Unified Development Code ( UDC) [ Ordinance No. 20- 

02] for the purpose of amending the Conditional Land Use Standards for the Bed and Breakfast land use, 

and take any action necessary ( 1st Reading). 

Planning Director, Ryan Miller, provided brief background information pertaining to this
agenda item. The Planning & Zoning Commission did fail to approve a motion ( it was a' tie

vote' on a motion to deny this request). As a result, by default the item is now coming before
Council with a recommended " denial" from the Planning & Zoning Commission

He shared that he bought his house in " Old Town" in the year 2014, but he grew up in the
neighborhood. He would like Council to remove the " by right" verbiage and instead make

Bed and Breakfast" use only allowable vla. a Special Use Permit ( SUP). 

Carol Crow

504 Williams St. 

Rockwall, TX

Mrs. Crow shared that she has lived at this address since Sept. of 1995. She pointed out that

Old Town" is the oldest neighborhood in Rockwall, and Lofland Park is the oldest city park
too. She is glad they are going to improve the park soon. Mrs. Crow went on to share some
background about some guidelines that were previously put in place to help preserve " Old

Town" and " historical structures" therein. She shared that " bed & breakfasts" were never

included in previous discussions pertaining to the desire to preserve Old Town. She pointed
out that Old Town is the only neighborhood where a' by right use' for " bed & breakfasts" is

allowed. Everywhere else in thecity, an SUP to do so is required. She believes the " by right
use" was added to the city' s provisions pertaining to Old Town sometime around the year
2004. She was unaware that this had occurred, and she feels as though many who live in the
Old Town neighborhood have been unaware of this ' by right' use too. She went on to brief
Council on the nature of some of the discussions that recently occurred at the city' s Planning

Zoning Commission meeting (she indicated she watched the P& Z meeting online but did
not attend in person or speak at said meeting). She would like the City and its Historic

Preservation Advisory Board to review all of the city' s current regulations pertaining to " Old
Town" and more formally see — overall — if any said regulations are in need of reconsideration

in any way. She respectfully asked the City to remove the ' by right use' language within the
proposed regulation change and instead allow this use only via an approved " SUP" by City
Council. She thanked Council for their time and service. 

Patricia May

308 Williams Street

Rockwall, TX

Mrs. May shared that she moved to this address in the year 1995, and her home backs up to
Lofland Park. Prior to purchasing her home, she visited with the Rockwall City Manager who
was employed at that time ( Julie Couch) to get information on this area, including future
plans. She moved here purposefully based on those discussions and her research at the time, 
and she has since spent about $ 50.,000 renovating her house to accommodate her health- 
related condition. She pointed out that her father and uncle lived in Rockwall, and her great

uncle was a former County Judge. She purposefully chose " Old Town," and thereafter the city

instituted additional rules by forming and establishing the ' historic district.' She generally

expressed that the rules and regulations associated with the " historic district" are pretty

strict; however, everyone abides by them because they generally know the rules are in the
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best interest of " Old Town." She went on to urge the City and the Council to take steps in

order to preserve Old Town, including not letting property usages go into her neighborhood
that Councilmembers would not want next door to them in their own neighborhoods. 

Debbie Wines

Lives at the corner of Williams and Kernoodle

310 Williams St., per the Rockwall CAD) 

Rockwall, TX

Mrs. Wines shared that she owns a house that was built in the year 1934, and she deliberately
bought it to live in " Old Town." She likes the neighborhood and does not want any businesses
next door. She wants it to remain a' neighborhood.' 

There being no one else wishing to come forth and speak, Mayor Fowler then closed the

public hearing. 

Councilmember Johannesen asked the Planning Director a series of questions pertaining to

bed and breakfasts" regulations and those that specifically pertain to the city' s Historic

District. Mr. Miller shared that " bed and breakfasts" are permitted elsewhere in the city in

other districts, but only by Specific Use Permit ( SUP). Currently, B& Bs are " allowed by right" 
in the downtown historic district. Mr. Miller indicated that — to the city' s knowledge — no

B& Bs currently exist in Rockwall. Additional regulations, specific to this downtown historic

district are in place ( that don' t necessarily apply elsewhere in the city), but they mainly relate

to design guidelines that were put in place at the recommendation of the city' s Historic

Preservation Advisory Committee. They mainly pertain to the exterior ( visual look) of the
structures. 

Followingthe exchange between Mr. Millerand Council member Johannesen, Mayor Pro Tem

Hohenshelt asked for clarification on ( in general) where the city' s " Historic District" lies, 

geographically. Mr. Miller, Planning Director, briefly explained where its boundaries lie. Mr. 
Miller shared that about 3- 4 commercial properties are located within the city' s " Historic
District"; however, most of the ' downtown businesses' are actually NOT located within the

city' s " Historic District." This will mainly apply to residential properties located east of the
downtown ( business) area. 

Councilmember Jorif provided brief comments, sharing that making this use only allowable

via an approved SUP will allow Council more Control over what goes in (" bed and breakfast" 

wise). City Attorney Frank Garza shared that " if" there is a current, operating ' bed and
breakfast' operating in the city already ( that the city is not aware of), that business would

continue to be allowed to operate. However, after the ordinance is finally adopted ( if it is), 

then any new applications for B& Bs would have to go thru the SUP process before they could
be approved. 

Councilmember Daniels moved to approve but strike from the ordinance the " by right" 
language. Councilmember Campbell seconded the motion. The ordinance caption was read

asfollows:

0. 189 -acre parcel of land identified as Lot 4, Block B, Chandlers Landing, Phase 19 Addition, City of

Rockwall, Rockwall County, Texas, zoned Planned Development District 8 ( PD -8) for single- family land
uses, addressed as 5108 Yacht Club Drive, and take any action necessary ( 1st Reading). 

Planning Director, Ryan Miller, provided background information pertaining to this agenda
item. The applicant is requesting the approval of a Specific Use Permit ( SUP) for the purpose
of constructing a single- family home on the subject property ( within the Chandler' s Landing
subdivision). The city council is being asked to consider the size, location and architecture of
the home that is currently being proposed at this location. Staff has provided to Council a
housing analysis of existing homes in the area so that Council may compare those to that
which is being proposed by this applicant. Staff meets all of the requirements of PD -8 with
the exception of the garage orientation that' s being proposed. However, that which is being
proposed relative to the garage orientation is not atypical within the Chandler' s Landing

subdivision. Notices were sent out to adjacent residents and property owners located within

500' of the subject property. In addition, several HOAs were also notified, but no notices
were received back by city staff, neither in favor nor in opposition. The city's Planning & 
Zoning Commission did unanimously vote to recommend approval of this request. 

Fowler opened the public hearing; however, no one came forth to speak, so he closed the
public hearing. 

Mayor Pro Tem Hohenshelt moved to approve Z2021- 051. Councilmember Macalik seconded

the motion. The ordinance caption was read as follows:

3. 22021- 052 - Hold a public hearing to discuss and consider a request by Mike Peoples for the approval of
an ordinance for a Specific Use Permit (SUP_) to allow Chickens on a 42. 66 -acre tract of land identified as

Tract 7 of the D. Harr Survey, Abstract No. 102, City of Rockwall, Rockwall County, Texas, zoned

Agricultural ( AG) District, situated within the SH -66 Overlay (SH -66 OV) District, addressed as 1700 E. SH - 

66, and take any action necessary ( 1st Reading). 

Planning Director, Ryan Miller provided background information pertaining to this agenda

item. He generally described that this applicant had previously worked with the city to gain
approval of some certain ' uses' and ' structures' that the applicant had already been built on

his property. During that process, it was discovered that the applicant had also built a small
structure to house chickens ( which are not currently allowed within the city limits). The

applicant is now seeking approval of the structure that houses the chickens and is also

seeking approval to keep 10 chickens on his property. Neighboring property owners and
residents were notified of this request, but no notices were received back, neither ' for' nor

against.' Also, the P& Z Commission did hear this case, and they have recommended

approval of this item by a vote of 6- 0 with one commissioner being absent. Indication was
given that the applicant is not present in the audience this evening. 

Mayor Fowler opened the public hearing, asking if anyone would like to come forth and speak
at this time. 

Ben Weible, 

215 Trout Street

Rockwall, TX

Mr. Weible came forth and shared that he personally had his property annexed into the city

against his will' several years ago, so he sympathizes with someone telling a person what he

can and cannot do with his own property. H.e,went.on to share that many, surrounding cities, 
including the City of Dallas, have changed their regulations and are actually allowing people

to keep chickens within the city limits. He pointed out that, especially, considering COVID
and associated food shortages, he wonders why ,the City of Rockwall does not allow people

to keep chickens within the city limits. He gene "rally spoke in favor of Council approving this
request. He believes that approval of this request will be heading in the right direction, as he

believes the City should allouv chickens throughout the City of Rockwall. 
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There being no one else wishing to speak, Fowler then closed the public hearing. 

Mayor Pro Tem Hohenshelt moved to approve Z2021- 052. Councilmember Campbell

seconded the motion. 

Councilmember Daniels then sought clarification on some things from Mr. Miller ( Planning

Director). He went on to share that somehow property rights have to ' balance' with
individual rights. He generally expressed that this property is zoned " Agricultural," so

perhaps in this particular instance, allowing chickens may make sense. However, he pointed
out that this structure was built without the applicant obtaining an approved SUP, in

advance. This is an instance of the applicant building something ( while likely ' knowing
better') without pre -approval ( an SUP) and then asking for forgiveness afterwards. 
Councilman Daniels shared this is a personal issue and problem he has related to this

particular case ( doing something while ' knowing better' — then asking for approval / 
forgiveness thereafter). Mayor Pro Tem Hohenshelt pointed out that this particular case is

actually the third time this particular applicant has built something first and then sought
approval afterwards. 

The ordinance caption was read as follows:

4. Z2021- 053 - Hold a public hearing to discuss and consider a request by Javier'. 5i Iva of JMS Custom Homes
for the approval of an ordinance for a Specific Use Permit SUP for Residential: infill in as Established
Subdivision on a 0. 23 -acre tract of land identified as a portion of Block 9 of the F& M Addition, City of

Rockwall, Rockwall. County, Texas, zoned Single - Family 7 ( SF -7) District, addressed as 803 Austin Street, 
and take any action necessary ( 1st Reading). 

Planning Director, Ryan Miller, provided background information pertaining to this agenda
item. This is located outside of the Old Town Historic District. The property is zoned " Single - 

Family 7," and the applicant is requesting to build a single- family, residential home in this
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subdivision, which has been in place since the year 1896. The Council is being asked to review

this case based on the size, location and architecture of the home that is being proposed. A

housing analysis that describes other, existing, nearby homes has been provided to Council
for review. This request does meet all of the zoning and all other requirements for the City

of Rockwall. Notices were sent out to adjacent property owners and residents as well as

applicable homeowners association( s). However, no notices have been received back by

staff, neither ' for' or ' against.' The P& Z Commission did unanimously vote to recommend

approval of this case to City Council. 

Mayor Fowler opened the public hearing, but no one indicated a desire to speak. So, he

closed the public hearing. 

Mayor Pro Tem Hohenshelt moved to approve Z2021- 054. Councilmember Jorif seconded the

motion. The ordinance caption was read as follows:

5. Z2021- 054 - Hold a public hearing to discuss and consider a request by Robert Weinstein of WB
Companies on behalf of Richard Chandler of HFS Management, Inc. for the approval of an ordinance for

a Specific Use Permit ( SUP 1 for a Congregate Care Facility that Exceeds 36 -Feet in Height the Scenic

Overlay ( SOV) District on a 12. 1148 - acre tract of land identified as Tract 2 of the D. Atkins Survey, 

Abstract No. 1, City of Rockwall, Rockwall County, Texas, zoned Planned Development District 4 ( PD - 4) 
for General Retail ( GR) District land uses, situated within the Scenic Overlay ( SOV) District, generally

located in between Lakedale Drive and Becky Lane on the eastside of Ridge Road [ FM -740], and take any

action necessary ( 1st Reading). 

Mayor Fowler pointed out that this applicant has requested to withdraw this case. Mr. Miller

went on to explain that the City Council will need to take action to either accept or deny the
applicant' s request to withdraw. If the Council accepts the request to withdraw, the applicant
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could submit again ( even the exact same application), with no timeframe stipulation ( he

could do so right away). If Council hears the request ( holds the public hearing) and approves
the request, obviously it will be approved. If the Council hears the case and then " denies

without prejudice," the application could immediately resubmit an application. If Council

denies with prejudice" ( or makes no indication of ' prejudice/ one way or the other), a

subsequent request for the same application could not be resubmitted for a year. 

Additional discussion took place, with Mayor Fowler expressing

that City Council can either accept the withdraw request or deny the withdraw request and
then decide whether or not to hear the public hearing. 

Councilmember Jorif moved to deny the applicant' s request to withdraw and move forward
with holding the public hearing. Councilmember Johannesen seconded the motion.. 

Councilmember Daniels shared that, traditionally, in the past Council has granted an
applicant' s request to withdraw a case. He did acknowledge that he knows that past actions

taken by Council( s) do not necessarily stipulate actions Council should or should not take this
evening; however, he did want to point this out. 

The vote to deny the applicant' s request to withdraw the case passed by a vote of 4 in favor
with 3 against ( Hohenshelt, Fowler and Daniels). Therefore, based on the motion and vote, 

Mayor Fowler indicated that the Council will move forward this evening with hearing the

case and holding the public hearing. 

Planning Director, Ryan Miller, then provided background information concerning the PD and
this property, including describing previous proposals that were made and subsequently

denied for this property. He went on to explain that the applicant, in this particular case
Z2021- 054), is proposing to build a " congregate care facility," which is allowed in this district

thru approval of a Specific Use Permit (SUP). The applicant has submitted a concept plan and

conceptual building elevations for the proposed congregate care facility. The concept plan
shows that the 12. 1148 -acre tract of land would be developed in a single phase consisting of

300 dwelling units, a four ( 4) story parking garage, a rooftop restaurant, and various
amenities. An estimated 3. 82 -acres of the subject property will be reserved for future

General Retail ( GR) District land uses. This means that the proposed congregate care facility
will have an estimated residential density of 36. 17 dwelling units per acre ( i. e. 300- 

units/[ 12. 1148- acres — 3. 82 -acres]). The proposed 300 dwelling units will be broken down

into 180 Type ' A' or one ( 1) bedroom units and 120 Type ' I3' or two ( 2) bedroom units. This
equates to a 60%/ 40% one ( 1) bedroom to two ( 2) bedroom unit mix. In addition, the

proposed development would incorporate 205 garage parking spaces and 116 surface

parking spaces for a total of 321 parking spaces. The concept plan indicates that the proposed
development would incorporate 20% open space and amenities that include a dog park, pool, 

and two ( 2) pickle ball courts. The applicant has indicated that the proposed rooftop
restaurant -- which will serve all of the residents' meals since the proposed dwelling units

will not incorporate kitchen facilities -- will be closed to the general public. The conceptual

building elevations show that the building will be four (4) stories adjacent to Ridge Road and
extend back to five ( 5) stories at the rear of the subject property. This is to accommodate the

slope of the property, which has a significant grade change from the western property line
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adjacent to Ridge Road) to the eastern property line (adjacent to the railroad). The overall

height of the building will be 60 -feet along Ridge Road. Staff should note that while the

conceptual building elevations are being incorporated into the Specific Use Permit ( SUP) 

ordinance, they do not appear to meet the minimum standards of the city' s Unified
Development Code ( UDC). This incorporation does not grant any variances to the
requirements of the Unified Development Code ( UDC), and the applicant will be required to

amend the elevations to bring them into conformance with the code prior to any potential
site plan approval. 

Mr. Miller pointed out that the following aspects of the applicant' s request deviate from the
requirements of the Unified Development Code ( UDC): density, parking and maximum

building height. Based on the proposed density of 36. 17 residential dwelling units per acre -- 

is more characteristic of the " High Density" Residential land use designation. He pointed out

that the city' s only, other ( existing) congregate care facility is designated as ' high density.' 
Mr. Miller went on to speak regarding mailed notices — notices were mailed out to adjacent

property owners and residents located within 500' of the subject property. Nine notices were
received back by staff in opposition of this proposal. In addition, two nearby Homeowners

Associations were notified. Also, the city' s P& Z Commission has recommended denial of this

request by a vote of 4 to 2. 

A representative of the applicant — Robert LaCroix — then came forth to address the council

on Mr. Weinstein' s behalf. 

Robert LaCroix

4517 Scenic Drive

Rowlett, TX

Mr. LaCroix came forth and addressed the Council, generally comparing the city' s only other
congregate care" facility — "Liberty Heights" — to that which is being proposed with this

particular request. He also compared that which the applicant had previously proposed

apartments with a public, rooftop restaurant) to that which the applicant is currently

proposing ( a congregate care facility). He went on to speak about the proposed building

height and the city' s parking -related requirements. The applicant did ask to withdraw to have

an opportunity to reduce the density that' s being requested in order to conform to the city' s
parking requirements. He went on to share additional details related to this proposed, age - 

restricted congregate care facility. He also touched on a ' traffic impact analysis' that was

previously submitted to the City pertaining to the applicant' s ( higher density) previous

proposal, which was previously denied by Council. He shared a proposed site plan as well as
building elevations that are being proposed currently, along with the number of units and
proposed size of the one and two- bedroom units. He shared that this PD has been in place

for future development as " retail and office space" uses for a very long time; however, it has

not developed - in over fifty years. He pointed out that for a single retailer to develop this

particular piece of property, he believes it would be too expensive to do so (especially related
to sewer). Although he knows the Council chose to not entertain the applicant' s request to

withdraw, the applicant would have liked an opportunity to come back with an even newer

proposal that would reflect a lower -density and lower intensity use. 
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Mayor Fowler then opened the public hearing, asking if anyone would like to come forth and
speak at this time. 

Bob Wacker

309 Featherstone

Rockwall, TX

Mr. Wacker shared that this proposed use involves older residents who are likely not going

to be driving a lot. it looks like the proposed amenities are great and will aesthetically look
nice. However, the proposed density is not feasible or desirable. He believes that 300+ units

is too dense. Also, the parking will not be adequate, especially when people come to visit this
facility on weekends. Mr. Wacker would like Mr. Weinstein to have an opportunity to bring
this type of proposal back but with a lower, proposed density. 

Nathan Najmabadi

1412 Ridge Road

Rockwall, TX

Mr. Najmabadi came forth and shared that he lives beside this property, and he and his family

are greatly opposed to this proposed ' high rise' building. Sixty feet is a ' skyscraper' in
Rockwall. He believes this is a great green space, and he would like to see it stay open — 

perhaps a park. He is ok with a one or two-story retail development; however, he is not in
favor of these proposed " apartments in disguise." He spoke in opposition of this proposal

being approved. 

Dr. Jim Neufell

101 Becky Lane
Rockwall, TX

Dr. Neufell came forth and shared that this type of development on that piece of property is

not in the city' s ' best interest.' He briefly and generally spoke in opposition of its approval. 

Andrea Burke

1406- A Ridge Road

Rockwall, TX

The speaker came forth and pointed out that this is the city' s' Scenic Overlay District.' So she

feels it should be ' scenic' and better blend in with the surrounding, existing development. 

She is opposed to the city granting any height -related variances, as what is being proposed is
too tall. 

Harold Snyder

1519 Murphy Drive
Rockwall, TX

Mr. Snyder came forth as both a resident and as a representative of the Waterstone Estates

Homeowners Association. He and his HOA are both admittedly opposed to the proposed
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development as presented. He indicated that what is being proposed is far too high, height - 
wise, and they prefer for it to be retail / office space. He would hope that the city will reject
this proposal. 

John McAnally
1600 Ridge Road

Rockwall, TX

Mr. McAnally indicated that he and his wife are opposed to this proposal, especially because

of the proposed density and height as well as the additional traffic that it will produce. He

asked the Council to put themselves in his shoes and consider how they would feel if this
proposal were approved next door to their own home. He generally spoke against approval

of this request. 

Dan Bobst

1400 Ridge Road

Rockwall, TX

Mr. Bobst came forth and shared that he has seen previous cases be denied by the Rockwall

City Council " with prejudice," so he knows it has and can occur, contrary to what Councilman

Daniels had previously indicated. He went on to say that he believes ' residential' should not

be located along Ridge Road. He indicated that emergency sirens ( i. e. from ambulances) run
all the time. He lives on Ridge Road, and people utilizes his residential property all the time

to make u -turns, and this will only get worse. He does not know what the answer is, and he
feels sorry for Mr. Weinstein; however, he does not believe this proposal is desirable. He

generally spoke in opposition of this request because he does not think it works correctly in
this particular location. 

Ben Weible

215 Trout

Rockwall, TX

Mr. Weible came forth and shared that he has passed by this particular patch of land for 45+ 

years. He does not own the land or the trees on the land or any part of it. However, the
person who does own it and the person who wants to buy it should be able to make a
transaction without the interference of local government. He would like to see the City let

the private market work, and let the development take place without the city getting

involved. 

There being no one else wishing to come forth and speak, Mayor Fowler closed the public

hearing, and he recessed the public meeting for a break,( at 8: 18 p. m.). 

Mayor Fowler reconvened the meeting at 8: 25 p. m. 

The applicant' s representative — Mr. Robert LaCroix — again came forth and shared that the

applicant does understand the concerns that have been expressed regarding density and

height. He pointed out that it is a land -use definition within the city' s Unified Development
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Code ( UDC) that a person has to be 62 years of age to live in a' congregate care' facility. Brief

discussion ensued pertaining to how the City cannot truly enforce ' age restrictions,' and how
it does not desire to be in the business of enforcing said restrictions. Mr. LaCroix went on to

share that it appears Council may deny this request tonight. If it is denied, he asked Council
to please consider denying it ' without prejudice' so the applicant may return and propose

something ' less dense' and ' less high.' 

Councilmember Johannesen pointed out that his job is not to be a developer and/ or solve

developer -related issues. However, his job as a councilmember is to listen to the concerns of

constituents. He shared that none of the citizens appear to want this development, as it is

being proposed, and — also — the city' s P& Z Commission denied it too. 

Councilmember Johannesen went on to make a motion to deny 22021- 054. Councilmember

Jorif seconded the motion. 

Brief discussion took place related to infrastructure ( sewer), the potential traffic impact this

proposal might have. Mayor Pro Tem Hohenshelt shared that the applicant is apparently

deaf and does not listen to what the council has been consistently conveying to him, which
is — nothing that even remotely resembles a ' multi -family' development on this piece of
property is going to be approved by this Council because it is not going to be well received or
supported by the citizens. He went on to share past examples of residents not wanting a
certain development to be built and then something else, even less favorable, ends up being
built' by right' thereafter (example: Kroger up North). 

Following Hohenshelt' s comments, the motion to deny passed by a vote of 7 ayes to 0 nays. 
Brief clarification was given that — since ' without prejudice' was not specified within the

motion — then, by default, it is considered to be denied " with prejudice." 

6. Z2021- 055 - Hold a public hearing to discuss and consider a request by Patrick Filson of Kirkman
Engineering on behalf of Marlyn Roberts for the approval of an ordinance for a Specific Use Permit ISUP) 
for a Restaurant with Less Than 2, 000 SF with a Drive -Through or Drive- in for the purpose of constructing

a restaurant/ retail building on a 0. 799 -acre portion of a larger 2. 02 -acre parcel of land identified as Lot
2, Block 1, Meadowcreek Business Center, Phase 1 Addition, City of Rockwall, Rockwall County, Texas, 

zoned Commercial ( C) District, situated within SH -205 Overlay ( SH - 205 OV) District, generally located
east of the intersection of S. Goliad. Street [ SH -205] and Ralph Hall Parkway, and take any action

necessary ( 1st Reading). 

Planning Director, Ryan Miller, provided background information on this agenda item. The
applicant has submitted a proposed concept plan that depicts a 5, 130 SF restaurant/ retail

building that faces onto S. Goliad Street (SH -205]. The applicant has indicated that the drive
through restaurant is less than 2, 000 SF, which is the purpose for requesting the Specific Use
Permit (SUP). The concept plan indicates that the drive through for the restaurant will wrap

around the building, extending from the northeast side of the building to the northwest side
of the building, and incorporate a maximum stacking capacity of seven ..(7) vehicles. The
proposed concept plan also shows that a bail out lane, running parallel to the: drive through, 

will be included. In addition, headlight screening will be provided adjacent to the northwest

property line. Notices were sent out to adjacent property owners and .residents, and the
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Meadowcreek HOA was also notified; however, no notices have been received back by staff

to date. 

Mayor Fowler opened the public hearing, but no one wanted to speak. So, he then closed the

public hearing.

Planning Director, Ryan Miller provided background information pertaining to this agenda
item. The subject property is located on both sides of John King Boulevard north of SH -66. 
The majority of the subject property was annexed into the City of Rockwall and zoned
Agricultural ( AG) District on March 16, 1998 by Case No. A1998- 001 ( Ordinance No. 98- 10). 

The remainder of the property was annexed on March 2, 1960 by Case No. A1960- 001

Ordinance No. 60- 01). In 2007- 2008, the City of Rockwall acquired a portion of the property

for the future right- of-way for John King Boulevard. This divided the property into two ( 2) 
tracts of land, a 9. 894 -acre tract of land on the west side of John King Boulevard ( i. e. Tract 1) 
and a 28. 011 -acre tract of land on the east side of John King Boulevard ( i. e. Tract 2). On

October 16, 2017, the City Council approved Planned Development District 85 ( PD - 85) 
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Ordinance No. 17- 55] establishing limited General Retail ( GR) District land uses on Tract 1, 
and Single -Family 7 ( SF -7) District land uses on Tract 2. As part of this approval, Tract 2 was
approved for an age restricted, senior living community that consisted of 84- 89 single- family

homes setup in a condominium regime (i. e. the single-family homes were individually owned
but were situated on a single lot owned and maintained by the homeowner' s association). 

This plan also laid out 12. 80 -acres of open space, and provided for a ten ( 10) foot hike/ bike

trail along John King Boulevard and an intersection enhancement at the corner of John King
Boulevard and SH -66 in accordance with the John King Boulevard Design Concept Plan. After

receiving approval for the Planned Development District, the applicant -- John Delin of

Integrity Group, LLC — contacted staff to notify them that the title company had missed

locating a 30' North Texas Municipal Water District ( NTMWD) easement on the survey that
runs parallel to SH -66. This inhibited the applicant' s ability to provide the required landscape
and hardscape elements required by Ordinance No. 17- 55. In response to this, the applicant
filed an application requesting a variance to these requirements and proposing an alternative
landscape plan. This was approved by the City Council on February 19, 2018. On June 15, 
2018, the applicant submitted an application proposing to amend Planned Development

District 85 ( PD -85) for the purpose of incorporating an additional 9. 789 -acre tract of land into

Tract 2 and expanding the total single-family lot count to a maximum of 122 single- family
homes. This was approved by the City Council on August 6, 2018 through the adoption of
Ordinance No. 18-32. In November of 2021, staff contacted the applicant to inform him that
a portion of the lots proposed for Phase 2 of the Ladera Subdivision were situated within the

Runway Protection Zone of the Ralph Hall Municipal Airport. This was discovered by staff
when working with Aviation Division of the Texas Department of Transportation ( TXDOT) on
a proposed project in the southern RPZ. To remedy this issue, staff and the applicant have
been working with the TXDOT Aviation Division to revise the concept plan to conform to the
Federal Aviation Administration' s ( FAA' s) guidelines. He went on to describe additional

details of this proposal, generally indicating that what is being proposed actually more closely
conforms to the city' s Comprehensive Plan. 

Notices were went out to adjacent property owners and residents, as well as nearby HOAs. 
However, staff has received no notices in response. The city' s P& Z Commission has
recommended approval of this by a vote of 6- 0. 

Mayor Fowler opened the public hearing, but no one indicated a desire to speak. So, he then
closed the public hearing. Councilmember Jorif then moved to approve Z2021- 056. 

Councilmember Johannesen seconded the motion. The ordinance caption was read as

Mayor Fowler called the meeting to order at 5: 00 p. m. Present were Mayor Kevin Fowler, Mayor
Pro Tem John Hohenshelt, and Councilmembers Clarence Jorif, Dana Macalik, Trace Johannesen, 

Anna Campbell and Bennie Daniels. Also present were City Manager Mary Smith, Assistant City

Manager Joey Boyd, and City Attorney Frank Garza. Mayor Fowler read the below listed discussion
items into the record before recessing the public meeting to go into Ex. Session at 5: 01 p.m.

No one was present from the P& Z Commission, so this item was not addressed. 

2. Appointment with Rockwall resident, Joel Marlowe to hear request pertaining to keeping a set of stairs

and pitching mound located on city property behind his home at 418 Sonoma Drive, and take any action

necessary.

418 Sonoma Drive

Rockwall, TX 75087

Mr. Marlowe indicated that there are a set of stairs that he constructed on the rear of the

retaining wall located at the back of his home. The stairs have been there about 4 years, and
there is also a pitching mound he installed that has been there for about a year ( that he utilizes
to teach pitching lessons to local, special needs kids). He went on to share that city staff

recently contacted him to let him know that these items were built on city -owned property

and that they need to be removed. He is here this evening to request that city council allow

him to keep these items in place, even though they are built on city property. 

Mayor Fowler generally shared that he is not in favor of allowing Mr. Marlowe to keep the
items in tact, as approving them to stay would essentially set a precedence that he is not
interested in establishing. Councilmember Macalik generally expressed that she agrees with



Mayor Fowler' s sentiments. Councilmember Johannesen pointed out that the landowner on

which the items are built/ placed has legal ' liability/ so - in addition to approving this would
be setting an undesirable precedence — he is not in favor of allowing the items to stay. 

Councilmember Jorif pointed out that if someone were to get hurt, the city would ( by default) 

assume liability from a legal standpoint. General indication wasgiven that Council would not
be taking any action to grant permission for Mr. Marlowe to keep the stairs and pitching
mound in place. 

Mayor Fowler announced that Action Item # 1 has been withdrawn by the applicant. In

addition, Public Hearing item #5 will be addressed next on the agenda by Council.

1. Z2022- 001- Hold a public hearing to discuss and consider a request by Asher Hamilton of RIV Properties, 
LLC on behalf of Michael Gibson of Marion E. Wilson, Michael White, Dimensions Real Estates Services, 

LLC; Mark R. Carson; Allen Anderson; Gary Shultz of Culpepper/ Spatex JV; and Robert Fields of In the
Estate of Ernest Fields for the approval of an ordinance for a PD Development Plan for a 176 -unit

condominium building on a 3. 59 -acre tract of land identified as Lots 1, 2, 3, & 4, Block 2; Lots 1, 2, 3, & 4, 

Block 3; Lots 1, 2, 3, & 4, Block 5; Lots 1 & 2 and a portion of Lots 3 & 4, Block 6; Lots 2, 3, & 4, Block 7; 

Lots 1 & 2, Block 8; and Lots 1, 2, 3, & 4, Block 9, Moton Addition, City of Rockwall, Rockwall County, 

Texas, situated within the Hillside Mixed Use Subdistrict and the Horizon/ Summer Lee Subdistrict of

Planned Development District 32 ( PD -32), generally located at the southwest corner of the intersection

of Horizon Road and Summer Lee Drive, and take any action necessary ( 1st Reading). 

Planning Director, Ryan Miller provided background information on this agenda item. The

applicant is asking to construct a 176 unit condominium subdivision with detached amenity
center. The proposed condominium building will be a wrap product (i.e. the building will wrap
around a structured parking garage) and consist of approximately 104, one ( 1) bedroom units
and 72, two (2) bedroom units. As part of this development the applicant will be required to

extend Glen Hill Way around the proposed building, connecting it to the section of Pinnacle
Way Drive adjacent to Trend Tower and the stub of Pinnacle Way Drive of off Horizon Road. 
Based on the building configuration depicted on the applicant' s concept plan, this portion of

Pinnacle Way Drive ( Le. the portion connecting to Horizon Road) will be required to be
renamed as a continuation of Glen Hill Way. Incorporated into the building will be an —7, 546
SF amenities center, pool area, and courtyard. The concept plan also has two (2) plaza spaces

and a dog park labeled; however, no exhibits or concepts have been provided for these areas
yet. Mr. Miller went onto point out that the intended use for this sub district has been slated

as ' office use,' not residential, so this proposal does not meet the intent of this sub district; 

however, granting waivers for this request is at the discretion of Council. 

On January 14, 2022, staff mailed 45 notices to property owners and occupants within 500 -feet
of the subject property. Staff also notified the Lakeside Village and Lago Vista Homeowner' s
Associations ( HOAs), which were the only HOAs within 1, 500 -feet of the subject property
participating. in the Neighborhood Notification Program. At the time this report was drafted, 
staff had received the following: 

1) Three ( 3) property owner notifications and a letter from one ( 1) property owner within the
500 -foot notification area indicating they are in favor of the applicant' s request. Staff should



note that this property owner is the owner of 16 of the parcels of land that make up the subject
property. 

2) One ( 1) letter from one ( 1) property owner within the 500 -foot notification area indicating
they are in favor of the applicant' s request. Staff should note that this property owner is the
owner of two ( 2) tract of land that make up the subject property. 

The P& Z Commission did vote 6- 0 to recommend approval of this request to City Council. 

Mayor Fowler called forth the applicant to speak at this time ( he did not provide a

name/ address). The applicant went on to provide a presentation to Council that gave

additional details regarding this proposed 4- 5 story condominium development. 

Mayor Fowler opened the public hearing, asking if anyone would like to come forth and speak
at this time. There being no one indicating such, Fowler then closed the public hearing. 

The applicant indicated that this property will be individually deeded to one person ( as in, all
units will be rented from one individual). 

At the request of Councilmember Johannesen, Mr. Miller` provided a brief description of the
various waivers that the applicant is seeking to obtain as part of Council approving this case
the intent of the sub -district (which was intended to be two office buildings, not ' residential') 

and a waiver related to the roadway). 

Mayor Pro Tem Hohenshelt provided comments pertaining to changing the ' character' of the
sub -district, as it was originally intended. He questions if there is any other space located in
this area where office building( s) could be constructed within PD -32. Indication was given that
there is no other location( s) where office buildings could/ would be built. General discussion
ensued pertaining to what additional parcels of land remain within this district and what those
parcels could be used for. At the request of Councilmember Daniels, Mr. Miller provided more
specific details about what the applicant is proposing to do regarding Pinnacle Way Drive and
Glen Hill Way as well as the proposed placement of the amenity center. 

Following extensive discussion, Mayor Pro Tem Hohenshelt moved to approve Z2022- 001. 
Councilmember Jorif seconded the motion. Various comments were made, generally indicating
that these are difficult pieces of property that are going to be combined in a way that makes
sense.

2. Z2022- 002 - Hold a public hearing to discuss and consider a request by Louis Clark of KinoD LLC on behalf
of D. W. Bobst of 101 Hubbard Dr. LLC, Gary Shultz of Culpepper/ Spatex JV, and Allen Anderson for the
approval of an ordinance for a PD Develorment Plan for a 42 -unit condominium and retail/ office building
on a 1. 20 -acre tract of land identified as Lot 1, Block D, Harbor District Addition and Lots 3 & 4, Block 11

and Lots 1, 2, 3, & 4, Block 12, Moton Addition, City of Rockwall, Rockwall County, Texas, situated within

the Hillside Mixed Use Subdistrict of Planned Development District 32 ( PD -32), generally located at the

northeast corner of the intersection of Sunset Ridge Drive and Summer Lee Drive, and take any action

necessary ( 1st Reading). 

Planning Director, Ryan Miller provided background information pertaining to this agenda
item. The applicant is requesting the approval of a PD Development Plan for 42 urban
residential units for the purpose of constructing a condominium building. This is located within
a mixed- use sub district within PD -32, and it basically situated right in the middle of the entire

Harbor District. The proposed condominium building will be a podium product ( i. e. the building

will be constructed on top of a structured parking garage) and consist of approximately 12, one
1) bedroom units; 21, two ( 2) bedroom units; and nine ( 9), three ( 3) bedroom units. The

applicant has stated that these units will be a for sale product (i. e. sold to different property

owners as opposed to all the deeds being owned by one [ i] property owner and rented out). 

There will be a 1, 600- 1, 700 square foot amenity center with a swimming pool, basketball court
and tennis court. Waivers such as lot coverage and driveways are addressed within the

proposed PD Development Plan being proposed. The development does seem to conform to
the intent of the sub -district. Twenty notices were sent out to adjacent land and property
owners within 500' of the subject property. Staff received 11 notices back in favor from
individuals located within the 500' buffer, and two emails from individuals not located within

500' were received in opposition of the project. Also, one reply ' in favor' of the proposal was

received by staff via an online submission today. The P& Z Commission did vote 6- 0 (with one
recusal) to recommend approval of this request to City Council.

2.  Appointment with Rockwall resident, Joel Marlowe to hear request pertaining to keeping a set of stairs 
and pitching mound located on city property behind his home at 418 Sonoma Drive, and take any action 
necessary.

Mr. Marlowe indicated that there are a set of stairs that he constructed on the rear of the 
retaining wall located at the back of his home.  The stairs have been there about 4 years, and 
there is also a pitching mound he installed that has been there for about a year (that he utilizes 
to teach pitching lessons to local, special needs kids). He went on to share that city staff 
recently contacted him to let him know that these items were built on city-owned property 
and that they need to be removed. He is here this evening to request that city council allow 
him to keep these items in place, even though they are built on city property. 
 
Mayor Fowler generally shared that he is not in favor of allowing Mr. Marlowe to keep the 
items in tact, as approving them to stay would essentially set a precedence that he is not 
interested in establishing. Councilmember Macalik generally expressed that she agrees with 
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Mayor Fowler’s sentiments. Councilmember Johannesen pointed out that the landowner on 
which the items are built/placed has legal ‘liability,’ so - in addition to approving this would 
be setting an undesirable precedence – he is not in favor of allowing the items to stay. 
Councilmember Jorif pointed out that if someone were to get hurt, the city would (by default) 
assume liability from a legal standpoint. General indication was given that Council would not 
be taking any action to grant permission for Mr. Marlowe to keep the stairs and pitching 
mound in place. 
 
Mayor Fowler announced that Action Item #1 has been withdrawn by the applicant.  In 
addition, Public Hearing item #5 will be addressed next on the agenda by Council.

1.  Z2022-001 - Hold a public hearing to discuss and consider a request by Asher Hamilton of RIV Properties, 

LLC on behalf of Michael Gibson of Marion E. Wilson, Michael White, Dimensions Real Estates Services, 
LLC; Mark R. Carson; Allen Anderson; Gary Shultz of Culpepper/Spatex JV; and Robert Fields of In the 
Estate of Ernest Fields for the approval of an ordinance for a PD Development Plan for a 176-unit 
condominium building on a 3.59-acre tract of land identified as Lots 1, 2, 3, & 4, Block 2; Lots 1, 2, 3, & 4, 
Block 3; Lots 1, 2, 3, & 4, Block 5; Lots 1 & 2 and a portion of Lots 3 & 4, Block 6; Lots 2, 3, & 4, Block 7; 
Lots 1 & 2, Block 8; and Lots 1, 2, 3, & 4, Block 9, Moton Addition, City of Rockwall, Rockwall County, 
Texas, situated within the Hillside Mixed Use Subdistrict and the Horizon/Summer Lee Subdistrict of 
Planned Development District 32 (PD-32), generally located at the southwest corner of the intersection 
of Horizon Road and Summer Lee Drive, and take any action necessary (1st Reading). 
 
Planning Director, Ryan Miller provided background information on this agenda item.  The 
applicant is asking to construct a 176 unit condominium subdivision with detached amenity 
center. The proposed condominium building will be a wrap product (i.e. the building will wrap 
around a structured parking garage) and consist of approximately 104, one (1) bedroom units 
and 72, two (2) bedroom units. As part of this development the applicant will be required to 
extend Glen Hill Way around the proposed building, connecting it to the section of Pinnacle 
Way Drive adjacent to Trend Tower and the stub of Pinnacle Way Drive of off Horizon Road. 
Based on the building configuration depicted on the applicant’s concept plan, this portion of 
Pinnacle Way Drive (i.e. the portion connecting to Horizon Road) will be required to be 
renamed as a continuation of Glen Hill Way. Incorporated into the building will be an ~7,546 
SF amenities center, pool area, and courtyard. The concept plan also has two (2) plaza spaces 
and a dog park labeled; however, no exhibits or concepts have been provided for these areas 
yet. Mr. Miller went on to point out that the intended use for this sub district has been slated 
as ‘office use,’ not residential, so this proposal does not meet the intent of this sub district; 
however, granting waivers for this request is at the discretion of Council. 
 
On January 14, 2022, staff mailed 45 notices to property owners and occupants within 500-feet 
of the subject property. Staff also notified the Lakeside Village and Lago Vista Homeowner’s 
Associations (HOAs), which were the only HOAs within 1,500-feet of the subject property 
participating in the Neighborhood Notification Program. At the time this report was drafted, 
staff had received the following: 
 
(1) Three (3) property owner notifications and a letter from one (1) property owner within the 
500-foot notification area indicating they are in favor of the applicant’s request. Staff should 
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note that this property owner is the owner of 16 of the parcels of land that make up the subject 
property. 
(2) One (1) letter from one (1) property owner within the 500-foot notification area indicating 
they are in favor of the applicant’s request. Staff should note that this property owner is the 
owner of two (2) tract of land that make up the subject property. 
 
The P&Z Commission did vote 6-0 to recommend approval of this request to City Council. 
 
Mayor Fowler called forth the applicant to speak at this time (he did not provide a 
name/address).  The applicant went on to provide a presentation to Council that gave 
additional details regarding this proposed 4-5 story condominium development. 
 
Mayor Fowler opened the public hearing, asking if anyone would like to come forth and speak 
at this time. There being no one indicating such, Fowler then closed the public hearing. 
 
The applicant indicated that this property will be individually deeded to one person (as in, all 
units will be rented from one individual). 
 
At the request of Councilmember Johannesen, Mr. Miller provided a brief description of the 
various waivers that the applicant is seeking to obtain as part of Council approving this case 
(the intent of the sub-district (which was intended to be two office buildings, not ‘residential’) 
and a waiver related to the roadway). 
 
Mayor Pro Tem Hohenshelt provided comments pertaining to changing the ‘character’ of the 
sub-district, as it was originally intended. He questions if there is any other space located in 
this area where office building(s) could be constructed within PD-32. Indication was given that 
there is no other location(s) where office buildings could/would be built. General discussion 
ensued pertaining to what additional parcels of land remain within this district and what those 
parcels could be used for. At the request of Councilmember Daniels, Mr. Miller provided more 
specific details about what the applicant is proposing to do regarding Pinnacle Way Drive and 
Glen Hill Way as well as the proposed placement of the amenity center. 
 
Following extensive discussion, Mayor Pro Tem Hohenshelt moved to approve Z2022-001.   
Councilmember Jorif seconded the motion. Various comments were made, generally indicating 
that these are difficult pieces of property that are going to be combined in a way that makes 
sense. The ordinance caption was read as follows:

The motion passed by a vote of 7 ayes to 0 nays. 
  

2.  Z2022-002 - Hold a public hearing to discuss and consider a request by Louis Clark of KinoD LLC on behalf 
of D. W. Bobst of 101 Hubbard Dr. LLC, Gary Shultz of Culpepper/Spatex JV, and Allen Anderson for the 
approval of an ordinance for a PD Development Plan for a 42-unit condominium and retail/office building 
on a 1.20-acre tract of land identified as Lot 1, Block D, Harbor District Addition and Lots 3 & 4, Block 11 
and Lots 1, 2, 3, & 4, Block 12, Moton Addition, City of Rockwall, Rockwall County, Texas, situated within 
the Hillside Mixed Use Subdistrict of Planned Development District 32 (PD-32), generally located at the 
northeast corner of the intersection of Sunset Ridge Drive and Summer Lee Drive, and take any action 
necessary (1st Reading). 
 
Planning Director, Ryan Miller provided background information pertaining to this agenda 
item. The applicant is requesting the approval of a PD Development Plan for 42 urban 
residential units for the purpose of constructing a condominium building. This is located within 
a mixed-use sub district within PD-32, and it basically situated right in the middle of the entire 
Harbor District. The proposed condominium building will be a podium product (i.e. the building 
will be constructed on top of a structured parking garage) and consist of approximately 12, one 
(1) bedroom units; 21, two (2) bedroom units; and nine (9), three (3) bedroom units. The 
applicant has stated that these units will be a for sale product (i.e. sold to different property 
owners as opposed to all the deeds being owned by one [1] property owner and rented out). 
There will be a 1,600-1,700 square foot amenity center with a swimming pool, basketball court 
and tennis court. Waivers such as lot coverage and driveways are addressed within the 
proposed PD Development Plan being proposed. The development does seem to conform to 
the intent of the sub-district. Twenty notices were sent out to adjacent land and property 
owners within 500’ of the subject property. Staff received 11 notices back in favor from 
individuals located within the 500’ buffer, and two emails from individuals not located within 
500’ were received in opposition of the project. Also, one reply ‘in favor’ of the proposal was 
received by staff via an online submission today. The P&Z Commission did vote 6-0 (with one 
recusal) to recommend approval of this request to City Council. 
 
Mayor Fowler called forth the applicant/applicant’s representatives.  The applicant’s architect 
and design/build engineer came forth and provided comments to Council, briefly explaining 
this proposed condominium development overall. (Note: the names and company names of 
the two speakers were verbally provided but were indistinguishable). 
 
Mayor Fowler then opened the public hearing, asking if anyone would like to come forth and 
speak at this time. There being no one indicating such, Mayor Fowler closed the public hearing. 
 
Councilmember Jorif asked for clarification on where the access road will be located on 
Summer Lee Drive. Mr. Miller pointed out that it is located at the back of the property. General 
discussion ensued pertaining to expected traffic flow and ingress/egress access points. 
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Councilmember Daniels moved to approve Z2022-002. Councilmember Campbell seconded the 
motion. The ordinance caption was read as follows:

3.  Z2022-003 - Hold a public hearing to discuss and consider a request by Bowen Hendrix of DuWest Realty, 
LLC on behalf of John Arnold of the Skorburg Company for the approval of an ordinance for a Specific Use 
Permit (SUP) for a Restaurant 2,000 SF or More with Drive Through or Drive-In for the purpose of 
constructing two (2) restaurants on an 8.684-acre tract of land identified as Tract 3-10 of the S. King 
Survey, Abstract No. 131, City of Rockwall, Rockwall County, Texas, being zoned Planned Development 
District 70 (PD-70) for limited General Retail (GR) District land uses, situated within the North SH-205 
Overlay (N. SH-205 OV) District, generally located at the northeast corner of the intersection of E. Quail 
Run Road and N. Goliad Street [SH-205], and take any action necessary (1st Reading). 
 
Mr. Miller provided background information on this agenda item, indicating that the subject 
property is located just north of an existing CVS store. Following the approval of Ordinance No. 
22-01, the applicant -- Bowen Hendrix of DuWest Realty, LLC - submitted an application on 
January 18, 2022 requesting the approval of a Specific Use Permit (SUP) for a Restaurant, Less 
Than 2,000 SF with Drive-Through or Drive-In. The applicant changed the request on January 
21, 2022 to a Specific Use Permit (SUP) for a Restaurant, 2,000 SF or More with Drive-Through 
or Drive-In. The purpose of these applications was to construct two (2) drive-through 
restaurants within the two (2) ~10,000 SF multi-tenant restaurant/retail buildings. The subject 
property is located north of the intersection of E. Quail Run Road and N. Goliad Street [SH-
205]. Three-tiered screening is being proposed, and stacked drive-thrus are also being 
proposed. On January 14, 2022, staff mailed 62 notices to property owners and occupants 
within 500-feet of the subject property notifying them that the applicant was requesting a 
Specific Use Permit (SUP) for a Restaurant, Less Than 2,000 SF, with Drive-Through or Drive-In; 
however, on January 21, 2022 the applicant notified staff that the request was changing to a 
Specific Use Permit (SUP) for a Restaurant, 2,000 SF or More, with Drive-Through or Drive-In. 
In response to this change staff mail 62 updated notices on January 25, 2022 to property 
owners and occupants within 500-feet of the subject property. Staff also notified the Stone 
Creek, Quail Run Valley, the Shores on Lake Ray Hubbard, Random Oaks/Shores, and Lakeview 
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Summit Homeowner’s Associations (HOAs), which were the only Homeowners’ Association 
(HOAs) and/or Neighborhood Organizations within 1,500-feet of the subject property 
participating in the Neighborhood Notification Program. At the time this report was drafted, 
staff had received the following: 
 
(1) One (1) property owner notification from a property owner within the 500-notification area 
in opposition to the applicant’s request. 
(2) One (1) email from property owner within the 500-notification area in opposition to the 
applicant’s request. 
(3) One (1) email from a property owner within the 500-notification area stating concerns with 
traffic and requesting that a traffic light be installed at the intersection of Quail Run Road and 
Audobon Lane. 
 
Additionally, the P&Z Commission has recommended approval of this request by a vote of 7-0. 
 
The applicants came forth and introduced themselves.  Mayor Fowler then opened the public 
hearing, asking if anyone would like to come forth and speak at this time.

Mr. Wacker indicated that neighbors are concerned about the view, and he would like the 
applicant to present some plans that show what the rear will look like and what the buffer will 
look like. He has concerns about ensuring that people stay out of the detention pond areas. He 
wants to also ensure residents have access to the hike and bike trails, and he would like 
residents to be able to access the development on their golf carts. He wants to ensure the 
floodplain study is completed and properly approved. 
 
There being no one else wishing to come forth at this time, Mayor Fowler then closed the public 
hearing.  Councilmember Johannesen asked for brief clarification on the process, following 
action on this item tonight.  Mr. Miller explained ‘next steps.’  Then, Councilmember Jorif 
moved to approve Z2022-003.

Street, and take any action necessary (1st Reading). 
 
Planning Director Ryan Miller provided background information on this agenda item. The 
applicant is asking for approval of an SUP to construct a two-story shop with storage that will 
incorporate a restroom facility. So, because it will have a restroom, that is why this is being 
presented as ‘guest quarters.’ It will be 1,000 sq. feet in size, and the exterior cladding will be 
complimentary to the façade of the existing (home’s) structure. This secondary structure will 
be lower than the primary structure, as the property at the rear where this will be constructed 
has a downward land slope. 110 notices were sent out to adjacent property and land owners 
located within 500’. Two notices were received back in opposition. One was received back in 
favor, and one reply was from someone wanting additional information (not stating ‘in favor’ 
or ‘opposed’).

The Subcommittee met to discuss three supplemental requests for HOT funding for events 
in 2022.  Members Dana Macalik, Anna Campbell, and Bennie Daniels have prepared the 
following recommendations for funding pending Council’s approval. 
 
The Texas Canine Workshop will again be held here from September 26 – October 1, 2022 
at the Springhill Suites.  The training is held annually to provide advanced training for 
Police and Fire K-9 teams.  Last year’s workshop was so well received that attendees asked 
for the training to be held in Rockwall again.  The group has asked for $20,600 and 
anticipates attendance to grow from 2021 counts.    The committee is recommending 
$20,600 for this training workshop. 
 
The State Gymnastics Championships will be held in Rockwall the weekend of April 24 - 
26.  The local booster club has requested $18,000 to assist with promotion and technical 
aspects of the weekend as they work to enhance the event for visitors from around the 
state.    More than 400 room nights are expected as families come for the duration of the 
competition. The committee is recommending $18,000 for this request  
 
The Rockwall 7ers submitted an application for $95,500 for various aspects of their first 
season.  After discussion, the committee is recommending funding $10,000 for promotion, 
live streaming, artistic expenses and equipment rental.  No personnel costs were included.

Large Contract

SLM has agreed to the contract renewal and asked for a 7.5% price increase in relation to their 
increase in salaries to retain experienced employees and rising fuel cost.  This price increase 
request is afforded by contract and compared to the Municipal Cost Index (MCI) average 
percent change for 2021 Dallas/Fort Worth area of +8.48%.  Using this index helps staff 
determine whether a price increase may be warranted.  This 7.5% request equates to an annual 
contract increase of $44,264.13 based on the 2021 contract amount and some additional site 
added to the contract in 2021 and this increase will be absorbed in the current Parks and Harbor 
grounds maintenance budgets and amended budget.  The 2022 contract renewal total including 
the 7.5% increase would be $634,452.36.  A 3% increase was already in the 2021-2022 budget 
to be prepared for an increase request in the 2022 renewal cycle.   
 
Staff asks City Council to consider authorizing the City Manager to execute this contract 
extension for a period of one year for the new 2022-projected cost.

amended zoning classification for the Subject Property; and, 
 
SECTION 3. That development of the Subject Property shall generally be in accordance with 
the Conceptual Building Elevations, depicted in Exhibit ‘C’ of this ordinance, attached hereto and 
incorporated herein by reference as Exhibit ‘C’, which is deemed hereby to be a condition of 
approval of the amended zoning classification for the Subject Property; and, 
 
SECTION 4. That the Subject Property shall be used only in the manner and for the purposes 
provided for in Planned Development District 32 (PD-32) [Ordinance No. 17-22], the Unified 
Development Code [Ordinance No. 20-02], and in compliance with the following conditions and 
requirements: 
 

(1) The development of the subject property shall generally conform to the Concept Plan 
depicted in Exhibit ‘B’ of this ordinance. 
 

(2) The development of the subject property shall generally conform to the proposed 
Conceptual Building Elevations depicted in Exhibit ‘C’ of this ordinance and to the design 
guidelines contained in Resolution No. 10-40. 
 

(3) The proposed condominium building shall not contain more than 176 urban residential 
units. 
 

(4) All building materials and color schemes proposed for this development should conform 
to the requirements stipulated by Planned Development District 32 (PD-32) [as amended]. 
 

(5) Prior to the issuance of a building permit the applicant shall submit and seek approval for 
a detailed PD Site Plan that demonstrates compliance with all applicable standards of 
Planned Development District 32 (PD-32) [as amended] and with the requirements 
approved in this ordinance. 
 

(6) All buildings throughout the development shall be constructed with a consistent design 
scheme, incorporate four (4) sided architecture that creates an entry appearance on all 
four (4) sides, and be approved by the Architectural Review Board (ARB) at the time of 
the PD Site Plan. 

 
SECTION 5.   That any person, firm, or corporation violating any of the provisions of this 
ordinance shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor and upon conviction shall be punished by a 
penalty of fine not to exceed the sum of Two Thousand Dollars ($2,000.00) for each offense and 
each and every day such offense shall continue shall be deemed to constitute a separate offense; 
 
SECTION 6.   That if any section, paragraph, or provision of this ordinance or the application of 
that section, paragraph, or provision to any person, firm, corporation or situation is for any reason 
judged invalid, the adjudication shall not affect any other section, paragraph, or provision of this 
ordinance or the application of any other section, paragraph or provision to any other person, firm, 
corporation or situation, nor shall adjudication affect any other section, paragraph, or provision of 
the Unified Development Code, and the City Council declares that it would have adopted the valid 
portions and applications of the ordinance without the invalid parts and to this end the provisions 
for this ordinance are declared to be severable; 
 
SECTION 7.  The standards in this ordinance shall control in the event of a conflict between this 
ordinance and any provision of the Unified Development Code or any provision of the City Code, 
ordinance, resolution, rule, regulation, or procedure that provides a specific standard that is 
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different from and inconsistent with this ordinance. References to zoning district regulations or 
other standards in the Unified Development Code (including references to the Unified 
Development Code), and references to overlay districts, in this ordinance or any of the Exhibits 
hereto are those in effect on the date this ordinance was passed and approved by the City Council 
of the City of Rockwall, Texas; 
 
SECTION 8.  That this ordinance shall take effect immediately from and after its passage;

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 
ROCKWALL, TEXAS, AMENDING PLANNED DEVELOPMENT 
DISTRICT 32 (PD-32) [ORDINANCE NO. 17-22] AND THE UNIFIED 
DEVELOPMENT CODE [ORDINANCE NO. 20-02] OF THE CITY OF 
ROCKWALL, AS HERETOFORE AMENDED, SO AS TO APPROVE A

SECTION 3. That development of the Subject Property shall generally be in accordance with 
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the Conceptual Building Elevations, depicted in Exhibit ‘C’ of this ordinance, attached hereto and 
incorporated herein by reference as Exhibit ‘C’, which is deemed hereby to be a condition of 
approval of the amended zoning classification for the Subject Property; and, 
 

SECTION 4. That the Subject Property shall be used only in the manner and for the purposes 
provided for in Planned Development District 32 (PD-32) [Ordinance No. 17-22], the Unified 
Development Code [Ordinance No. 20-02], and in compliance with the following conditions and 
requirements: 
 

(1) The development of the subject property shall generally conform to the Concept Plan 
depicted in Exhibit ‘B’ of this ordinance. 
 

(2) The development of the subject property shall generally conform to the proposed 
Conceptual Building Elevations depicted in Exhibit ‘C’ of this ordinance and to the design 
guidelines contained in Resolution No. 10-40. 
 

(3) The proposed condominium building shall not contain more than 42 urban residential 
units. 
 

(4) All building materials and color schemes proposed for this development should conform 
to the requirements stipulated by Planned Development District 32 (PD-32) [as amended]. 
 

(5) Prior to the issuance of a building permit the applicant shall submit and seek approval for 
a detailed PD Site Plan that demonstrates compliance with all applicable standards of 
Planned Development District 32 (PD-32) [as amended] and with the requirements 
approved in this ordinance. 
 

(6) All buildings throughout the development shall be constructed with a consistent design 
scheme, incorporate four (4) sided architecture that creates an entry appearance on all 
four (4) sides, and be approved by the Architectural Review Board (ARB) at the time of 
the PD Site Plan.

the Unified Development Code, and the City Council declares that it would have adopted the valid 
portions and applications of the ordinance without the invalid parts and to this end the provisions 
for this ordinance are declared to be severable; 
 

SECTION 7.  The standards in this ordinance shall control in the event of a conflict between this 
ordinance and any provision of the Unified Development Code or any provision of the City Code, 
ordinance, resolution, rule, regulation, or procedure that provides a specific standard that is 
different from and inconsistent with this ordinance. References to zoning district regulations or 
other standards in the Unified Development Code (including references to the Unified 
Development Code), and references to overlay districts, in this ordinance or any of the Exhibits 
hereto are those in effect on the date this ordinance was passed and approved by the City Council 
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of the City of Rockwall, Texas; 
 

SECTION 8.  That this ordinance shall take effect immediately from and after its passage;

Summary/Background Information
A press release was issued mid-December to announce the period associated with filing an
application to appear as a candidate on the May 7, 2022 General Election ballot (to elect city
council members for Place 2, Place 4 and Place 6). Also, an informational candidate packet for
those who may be interested in serving on Council was also made available for download via
our city website. As advertised in Dec. and in accordance with the Texas Election Code, the
filing period ran from Jan. 19 through Feb. 18.  The election was then called by "order" of the
City Council through passage of Resolution 22-01 on Feb. 7.

Upon expiration of the official filing period (including the period for a write-in candidate), only
one application was received for each City Council Place. Councilmember Johannesen filed for
re-election in Place 4, and Councilmember Anna Campbell filed for re-election in Place 6. The
Place 4 city council seat will be vacated by Mayor Pro Tem Hohenshelt once he 'terms out' this
May, and only one candidate - Mark Moeller - filed to run for that Place.

Action Needed
Since none of the three candidates drew an opponent, Council is being asked to take action to
cancel the May 7 General Election through passage of the attached ordinance. The ordinance
has been reviewed and approved by City Attorney, Frank Garza. In addition, it is in
conformance with the Election Code.

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Rockwall, Texas adopted Resolution No. 22-01 on

three city officials - City Councilmember Place 2, City Councilmember Place 4, and City 
Councilmember Place 6; and 

 
WHEREAS, pursuant to Sections 143.007 and 146.054, Texas Election Code, the deadlines 

for filing applications for a place on the ballot and declaration of write-in candidacy for the City’s 
general election have expired; and 

 
WHEREAS, the City Secretary, in accordance with Section 2.052, Texas Election code, has 

certified in writing, attached hereto as ‘Exhibit A,’ to the City Council that Mark Moeller is unopposed 
for election to the office of Councilmember Place 2; Trace Johannesen is unopposed for election to 
the office of Councilmember Place 4, and Anna Campbell is unopposed for election to the office of 
Councilmember Place 6; and 

 
WHEREAS, the City Council herby finds and determines that the candidates whose names 

were to appear on the ballot in said election are unopposed, that there are no declared write-in 
candidates, and that no propositions are to appear on the ballot for said election and therefore Council 
hereby determines to cancel the General Election;. 

 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 

ROCKWALL, TEXAS, THAT: 
 
Section 1.  The facts and matters set forth in the preamble of this Ordinance are hereby found 

to be true and correct. 
 
Section 2. In accordance with Section 2.053(a), Texas Election Code, the following 

unopposed candidates are hereby declared duly elected to the respective offices for a term of two 
years and shall be issued a certificate of election following the date on which the general election for 
Councilmembers would have otherwise been held: 

 
- Mark Moeller - Councilmember, Place 2 
- Trace Johannesen - Councilmember, Place 4 
- Anna Campbell - Councilmember, Place 6 
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Section 3.  Pursuant to Section 2.053(b), Texas Election code, the general municipal election 
for City Councilmember Place 2, Councilmember Place 4, and Councilmember Place 6 called and 
ordered by Resolution No. 22-01, for May 7, 2022, shall not be held and is hereby cancelled. 

 
Section 4.  The City Secretary is hereby directed to cause a copy of this Ordinance to be 

posted on Election Day, same being May 7, 2022, at all posting places that would have been used in 
said election. 

 
Section 5.  Term of office for the unopposed Councilmembers shall commence on May 16, 

2022 after the Oath of Office has been administered and executed.  
 
Section 6.  All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with the provisions of this 

ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict. 
 
Section 7.  The Code of the City of Rockwall, Texas, as amended, shall remain in full force 

and effect, save and except as amended by this ordinance. 
 
Section 8.  Should any section, paragraph, sentence, clause, phrase or word of this ordinance 

be declared unconstitutional or invalid for any purpose by a court of competent jurisdiction, the 
remainder of this ordinance shall not be affected thereby, and to this end the provisions of this 
ordinance are declared to be severable. 

 
Section 9.  It is hereby found and determined that the meeting at which this ordinance was 

passed was open to the public as required by Section 551.001 et seq., Texas Government Code, and 
that advance public notice of the time, place and purpose of said meeting was given. 

 
Section 10.  This ordinance shall take effect immediately upon its second reading as required 

by the City Charter, Section 3.11.

I. CALL PUBLIC MEETING TO ORDER - ( 6: 00 P. M.) 

Mayor Fowler called the public meeting to order at 6: 00 p. m. with all seven council members being
present ( Mayor Kevin Fowler, Mayor Pro Tem John Hohenshelt and Council Members Clarence Jorif, 

Dana Macalik, Trace Johannesen, Bennie Daniels and Anna Campbell). City Manager Mary Smith was

Mr. Wacker came forth and provided various comments pertaining to sidewalks and other issues

related to case Z2021- 048 ( on tonight' s Consent Agenda for
2nd

reading). He generally spoke about

homeowner input he personally collected, indicating that he understands that said input is not

formally being accepted by the city ( since those homeowners did not submit their input DIRECTLY to
the city thru the proper channels). However, he hopes that the Council will consider the input, which

he said shows that homeowners are overwhelmingly opposed to installation of sidewalks, and he also

hopes the Council will delay taking action on the ordinance' s second reading this evening. He went on

to discuss floodplain related concerns pertaining to the proposed detention pond, generally indicating

that he obtained a copy of the draft floodplain study from staff members earlier today. He wants

Council to delay taking action to allow the HOA and homeowners to negotiate some things with the
developer, as he believes approval of this will result in increased costs to the HOA.

2. Appointment with Rockwall resident, Ellis Bentley to hear concerns related to the city' s Utility ( water/ sewer) 

Billing ( i. e. billing/ payment systems, metering), and take any action necessary. 

Mr. Bentley came forth and spoke, indicating that he recently received a water bill in excess of
170, and — unbeknownst to him — the credit card he had on file had expired. He was told that

he was sent a notification of the expired card via email, but he did not ever receive it. He went

on to explain that he has several concerns about information that is noted on city water bills, 

including details regarding the number of gallons of water utilized each month. He seemed to

indicate that there are likely discrepancies regarding the month- to-month water usage. He
pointed out that each bill he receives has a note that indicates " credit card on file. Do not pay." 

He wishes there were some way for the city to notify residents in advance that a credit card on

file is expiring. He also has concerns about the graph( s) that are shown each month on the water

bills, as he feels they are misleading. He did acknowledge that his 17+ years old water meter was

recently replaced by the city with a new ' smart meter.' 

City Manager, Mary Smith, provided several comments in response to Mr. Bentley' s concerns, 

including giving indication that some updates to water bills and to the online billing system are
forthcoming. Council took no action concerning this appointment item.

He explained what types of buildings could be constructed according to the zoning, comparing
that to what could be constructed if an SUP were granted. He explained that this proposed

Planned Development District is structured in a way that limits what can be built on the property

to only RISD facilities ( i. e. a public or private primary or secondary school and a track or stadium, 

by right,' with no other uses being allowed on the property ' by right'). He went on to say that

notices were sent out to 273 residents and property owners located within 500' of this property. 

In addition, several nearby homeowners associations were also notified. Staff has received 2
notices ( within the 500' notification area) back in favor, and 5 notification back ( within the 500' 

notification area) in opposition. The P& Z Commission has unanimously recommended approval
of this case to Council.

Mr. Salee shared that this is part of the 2021 bond program that was approved by voters in the

community, and a 911 grade freshmen center will be built here (to serve the south portion of the
community). The site will include a smaller sized athletic field with limited seating ( something
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smaller like what would typically be seen at a middle school). It will have a turf practice field

and a track. He emphasized that it will never be as large as Wilkerson - Sanders Stadium where

high school ball is played. It will be a lit field; however, the applicant believes that the LED lighting
that will be utilized will not result in ' bleed over' lighting. Lower / shorter light poles will be

utilized, and they will be angled downward. In addition, they will comply with the city' s
photometric requirements related to lighting standards. Mr. Salee showed the Council several

photos that represent what the lighting will look like on and immediately adjacent to the field

itself. He pointed out that technology pertaining to lighting has notably improved over the years

he stated the last athletic field constructed by RISD was Williams Middle School, and that was

20+ years ago). He went on to address the sound amplification that will be utilized at the newly

constructed stadium. He anticipates that this field will only be utilized for 9th grade ( sub -varsity) 

teams. He stated that the school band will be shuttled to the high school for marching band

practice, so it won' t even utilize this field. It may be utilized for some track -related events. 

Mayor Fowler opened the public hearing, asking if anyone would like to come forth and speak
at this time.

Mr. Wacker shared that he lives near Williams Middle School, and there is a park in between the

He shared that recently there was
a girls soccer game, and — for maybe the first time ever — the sound/ noise was loud, and it went

on until about 9: 30 p. m. at night. He wonders if there are some sort of city standards in place
that would regulate large public events such as school ball games. He does believe that, although

it may initially be utilized for 9th grade only, it will likely grow.

Mr. Palma pointed out where he lives, indicating that his home is located within the ( 500') 
notification zone.' He wondered how his property might be impacted by this. Mayor Fowler

However, he will not lose his home or his property. He will just be living next door to this
field/ stadium. 

There being no one else wishing to come forth to speak, Mayor Fowler then closed the public

hearing. 

Councilmember Johannesen moved to approve Z2022- 014. Councilmember Jorif seconded the

motion. Councilmember Daniels sought and received clarification from Mrs. Smith regarding
how any noise related complaints will be addressed by the city if / when they are received by
residents. Indication was given that the city' s Code Enforcement Dept. ( Neighborhood

Improvement Services Dept.) handles noise -related complaints. She shared that the city
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previously received a noise related complaint years ago regarding a pee wee team that was

playing at Williams Middle School. When Monday morning came, the city contacted the school

downward. She pointed out that she knows of no complaints having been received over the
years related to Wilkerson - Sanders Stadium ( where the high school plays).

Last month

in March, 128 notices were sent out to residents and property owners located within 500' of the

subject property, and two homeowners associations were also notified. Two notices from
residents located within the 500' buffer were received back in opposition, and 1 notification

from within the 500' buffer) was received in favor of the request. The P& Z Commission did

unanimously recommend approval of this request to the Council. 

The applicant came forth and briefly addressed the Council, indicating that this will be the school
district' s north site for construction of a freshman center.

Mr. Wacker came forth and expressed concerns about this being built so close next to existing

residential homes. He also has concerns that the city has no noise related ordinance in place that

would regulate noise, especially late night noise, at a location like this ( a stadium). 

Mayor Pro Tem Hohenshelt moved to approve Z2022- 015. Councilmember Johannesen seconded

the motion. Councilmember Macalik echoed some of Mr. Wacker' s expressed concerns, as this

location is in fact located so close to adjacent residential homes. Mayor Fowler shared that the

city can revisit its noise ordinance, if the Council so desires, to ensure that it is still appropriate
and make changes to it, if necessary. Councilmember Daniels shared that, although sound

amplification devices could be potentially controlled/ regulated, there is not a way to control
crowd related noise: Councilmember Jorif expressed that he would rather have noise from a

stadium like this — where families are present and parents and kids are gathering together to
have fun and do good things — rather than having kids out doing things they should not be doing.

The motion to approve passed by a vote of 7 ayes with 0 nays. 

X. APPOINTMENT ITEMS

1• Appointment with Planning & Zoning Commission representative to discuss and answer

any questions regarding planning - related cases on the agenda. 

Jerry Welch of the city' s Planning & Zoning Commission came forth and briefed the Council on

recommendations of the Commission relative to planning -related items on tonight' s meeting
agenda. Council took no action following his briefing. 



2. Appointment with representatives of the Rockwall Fire Department' s " Explorer Program" to hear update

regarding the program, and take any action necessary. 

Chief Cullins introduced 2 members of his team that oversee this program. An informational

video presentation regarding the program was played. After the video, various

Councilmembers provided positive comments related to the program. No action was taken. 

XI. ACTION ITEMS

1. MIS2022- 010 - Discuss and consider a request by Michael Hampton of 549 Crossing, LP on behalf of Justin
Webb and Russell Phillips of Rockwall 205 Investors, LLC for the approval of a Miscellaneous Case for a

Variance to the Utility Placement requirements in the General Overlay District Standards to allow overhead
utilities in conjunction with raw land and a Retail Store with Gasoline Sales on a 34. 484 -acre tract of land

identified as Tracts 17- 5 of the W. W. Ford Survey, Abstract No. 80, City of Rockwall, Rockwall County, 

Texas, zoned Commercial ( C) District, situated within the SH -205 Overlay ( SH -205 OV) District, generally

located at east of the intersection of S. Goliad Street [ SH -205] and S. FM - 549, and take any action necessary

Planning Director, Ryan Miller, provided background information pertaining to this agenda

item. The applicant is requesting the City Council grant a variance to the underground

requirements to allow overhead power lines along SH -205 and the current alignment of FM - 
549. In the applicant' s letter, the applicant has stated that Farmers Electric Cooperative would

need to relocate these lines in the future. Staff has requested that the applicant provide

additional information from Farmers Electric Cooperative showing an itemization of how the
costs in the letter were calculated; however, the applicant has stated that Farmers Electric

Cooperative has not been able or willing to provide additional details on how the costs were
calculated. Staff requested this information from the applicant to try and ascertain if the

improvements being required by Farmers Electric Cooperative were simply related to the burial

of the lines or if they are requiring the applicant to make system -wide improvements affecting
properties not associated with the burial of the lines for this project. 

According to Section 09. 02, Variances to the General Overlay District Standards, of Article 11, 
Development Applications and Review Procedures, of the Unified Development Code ( UDC), 

an applicant may request the Planning and Zoning Commission grant a variance to any
provision contained in Section 06. 02, General Overlay District Standards, of Article 05, District

Development Standards, where unique or extraordinary conditions exist or where strict

adherence to the technical requirements of this section would create an undue hardship." Mr. 

Miller explained that variances to the unground utility requirements are discretionary decisions

that are considered on a case- by- case basis by the City Council pending a recommendation from

the Planning and Zoning Commission. On April 26, 2022, the Planning and Zoning Commission
reviewed the applicant' s request and approved a motion to recommend denial by a vote of 5- 

1, with Commissioner Welch dissenting and Commissioner Womble being absent. 

Mayor Fowler made an observation regarding Councilmember Daniels' s dislike of variances. 
He then asked Mr. Daniels to speak. Mr. Daniels stated he is a stickler when it comes to

variances and he does like to have a ' good reason' for when the City does one. He cited an

example of when Ridge Road was re -done. The voters decided that they did not want to pay
for the underground utilities, and he believed that was a mistake in the end. Not only is it

unsightly, but there is also more downtime/ maintenance work. His point was many times we
have a developer come in and - as Mr. Hohenshelt and others have stated — they ask Council



to solve their economic problem; basically, so they can make more money. Councilman Daniels

went on to state that his opinion, in this case, is the city would not be lining this developer' s

pockets by doing this. This is a cost that they are going to have to incur at a dollar -for -dollar

cost. Doing that will add to our tax base, which in turn will help the residents. He then stated
he has no issue with allowing this variance. 

Following Mr. Daniel' s comments, Councilmember Dana Macalik made a motion to approve
MIS2022- 010 and Councilmember Daniels seconded the motion. The motion to approve passed

by a vote of 7 ayes with 0 nays. 

2. MIS2022- 009 - Discuss and consider a request by Stephen Geiger of Rayburn Electric Cooperative, Inc. for
the approval of a Miscellaneous Case for a Special Exception to the fence standards on a 58. 72 -acre tract

of land identified as Tract 3 of the W. H. Barnes Survey, Abstract No. 26, City of Rockwall, Rockwall County, 

Texas, zoned Heavy Commercial ( HC) District and Commercial ( C) District, situated within the SH -205

Overlay ( SH -205 OV) District, generally located at the northwest corner of the intersection of S. Goliad

Street [ SH -205] and Mims Road, and take any action necessary. 

Planning Director, Ryan Miller, provided background information pertaining to this agenda
item. The applicant -- Stephen Geiger of Rayburn Country Electric Cooperative, Inc. -- has

submitted a request for an exception to allow the construction of a six (6) foot chain- link fence

around the subject property. The subject property is a 58. 72 -acre tract of vacant land situated
at the northwest corner of the intersection of Mims Road and S. Goliad Street [ SH -205] that is

zoned Heavy Commercial ( HC) District and Commercial ( C) District. According to the applicant' s
letter, Rayburn Country Electric Cooperative, Inc. purchased the subject property to ensure that

they would have land to expand their business in the future. Unfortunately, they have had
issues with illegal dumping on the newly acquired site and are looking for a way to secure the

property. In order to achieve this, the applicant is proposing to construct a six ( 6) foot chain- 
link fence that will start south of the City' s lift station on Mims Road, extend east along Mims

Road to S. Goliad Street, turn north and extend along S. Goliad Street to the northern property

boundary, and turn west following the existing property line approximately 530 -feet ( see
Figure 1 below). The applicant is proposing to set the fence back 20 -feet from the property line

i. e. at the front building setback line) along Mims Road and back 50 -feet from the property

line ( i. e. at the front building setback line) adjacent to S. Goliad Street. 

According to Subsection 08. 04( A), Fence Standards for Properties in a Commercial District, of

Article 08, Landscape and Fence Standards, of the Unified Development Code ( UDC), "( n) on- 

required fences in the Neighborhood Services ( NS), General Retail ( GR), and Commercial ( C) 

Districts shall be constructed of materials outlined in Subsection 8. 02( 6); however, wood and

vinyl coated chain- link shall be prohibited." In addition, Subsection 08. 04( C), Fence Standards

for Properties in an Industrial District, of Article 08, Landscape and Fence Standards, of the

Unified Development Code ( UDC) states, "( n) on- required fences in the Heavy Commercial ( HC), 

Light Industrial ( LI), and Heavy Industrial ( HI) Districts shall be constructed of materials outlined
in Subsection 8. 02( 6); however, the wood shall be prohibited." As stated above, the applicant

is proposing a six ( 6) foot chain- link fence, which is a not permitted fence material in either the
Commercial ( C) District or the Heavy Commercial ( HC) District. With this being said, the

applicant has stated that this is only a temporary solution intended to address their issues with

illegal dumping and to temporarily secure the property until future expansion. It is also worth
pointing out that the properties directly north ( i. e. 2670 S. Goliad Street -- TransAm Trucking) 



and south ( i. e. 2890 S. Goliad Street -- EPES Transport System, LLC) of the subject property
currently have legal, non -conforming chain- link fences. Based on this, the applicant' s request
does not appear to change the essential character of the area; however, a request for an

exception for a fence is a discretionary decision for the Planning and Zoning Commission and
for the City Council. 

According to Subsection 09.01, Exceptions to the General Standards, of Article 11, Development
Applications and Review Procedures, of the Unified FIGURE 3: TRANSAM TRUCKING

Development Code ( UDC), approval of any exception to the requirements of this section by the

Planning and Zoning Commission or City Council shall require a supermajority vote ( i. e. three- 
fourths vote of those members present), with a minimum of four ( 4) votes in the affirmative." 

On April 26, 2022, the Planning and Zoning Commission failed to get a supermajority vote for a
motion to approve the applicant' s request with the caveat that the fence be black vinyl coated

chain- link along S. Goliad Street [ SH -205]. The P& Z motion failed by a vote of 4-2, with

Commissioners Chodun and Conway dissenting. In accordance with Subsection 09. 01 of Article
11 of the Unified Development Code ( UDC), the applicant has submitted a written letter to the

Director of Planning and Zoning requesting to appeal the Planning and Zoning Commission' s
decision to the City Council. It was noted that in order to approve the applicant' s request, the

City Council would need to approve a motion by a super -majority vote. 

The applicant came forward and presented the case, generally describing to the council his

desire for approval of temporary, chain link fencing associated with this development. 

Mayor Fowler commented this is an odd case, because it is in an overlay district, in a heavy

commercial district that is requiring something ornamental when it does not fit the zoning. He
also commented that this was not a hard case for him. He does not have an issue with the chain

link fence or the plastic siding on the front. 

Councilmember Johannesen asked the applicant if he intends to replace the chain link fence

with the rod iron fence through the various phases of the project. The applicant responded, 

yes" and stated that chain link is currently surrounding the original tract of land. 

Councilmember Johannesen inquired about the possibility of finding a way to essentially phase

in the rod iron fencing and do away with the chain link fencing. He generally indicated he has
the same concerns as the Planning & Zoning Commission had regarding putting a timer ( so -to - 

speak) on the building of the fence and having there be some sort of conditional agreement in
place in this regard. 

Planning Director, Ryan Miller asked City Attorney, Frank Garza if staff can somehow work with
the developer through the provisions of the master plan in order to ensure that the chain link

fencing will eventually be replaced with a rod iron fence. Mr. Garza indicated that — yes — this

is possible. Mr. Garza clarified that — if for example, 30% of the development occurs in Phase 1, 

then 30% of the chain link fence would need to come down and be replaced with rod iron. The

percentage of development that occurs in each phase will correspond with the percent of chain

link fencing that gets removed and replaced with rod iron. Mr. Garza clarified his understanding
that this applicant is asking for approval of ' temporary' chain link fencing that — as the

development progresses — will eventually be replaced with fencing that complies with the city' s
Code ( rod iron). 



Following various comments, Mayor Pro Tem Hohenshelt made a motion to approve MIS2002- 

009 for the temporary use of chain link fencing, stipulating that - as development on the project
progresses ( in percentages) - then an equal percentage of the chain link fencing will come down
and rod iron fending will be installed in its place. Councilmember lorif seconded the motion. 

The motion passed by a vote of 7 ayes with 0 nays. 

3. Discuss and consider an ordinance amending the Code of Ordinances in Ch. 36, Article IV, Division 2. ' ART
Review Team Commission' to increase the composition of the board from five to seven members, and take

any action necessary. ( 1st reading) 

Councilmember ,Macalik made a motion to approve an ordinance amending the Code of
Ordinances in Ch. 36, Article IV, Division 2. ' ART Review Team Commission' to increase the

composition of the board from five to seven members. Mayor Pro Tem Hohenshelt seconded

the motion. Indication was given that there are more residents interested in serving on this
Commission than there are seats available, which is the reason for this proposed ordinance

change. The motion then passed by a vote of 7 ayes to 0 nays. 

4. Discuss and consider appointment( s) to the city' s ART Commission, and take any action necessary. 

Councilmember Macalik moved to appoint Sean Charles Martin, to the city' s ART Commission

to replace former member, Bonnie Lankford who is moving out of the city. She included in her

motion that he will finish out Ms. Lankford' s August 2022 term and thereafter continue serving
a full, two- year term until August of 2024. Mayor Fowler seconded the motion, which passed

by a vote of 7 ayes to 0 nays.

APPOINTMENT ITEMS  

 
1.  Appointment with the Rockwall Youth Advisory Council (YAC) to hear year-end presentation, and take any 

action necessary. 
 
Three YAC members, including (YAC Chairman) Peyton Nielsen, Jaxson Stuart, and Morgan 
Crosby, came forth and briefed the Council on the monthly activities of the group over the 
course of this past school year. They also provided a brief budgetary/financial overview as well. 
Council took no action as a result of this appointment item.  

2.  Appointment with Jim Rosenberg to discuss and consider authorizing the City Manager to execute a 
concession agreement between the City of Rockwall and Harbor Bay Marina Corporation, and take any 
action necessary. 



 
Parks Director, Travis Sales, came forth and briefed Council on the high points of the updated 
concession agreement between the City and Harbor Bay Marina, which he indicated has been 
worked on by staff, the city attorney and Mr. Rosenberg for the last twelve to eighteen months. 
In addition, the City of Dallas and the Lakeside Village HOA have also been part of the document 
creation/review. Under this new agreement, as part of its five year plan, the Styrofoam that is 
currently breaking loose will be replaced and then be fully encapsulated so it cannot break 
loose anymore. Also, the tires will be replaced with a concrete, breakwater system. Within 6-
10 years, a fire standpipe system will be installed for fire protection purposes.  Mr. Sales 
pointed out that there are provisions within the agreement that do address noise-related 
concerns. 
 
Following Mr. Sales’ brief comments, Mr. Rosenberg came forth and briefly addressed Council, 
indicating he has owned Harbor Bay Marina for the last thirty-three years. He stated that the 
facility is over fifty years old, and there will be major renovations that will occur under this new 
concessions agreement. Mayor Fowler indicated he initially had concerns about the long term 
associated with the agreement (25 years); however, considering the amount of investment that 
will be put into improving the facilities, he is ok with the twenty-five years. Councilmember 
Daniels then spoke, generally echoing the gentleman’s comments who spoke this evening 
during Open Forum about “noise.” Daniels shared that he himself lives in the Lakeside Village 
neighborhood. Although he personally lives on the other side of the neighborhood and does 
not hear ‘lake related noise’ late at night like some other neighborhood residents do, he knows 
that noise truly is a legitimate problem and concern. He would like the City to establish a 
concrete means by which residents are able to submit noise-related complaints and for the city 
to then be responsive to said complaints.  He wants there to be a paper trail related to 
complaints so the city can determine over time if there is or is not a legitimate concern related 
to noise. He prefers that the public boat ramp be closed by a certain hour of the night; however, 
he acknowledged that Mr. Rosenberg opposes this idea. He did acknowledge that there are 
provisions within the contract that will allow for (noise) complaints to be addressed if / when 
those complaints become persistent and numerous enough. He trusts Mr. Rosenberg will get 
those sorts of complaints addressed if/when they arise. Councilman Daniels also pointed out 
that there is an area on the north side of the marina that is about 1/3 of an acre in size, and 
Mr. Rosenberg has agreed to allow the residents of Lakeside Village an opportunity to utilize 
that area for picnic and social type purposes. He also pointed out that there are objectives for 
every year within the “1-5 year plan” and for each year within the “6-10 year plan” under this 
agreement. There are provisions built into the language of the agreement that will essentially 
hold Mr. Rosenberg to those objectives throughout the first 10 years. 
 
Following his comments, Councilmember Daniels moved to approve the Concessions 
Agreement between the City of Rockwall and Harbor Bay Marina Corporation. Councilmember 
Campbell seconded the motion, which passed by a vote of 7 ayes to 0 nays.

1.  Z2022-016 - Hold a public hearing to discuss and consider a request by John and Rita Canavan for the 

approval of an ordinance for a Zoning Change from a Single-Family Estate 4.0 (SFE-4.0) District to a Single-
Family 1 (SF-1) District for a five (5) acre tract of land identified as Lot 5 of the Mustang Acres Addition, 
City of Rockwall, Rockwall County, Texas, zoned Single-Family Estate 4.0 (SFE-4.0) District, addressed as 
714 Clem Road, and take any action necessary (1st Reading). 
 



Ryan Miller, Planning Director, provided background information pertaining to this agenda 
item, indicating this is not far from the intersection of Clem Road and Stodghill Road.  The 
applicant would like to request a zoning change to allow for the future subdivision of this 
property overall. The property is designated for low-density residential zoning currently, which 
encompasses everything that is 2 units per gross acre or less. Notices were sent out to nineteen 
adjacent property/land owners; however, no notices were received back. The P&Z Commission 
has recommended approval of this request by a vote of 6 to 0. 
 
Mayor Fowler opened the public hearing, asking if anyone would like to come forth and speak 
at this time. There being no one indicating such, he then closed the public hearing. 
Councilmember Moeller then moved to approve Z2022-016, with staff recommendations.  
Councilmember Jorif seconded the motion. The ordinance caption was read as follows:

2.  Z2022-017 - Hold a public hearing to discuss and consider a request by Kim Lemmond of Dallas Towboys 
for the approval of an ordinance for a Specific Use Permit (SUP) for a Towing and Impound Yard on a 1.8040-
acre tract of land identified as Tract 2-8 of the J. R. Johnson Survey, Abstract No. 128, City of Rockwall, 
Rockwall County, Texas, zoned Heavy Commercial (HC) District, addressed as 227 National Drive, and take 
any action necessary (1st Reading). 
 
Planning Director, Ryan Miller provided background information related to this agenda item. 
The applicant approached staff back in March, and it was discovered that the property has 
been being used for a towing and impound yard; however, the certificate of occupancy that 
was issued by the city back in 2016 showed that the property was being used for ‘office uses’ 
only.  The same company/owner utilizes the property directly south of this location for a 
towing/impound yard, and it does have an approved SUP that allows for that type of use on 
that southern property. When the applicant found out they were out of compliance with city 
regulations, they did remove all of the vehicles off of this particular property. Also, the 
applicant has submitted a concept plan that does reflect bringing things like the parking and 
landscaping up to compliance with the city’s Unified Development Code. They also plan to 
provide screening for the proposed vehicle storage area with an existing fence that is currently 
in place today. He shared that the UDC does require an SUP for this type of land use, the 
issuance of which is a discretionary decision on the part of the city council. Mr. Miller went on 
to share that the P&Z Commission did vote 6-0 to recommend approval of this request to the 



Council this evening.  Twenty-eight notices were sent out to adjacent property and land 
owners, and two HOAs were also notified.  Two notices were received back by the city “in 
favor” of this request. 
 
Mayor Fowler opened the public hearing, asking if anyone would like to come forth and speak. 
There being no one indicating such, he then closed the public hearing. 
 
Councilmember Campbell sought and received clarification from Mr. Miller concerning each of 
the properties mentioned associated with this request. She wonders how the city might be 
able to monitor and enforce the requirement that vehicles brought to the tow yard would not 
stay on-site for a period longer than seventy-five days. Mr. Miller acknowledged that enforcing 
this requirement would be challenging for the City. 
 
The applicant came forth and shared that the business itself will have a company procedure in 
place that will consist of holding an online auto action once every 45 days. So that will ensure 
that vehicles associated with people who failed to come pick them up with be auctioned off at 
that 45 day auction. 
 
Following additional comments, Councilmember Macalik moved to approve Z2022-017. 
Councilmember Jorif seconded the motion. The ordinance caption was read as follows:

(1st Reading). 
 
Planning Director, Ryan Miller, provided background information pertaining to this agenda 
item. This property is located just north of the area of FM-549 and FM-1139. He went on to 
explain that the accessory building being proposed by this applicant will not be viewable by 
the public street(s). He explained that approval of an SUP to allow for an accessory building is 
a discretionary decision on the part of the Council. Notices were sent out to adjacent property 



owners and residents located within 500’ of the subject property. One notice was received back 
in favor, and one notice was received back in opposition.  
 
Mayor Fowler opened the public hearing, asking if anyone would like to come forth and speak 
at this time. The applicant was not present this evening, and no one indicated a desire to speak. 
So Mayor Fowler closed the public hearing. 
 
Councilmember Moeller moved to approve Z2022-018, indicating that this is a large piece of 
property, and he has no issue with the applicant building a structure that is slightly larger than 
what the city would otherwise allow.

4.  Z2022-019 - Hold a public hearing to discuss and consider a request by Fred Gans of CDC Equities, LLC for 
the approval of an ordinance for a Zoning Change from an Agricultural (AG) District and Commercial (C) 
District to a Planned Development District for limited Commercial (C) District land uses on a 13.55-acre 
tract of land identified as Lots 8R, 9R & 10 of the Rainbow Acres Subdivision, City of Rockwall, Rockwall 
County, Texas, zoned Agricultural (AG) District and Commercial (C) District, addressed as 5879, 5917 & 
5981 FM-3097 [Horizon Road], and take any action necessary (1st Reading). 
 
Mr. Miller, Planning Director, provided background information concerning this agenda item. 
This property is located just south of the intersection of Ranch Trail and Horizon Road, which 
is directly across from the Buffalo Creek subdivision, which is located in Heath’s city limits. It is 
currently zoned both “Agricultural” and “Commercial” district. It currently has two homes on 
it, one of which appears to be utilized currently for commercial purposes, and it also has various  
accessory buildings on it. He explained that the applicant would like to rezone the property in 
order to allow for a mini warehouse facility along with numerous flex “office/warehouse” type 
buildings. He went on to explain that the proposed units – 12 buildings in total - will actually 
be individually deeded automobile storage/garage units that are considered to be ‘luxury’ in 
nature. Inside of the units, things like living rooms, media rooms and kitchens may be present 
– along with the ability to store automobiles – and they may also be utilized for office space 
uses. The units are a “for sale product” that are very unique in nature. 
 



After additional comments related to the proposed “planned development district,” 
associated, potential land uses, infrastructure requirements, etc., Mr. Miller indicated that 
staff sent out notices to 16 adjacent property owners and land owners located within 500’ of 
the subject property (within the City of Rockwall’s city limits). Staff has not received any notices 
in return. In addition, the P&Z Commission did recently recommend approval of this request 
to City Council by a unanimous vote (6-0). The draft ordinance ties down the applicant’s 
concept plan and conceptual building elevations to ensure that what is built will generally 
conform to these things. 
 
Mayor Fowler opened the public hearing, asking if anyone would like to come forth and speak 
at this time. There being no one indicating such, he then closed the public hearing. 
 
The applicant’s representative then came forth and briefly addressed the Council.

Mr. Albert came forth and shared that this is a unique product that is much different than 
traditional auto storage products.

019. Councilmember Campbell seconded the motion. Councilmember Macalik clarified that the 
neighborhood just adjacent to this property is located just across from the Buffalo Creek 
subdivision, which is not located within our own city limits. That is why those residents who 
live there were not notified.  Councilmember Jorif received clarification that this request is in 
compliance with the city’s Master Plan.  Following brief, additional comments, the ordinance 
caption was read as follows:

So it is 
now time to consider a new agreement. The term of the proposed agreement is 20 years, and 
it will provide the city with 5% of gross revenues. The city attorney has reviewed the 
agreement, and staff is happy to answer any questions Council may have. 
 
Councilmember Jorif moved to approve the ordinance granting the franchise agreement. 
Mayor Pro Tem Johannesen seconded the motion. The ordinance caption was read as follows:

Regarding the two new seats that have now been added to the ART Commission, 
Councilmember Macalik moved to appoint Kindsay Carter to the ART Commission for an initial 
term to run from June 1st thru August of 2023.  In addition, in her same motion, Councilmember 
Macalik also moved to appoint Christopher Kingsley to the ART Commission for a partial term 
from June 1 thru August of 2022 and thereafter continue serving a full, two-year term thru 
August of 2024.

He presented the Life Saving Awards, thanking
them for their heroic act.

Rockwall Fire Chief, Kenneth Cullins came forward and invited Rockwall firefighter Todd

Rowan forward to recognize him for recently helping save the life of a male patient who was

choking. 

Chief Cullins called forth and recognized firefighters Tyler Baumgartner and Michael Sauder

who recently helped resuscitate a cardiac patient and save his life. 

Chief Cullins then recognized Driver Engineer ( firefighter) Adam Honea and firefighters Tyler

Buamgartner and Michael Sauder who recently helped save the life of a citizen who had
been electrocuted. 

It is noteworthy that Rockwall Fire Department Captain, Mike Caffey was not able to be

present at the council meeting this evening; however, he was also instrumental in helping
resuscitate the cardiac patient noted above as well as the citizen who had been electrocuted.

Mayor Fowler explained how Open Forum is conducted, asking if anyone would like to come forth
and speak at this time.

Mr. Tyminski came forth and spoke to the Council, requesting that the City lower its tax rate. He

went on to provide various justifications regarding this request ( i. e. inflation, higher fuel prices, 

higher food prices, increased property tax appraisals, etc.).

Ms. May came forth and spoke to the Council regarding the proposal from Mr. Herriage to place an
ingress/ egress driveway on SH -66, which she indicated would be located directly across the

roadway from her, existing driveway. She indicated that, if the driveway is approved by the City, it
will add additional traffic. She went on to explain how many driveways are already in existence and

how they are configured in this general area ( on SH -66), generally expressing that they pose safety
concerns. She pointed out that twenty years ago, she came to the City to request a driveway along



this general area of the SH -66 roadway, but her request was denied at that time due to " safety" 

reasons and concerns. She shared that, at that time, she redid her plans and came up with an

alternative plan that was agreeable to both the City and her. She pointed out that this general area

of the roadway and the associated homes along the south side do not have any sidewalks because
they would be too dangerous. She went on to encourage the Council to ' honor the city' s codes' by
opposing the requested driveway so that all citizens are protected. She spoke about traffic

accidents and how they happen frequently along this stretch of roadway, pointing out that many

accidents occur that are not even reported to the City. She generally urged the Council to vote

against the proposed driveway, mainly because it has to do with one person' s potential financial
gain ( the individual homeowners at 501 Kernodle) vs. everyone else' s safety who drives along this
particular stretch of SH -66. 

Carol Crow

Mrs. Crow came forward to speak about the house located at 501 Kernodle and the current home

owner, Mr. Herriage. She went on to explain that the location of Mr. Herriage' s proposed driveway

does not meet TXDOT' s specifications. She pointed out that it is her understanding that Mr. 
Herriage would like to construct additional homes on this property, but she believes he will not be

able to do so if he is not able to build the additional driveway he' s currently requesting approval

for. She shared photographs with the Council and those present, generally showing pictures of the

501 Kernodle property and indicating that she has had no knowledge of any drainage related
problems on this property ( pointing out she was close friends with the previous owners of this
home, and they never mentioned any problems with standing water or drainage). She went on to
briefly comment about the traffic on Williams / SH -66 and express her understanding that Mr. 

Herriage is asking the Council this evening to overrule the Historic Preservation Advisory Board' s
recent denial of his " certificate of appropriateness" for his driveway request. She went on to

provide various reasons why the Council should proceed with denying Mr. Herriage' s request for
this driveway. In part, she believes that a driveway in this location will pose a safety concern. She
pointed out that Mr. Herriage does not even live in historic " Old Town," and she would like the City

to protect those residents who do actually live in " Old Town."

Mrs. Wines came forth and shared that she lives on the corner of Kernodle and Williams, directly

across the street from 501 Kernodle. She shared that she watches children and adults playing and

walking on sidewalks and crossing the streets in this area, including those with baby strollers. In
addition, on average, three funerals per week have funeral processions that go down this area of

SH - 66. She generally urged the Council to consider ' safety' concerns and deny Mr. Herriage' s
request.

Mr. Smith shared that he lives directly across from 501 Kernodle, and it is a very, very busy area as

far as traffic is concerned. It is a dangerous area that, many times, has traffic back- ups all the way
to Fannin Street. He described the ways in which he himself attempts to avoid this general area

when driving. He generally indicated that he is opposed to this proposed driveway. 

Paul Nicholson

405 N. Fannin

Rockwall, TX

Mr. Nicholson explained that he lives right on the curve in the road located along SH -66 right by the

existing " Roundabout" restaurant. He has seen several accidents, sometimes observing them from
his front porch. He indicated that he opposes the proposed driveway (at 501 Kernodle). He wonders

if a past discussion at a Historic Board Meeting related to an 8' difference the lot is really true.

EXCEED THE SUM OF TWO THOUSAND DOLLARS ($ 2, 000. 00) FOR EACH OFFENSE; 

PROVIDING FOR A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; PROVIDING FOR A REPEALER CLAUSE; 

PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 

The motion passed by a vote of 6 ayes with 1 absence ( Macalik). 

X. APPOINTMENT ITEMS

1. Appointment with Municipal Court Judge, Matthew Scott to hear briefing on Rockwall Municipal Court' s

Annual Report, and take any action necessary. 

Judge Scott came forward and briefed Council on the annual report he prepared for the

Rockwall Municipal Court. He shared details about various changes and improvements that

have been made to Municipal Court since the time Council appointed him as Presiding Judge

about one year ago. Some of these changes include modifications to the Court' s ' standing

orders,' the Court' s webpage, aesthetics within the courtroom and in the jury room, and how

Class C, misdemeanor assault cases involving family violence cases are handled. He went on

to explain how these sorts of cases, in general, are handled in a very serious manner, and the
defendants are generally not given an opportunity to plead for ' deferred adjudication.' He

pointed out that the statistics associated with Municipal Court that have been reported are

really out -of -whack due to COVID; however, numbers of court cases have begun picking back

up again. 

Mayor Pro Tem Johannesen thanked Judge Scott for putting together this annual report and

coming before the Council to provide an update on what is going on with Municipal Court. 

Judge Scott thanked Council for this opportunity, which he pointed out will occur annually, 
and he urged the Council to provide him any necessary feedback if and when any issues or
concerns arise. 

Council took no action concerning this appointment item. 

XI. ACTION ITEMS

1. H2O22- 004 - Discuss and consider a request by Tim Herriage appealing a decision by the Historic

Preservation Advisory Board ( HPAB) concerning the denial of a Certificate of Appropriateness ( COA) for a

High Contributing Property being a 0. 7096 - acre parcel of land identified as Lot 1- R, Block 2, Buttgen

Addition, City of Rockwall, Rockwall County, Texas, zoned Single -Family 7 ( SF -7) District, situated within

the Old Town Rockwall ( OTR) Historic District, addressed as 501 Kernodle Street, and take any action

necessary. 

Mayor Fowler explained to Mr. Herriage and others how this agenda item will be heard and

handled this evening. Planning Director, Ryan Miller, then provided background information

related to this agenda item. He indicated that the applicant recently went before the city' s
HPAB to seek approval of a' certificate of appropriateness' associated with a request to install

a 10' driveway; however, the HPAB denied his request for a COA. So, the applicant is now

appealing the decision of the HPAB to the City Council. 



Mayor Fowler then called forth the applicant, Mr. Tim Herriage to address the Council

concerning this matter. 

Mr. Herriage came forth and provided extensive comments, in part explaining how his request

to demo the porch was approved; however, his request for the driveway was denied. He went
on to explain that, while he does not live in " Old Town," he and his wife have lived in Rockwall

for about eight generations. He went on to share that he does not believe his requested

driveway presents a safety concern. He does not believe that he truly needs to obtain an
approved " Certificate of Appropriateness" to get a variance approved associated with his

driveway request. He pointed out that he likes to follow rules; however, he does not believe
anything in the city' s written rules calls for him to obtain an approved " COA" before he can
potentially get a variance request approved. He went on to point out that there is an 8' drop

that is present in the topography of his property, explaining how there are drainage related

concerns on this property as a result of this. He indicated he has spent over a quarter of a

million dollars digging this house out of the mud and trying to preserve it. He showed various

photos of existing conditions ( photos he indicated he took today), and explaining that there

are various, existing drainage problems that he needs to overcome in order to preserve this
house, which he believes is a good thing for Rockwall. He does plan to subdivide the property
and build two more homes on the property, and he believes he can do so without the

requested driveway being installed. Mr. Herriage shared that Ms. Tiffany Miller, HPAB board
member, made a motion to deny his requested " COA" because his requested driveway is a

safety concern and does not meet TXDOT standards. He went on to share how he has
purchased and improved other properties within the city, in addition to this particular

property at 501 Kernodle. 

Councilmember Jorif asked for clarification on requesting a " COA" and " variances." Planning
Director, Ryan Miller, provided said clarification. He went on to explain how Mr. Herriage' s

requests were initially made to the City and how the process has ensued since that time. 

Mayor Fowler indicated that he wonders what other options may exist to address drainage

concerns on the property, instead of pouring concrete and installing a driveway. Mr. Herriage

indicated that he has already spent $ 10k on installing a drain, and he went on to explain, in

general, how the driveway is needed to essentially help solve the drainage related concerns

that exist on the property. 

Mayor Pro Tem Johannesen asked for clarification on the criteria associated with having a
COA" requested and potentially granted by the city' s HPAB. Mr. Miller provided said

clarification. 

Mr. Herriage and Mr. Miller each provided their understanding of the motion that was made

at last month' s Historic Preservation Advisory Board meeting. Councilman Jorif indicated that, 
whatever the motion was, it can be verified since the meeting was video recorded. 

Mr. Miller explained that guidelines associated with " COAs" were originally developed with

input from the residents in the neighborhood, and they were written into the city' s Unified
Development Code ( UDC), which was ultimately approved by Council. 



Mr. Herriage shared that he has submitted another " CCIA" request to demolish an existing
greenhouse that is rotted out. He then explained how he plans to put in a drainage swale to

help with drainage, plus he would like to install the driveway as well. 

Councilmember Daniels asked how a driveway is going to divert water that cannot be diverted

by some other means. Mr. Herriage went on to provide an answer to Mr. Daniels' question; 
however, Councilman Daniels did not seem to understand the explanation provided. 

Mr. Herriage then provided brief comments related to Mr. Brown, who he said is currently

constructing a very large home directly across the street from 501 Kernodle. He explained that

Mr. brown had previously gone before the city' s Board of Adjustments associated with a 5' 

setback he was requesting back in 2015 before construction on the home began. 

Councilmember Moeller thanked Mr. Herriage for the work he has done to improve the home

so far. He believes that the planned swales will help alleviate the drainage concerns he has

with this property. Moeller shared that he is generally concerned about the proposed

driveway essentially not being in line with maintaining the historical integrity of the property
as a whole. 

Councilmember Campbell commented that the existing driveway does seem to meet the

needs associated with the existing home, and she is struggling with understanding how

installing a new driveway might solve drainage -related issues. 

Mr. Herriage went on to comment that — over time — paving, repaving and repaving of the

public, asphalt roadway adjacent to the home has resulted in the home essentially existing

within a bowl. So he believes the build- up of the street over time has created drainage

problems, and he would like the city to look into how this issue might be solved. 

Following additional, brief comments, Councilmember Jorif indicated he would like to make a
motion as it relates to H2O22- 004. He stated that, upon review of the Historical Preservation

Advisory Board' s decision, it has been affirmed that the Historical Board was within its

purview, and zero errors were made during the board' s review ( of the requested driveway). 

Therefore, Jorif made a motion to uphold the Historic Board' s decision to deny granting the
Certificate of Appropriateness. Councilmember Daniels seconded the motion, which passed

by a vote of 6 ayes with 1 absence ( Macalik). 

Mr. Herriage commented that, since the community is so concerned with safety, perhaps the
City could ask the Chief of Police to look into those concerns because he has seen no formal

complaints or information related to the curve in the roadway and people being afraid of their

little kids getting hurt. Mayor Fowler indicated that the city' s police chief is present and has
heard Mr. Herriage' s comments. 

2. Discuss and consider authorizing the City Manager to execute agreements with Blackland Water Supply
Corporation, including ( 1) Second Amendment to existing Water Supply Agreement; ( 2) Transfer

Agreement regarding services N. of I1- 1- 30; and ( 3) Transfer & Collection Agreement regarding services S. 
of I1- 1- 30, and take any action necessary. 



Mrs. Smith, City Manager, briefed the Council on the agreements that have been provided to

Council for consideration this evening. Mayor Fowler moved to authorize the City Manager to
execute the ( three) agreements. Mayor Pro Tem Johannesen seconded the motion, which

passed by a vote of 6 in favor with 1 absence ( Macalik). 

3. Discuss and consider filling a vacancy on the city' s Park Board for a partial term through August of 2023, 

and take any action necessary. 

Councilmember Jorif moved to appoint Jenny Krueger to fill this vacancy. Councilmember
Moeller seconded the motion. Councilman Jorif indicated that Ms. Krueger has exhibited a

sincere desire to serve and help Rockwall better, so he believes she will be a good addition to

the Park Board. The motion then passed by a vote of 6 ayes with 1 absence ( Macalik).

Mayor Fowler explained how Open Forum is conducted, asking if anyone would like to come
forth and speak at this time.

Mrs. Durfee came forth and shared that she is a citizen who has concerns about the recent

survey that was conducted within the Rockwall Police Department. She stated that it
showed a pretty high disapproval rating ( about 909, she said). She would like the city to

meet with staff in the police department to identify the source of the employees' 
dissatisfaction and take corrective action.

Mrs. Morchower came forth and expressed that she was very disturbed when she saw the

recent police department survey. She stated the essence of the morale of responding

officers towards the police chief is something that the city manager and city council really

need to address. She indicated that he may be a good police chief, but perhaps he is not a

good leader, and there is some reason( s) why his police force is not positively responding to
him. She believes it is vital to our community that our police force is strong, well -staffed, 

and that employees are well paid so that there is high retention. She strongly encouraged

the City Council and City Manager to really look into this. 

Justin Scroggs

1512 S. Alamo Road

Rockwall, TX

Mr. Scroggs came forth and expressed dissatisfaction for the Council allowing the applicant

on the coffee shop proposal to withdraw his application a few minutes ago without holding

the public hearing and allowing residents from the neighborhood a chance to speak. He
shared that a lot of residents are against the proposal, and the Council has not denied any
requests ' with prejudice' that contain a drive- thru aspect to the proposal. He believes that

the Council not doing so is setting a precedence that will result in additional, drive- thru
related requests to continue to come back. He suggested that because the Council is not

taking action to " deny with prejudice" it must mean that the Council is considering some
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type of business with a drive- thru at that location. He went on to ask the mayor if he is

friends with the owner of the property. The mayor indicated that he does know the owner; 

however, they do not ' hang out.' Mayor Fowler furthermore indicated that he knows a lot
of people, including Mr. Scroggs ( the speaker) himself — that he has been in Mayor Fowler' s

house before. He shared that not allowing residents an opportunity to speak was a ' dirty

move,' and he wishes the Council would listen to the people because they do not feel they
have been listened to.

Mrs. Scroggs came forth and shared that she does not understand why the Council took

action ( on the coffee shop related case) this evening before allowing the residents an

opportunity to speak. She shared that last time a proposal came forth at this location ( also, 
from the coffee shop), there was resident input and discussion before the vote. She went
on to express notable dissatisfaction in the Council not allowing the public hearing to be

held and citizens to be heard on the proposed coffee shop this evening. Mayor Fowler

indicated that the Council is and was following a procedure, one that has happened many
times before. Mrs. Scroggs expressed that her desire is that the Council would have denied

the application ' with prejudice.' She was extremely dissatisfied in Council not allowing
citizens to speak until after the Council took a vote on that item. She explained that she

understands that applicants have rights, but homeowners also have rights. She feels she and

others are having to stand up and fight for their rights. She doesn' t understand why Council

does not deny it with prejudice, essentially to send a clear message that any future proposal
that contains a ' drive- thru' aspect at this location will be denied. She went on to speak

extensively about her opposition to the proposed coffee shop and any other, future

requests that may come forth that contain a proposed drive- thru.

Mrs. Sullivan shared that an alcohol related music venue is supposed to be going in at 190

Shenandoah off of SH -205. Indication was given that this property is located in the county, 

and it is not at all within the city limits. Even though it is not in the city limits, Mrs. Sullivan

wonders if city council members can possibly write letters in opposition of the business' 

proposal with TABC to sell alcohol. Mayor Fowler generally indicated that he will find out

this answer from the city attorney and look into the matter.

Regarding the proposed

Highgate community" listed on tonight' s agenda, she essentially wonders if the possible

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developers. Mayor Fowler indicated that it is typical for developers to ask for a work session

with Council. In addition, Mayor Fowler shared that all work sessions are advertised on

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X. APPOINTMENT ITEMS

1. Appointment with Brad Helmer, Head of School at Heritage Christian Academy, to hear update

regarding the school' s classroom facility and gymnasium building program, and take any action

necessary. 

Mr. Helmer came forth and updated the council on the progress the school has made

towards a new gymnasium and updated classroom building. This spring they were able

to finalize all necessary requirements to begin construction, and a ground - breaking

ceremony was recently held in May. On June 1, their construction company began
construction with the goal of having at least the parking lot completed before the start

of the new, upcoming school year. In addition, they hope to have the entire project
completed in about one year from now. They will be working with the construction

company to be updated on the progress weekly, and they will continue to work with the

city as well. He went on to thank this Council and previous Councils for the role they have
played in supporting HCA and this project. Council took no action as a result of Mr. 

Helmer' s update. 

2. Appointment with John Brown to discuss and consider his ideas pertaining to further investments, 

growth opportunities and/ or developments at the Rockwall Municipal Airport, and take any action

necessary. 

Mr. Brown came forth and shared that he owns an aviation - related business at the

municipal airport. Regarding economic development, they have gone from two planes
to five planes, and they now have 7 (contracted) employees. He generally indicated that
the airport and its activities are busy and bustling. He went on to share that he would
like Council to consider allowing a light ' maintenance type' business ( mechanic shop) to
be opened at the airport. He would like permission to set up said facility / operation. He

also will need something longer than a month- to- month lease or a year- long lease. He
would also like signage to be allowed. Councilmember Jorif shared that if Mr. Brown

would like to propose a minor maintenance business at the airport, he needs to do so

through the proper channels ( i. e. work with Assistant City Manager, Joey Boyd, and the
airport manager, Melissa). Mr. Brown was given indication that will likely have to come
back before Council at a later date in order to more formally propose this idea. Council

took no action pertaining to this agenda item at this time. 

3. Appointment with Planning & Zoning Commission representative to discuss and answer any

questions regarding planning -related cases on the agenda. 

Jerry Welch of the city' s PU Commission came forth and briefed the Council on
recommendations of the Commission relative to planning -related items on tonight' s

meeting agenda. Council took no action at this time following Mr. Welch' s comments. 

XI. PUBLIc HEARING ITEMS

1. Z2022- 022 - Hold a public hearing to discuss and consider a request by Cameron Ehn, PE of DB
Constructors on behalf of Matt Wavering of the Rockwall Economic Development Corporation
REDC) for the approval of an ordinance for a Specific Use Permit (, WP) to allow a General Retail

Store on a 10. 649 -acre parcel of land identified as Lot 1, Block B, Rockwall Technology Park, Phase
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2 Addition, City of Rockwall, Rockwall County, Texas, zoned Light Industrial ( LI) District, situated

within the FM -549 Overlay ( FM -549 OV) District, generally located at the southeast corner of

Corporate Crossing and Discovery Boulevard, and take any action necessary ( 1st Reading). 

Mr. Miller, the city' s Planning Director, provided background information concerning this

agenda item, which is related to a property at the intersection of Corporate Crossing and

Discovery Boulevard. He gave a history of the property and indicated that it has remained

vacant since annexation, up until this point. The applicant would like to construct a

general retail store in conjunction with an 89, 000 light manufacturing facility. A general

retail store does require an SUP in a Light Industrial zoned district, and they are

considered by Council on a case- by- case basis. The general retail store will be a sort of

gift shop for the proposed chocolate factory. The proposed parking does meet city' s
requirements. The P& Z Commission has recommended approval of this request to the

Council. Notices were sent out to 19 adjacent property owners and applicants; however, 

no notices were received back from staff. In addition, one nearby HOA was also notified. 

Matthew Peterson came forth on behalf of DB Constructors (the architect / builder) then

came forth as the applicant, indicating he is happy to answer any questions. 

Mayor Fowler then opened the public hearing, but no one indicated a desire to speak. 

So he closed the public hearing. 

Councilmember Jorif moved to approve Z2022- 022. Councilmember Daniels seconded

Mr. Kurz, the applicant, had indicated a desire to speak, so — following clarification from
the City Attorney — Mayor Fowler called forth Mr. Kurz to speak. Mr. Kurz generally

provided a history of this case, indicating that this is the second time a proposal by this
coffee shop has come forth through the Planning & Zoning Commission and to City

Council. He generally expressed a desire to withdraw this request because he hopes to
find a different location within Rockwall to propose a Seven Brew Coffee, perhaps a

location that makes more sense. 

Councilmember Daniels moved to allow the applicant to withdraw Z2022- 023. 

Councilmember Macalik seconded the motion, which passed by a vote of 4 ayes, 1
against (Jorif) and 2 absences ( Johannesen and Campbell). 

Mayor Fowler then addressed Public Hearing item #7.

Block 2; Lots 1, 2, 3, & 4, Block 3; Lots 1, 2, 3, & 4, Block 5; Lots 1 & 2 and a portion of Lots 3 & 4, 

Block 6; Lots 2, 3, & 4, Block 7; Lots 1 & 2, Block 8; and Lots 1, 2, 3, & 4, Block 9, Moton Addition, 

City of Rockwall, Rockwall County, Texas, situated within the Hillside Mixed Use Subdistrict and the

Horizon/ Summer Lee Subdistrict of Planned Development District 32 ( PD -32), generally located at

the southwest corner of the intersection of Horizon Road and Summer Lee Drive, and take any

action necessary ( 1st Reading). 

Planning Director, Ryan Miller provided background information related to this agenda
item. He shared that this is located on the SW corner of the intersection of Horizon Road

and Summer Lee Drive. Back in March of this year, the Council approved an ordinance

allowing for a 176 -unit condominium building. These were not ' new units' — they were

taken from the overall number of units allowed within this district, and they were simply

allocated to the subject property. The overall units were originally allowed for back in
2010 with the original establishment of this Planned Development District. He briefly
spoke about the applicant' s plans for realignment of two adjacent roadways ( Glen Hill

Way and Pinnacle Way). Along with this case, council is being asked to consider three
things — (1) does it meet the intent of the Planned Development or sub -district that the

property is located within; ( 2) will it result in an improved project that will be an

attractive contribution to the PD / sub -district; and ( 3) will this not prevent the

implementation of the intent of the PD district. He went on to share that notices were

sent out to 34 adjacent property owners and nearby residents. As of tonight, staff has
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received three notices back in favor of this request. In addition, the city' s P& Z
Commission has recommended to Council the approval of this request. 

Mayor Fowler opened the public hearing, and invited forth the first speaker. 

Janice Morchower

144 Westwood

Rockwall, TX

Mrs. Morchower indicated she is very strongly opposed to this development. She

expressed strong concerns about existing roadways, traffic and the lack of a traffic light

at the nearby intersection. She believes that these will not end up being condominiums. 

They will end up being apartments. She generally and strongly spoke in opposition of this
development. 

Bob Wacker

309 Featherstone

Rockwall, TX

Mr. Wacker came forth and commended P& Z Commissioner, Chodun, for recently

standing up at a meeting and citing several areas of concern ( i. e. perhaps not meeting

the city' s Comp Plan and the idea that perhaps infrastructure, such as streets, is not yet

up to par). Indication was given that Mr. Wacker is actually inadvertently speaking right
now about the Highgate development — not this case. 

There being no one else wishing to come forth and speak, Mayor Fowler then closed the

public hearing. 

Councilmember Macalik shared that PD -32 was approved back in 2010 as, essentially, a
mixed use development, and a certain number of condos ( overall) were approved for

allocation within this PD. She feels that a traffic impact analysis does definitely need to

be looked at, especially considering the upcoming reconstruction of IH -30. Mr. Miller

shared that a traffic impact study was done, and it has been reevaluated each time a

developer in PD -32 is bringing something forth for consideration. Macalik also wonders
about the potential need for a traffic light at this intersection / area. Mr. Miller shared

that a study in this regard is currently underway, specifically concerning Horizon Road. 

Indication was given that emergency vehicles will still be able to traverse the proposed
rerouted roadways. 

Councilman Daniels moved to approve 22022- 024. Councilmember Jorif seconded the

Hill Lane, and take any action necessary ( 1st Reading). 

Planning Director Ryan Miller provided background information pertaining to this
agenda item. This is located at the end of Breezy Hill Lane. The east side of this roadway

is located within the County, and the west side is located within the Breezy Hill ( existing) 
subdivision. The applicant would like to build a single- family home at this location, which

is located on a 10 -acre lot that is in close proximity to the existing Breezy Hill subdivision, 
which is considered to be an ' established subdivision.' This case is unique in that staff

was not able to provide council with a ' housing study' of adjacent, nearby homes

because, essentially, there are no other homes on Breezy Hill Lane. He explained that the

applicant is requesting a flat, front -entry garage; however, it is not visible from public
view since that street is not currently being utilized as public street. Staff sent out notices
to 48 property owners and residents adjacent to this location; however, no notices were
received back, neither " for" nor " against." In addition, the city' s P& Z Commission has
recommended approval of this request. 

Mayor Fowler opened the public hearing, asking if anyone would like to come forth and
speak at this time. There being no one indicating such, he then closed the public hearing. 

Councilmember Moeller moved to approve Z2022- 026. Councilmember Macalik

meeting. It will be heard prior to that council meeting at the June 28 Planning & Zoning

Commission meeting. No action was taken at this time. 

7. 22022- 028 - Hold a public hearing to discuss and consider a request by Brian Cramer of Corson
Cramer Development on behalf of Scott Asbury of Rockwall Highgate LTD for the approval of an

ordinance for a Zoninq Chonje from an Agricultural ( AG) District to a Planned Development District

for Single Family 10 ( SF -10) District and Commercial ( C) District land uses on a 264. 510 -acre tract of
land identified as Tracts 17- 13 [ 50. 0 -acres], 17- 14 [ 26.452 -acres], 17- 15 [ 134. 33 -acres], 17- 16 [ 43. 6 - 

acres], & 40- 8 [ 8.79 -acres] of the W. W. Ford Survey, Abstract No. 80, City of Rockwall, Rockwall

County, Texas, zoned Agricultural (AG) District, located on the east side of SH -205 ( S. Goliad Street) 
south of the intersection of SH - 205 and FM - 549, and take any action necessary ( 1st Reading). 

Planning Director, Ryan Miller shared that this morning staff received a request from the
applicant to withdraw this case. The Council must now decide whether to accept or

disapprove the applicant' s request to withdraw. Mayor Fowler shared that he met with

the developers Friday afternoon. They want an opportunity revamp their plan and to
perhaps hold a work session with Council to evaluate options. Councilmember Daniels

made a motion to approve the request from the applicant to withdraw Z2022- 028. 

Councilmember Moeller seconded the motion, which passed by a vote of 4 ayes, 1
against (Jorif) and 2 absences ( Johannesen and Campbell). 

Mayor Fowler then held Open Forum. 

XII. ACTION ITEMS

1. Hold a Show Cause Hearing to discuss and consider repair, removal or demolition of a dangerous
building located at 333 Yacht Club Drive, legally described as Lot 8 of Chandlers Lan -ding #9, and
take any action necessary
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Jeffrey Widmer, Building Official came forth and shared details pertaining to this agenda

item. He indicated that a major structure fire occurred early this year in January at this
location, and extensive damage was done to the residential home located on the

property. After the Fire Department completed its investigation, the city' s Neighborhood

Improvement Services ( NIS) Department attempted to make contact with the property

owner, and initially some good communication transpired. The property owner, at that

time, gave indication that he would be obtaining bids for a demolition company; 

however, since that time, the property owner has stopped all communication with city
staff. Staff has not heard from him in several weeks. So staff did send, via certified mail, 

an " order" for the property owner to appear tonight for this scheduled " show cause

hearing." Staff knows that the property owner did receive the certified mail notice

because he did pick up the letter. Staff is now asking the Council to consider permitting

the city to move forward with demolition of the structure, because it is open and it is

deemed ' dangerous.' Mr. Widmer then shared that state law requires that the city wait

at least thirty days after ordering a demolition before actually moving forward with it. 

So, any demolition that may ensue would be slated for July 21, 2022, which would mark
the

311

day. However, if the property owner ramps up and takes action on his own in

the meantime, staff will certainly work with him to see that the demolition occurs. 

Councilmember Jorif asked for some clarification, and Mr. Widmer shared that the

structure has been deemed ' dangerous/ and the Council is now being asked to consider

approving the structure' s demolition. Jorif confirmed that the city has reached out to the

owner, but we have received nothing from him. Jorif then confirmed with the city' s legal

counsel that the city will likely not encounter liability associated with this demolition as

long as proper notice has been given/ received by the owner and the city waits at least
30 days after the Council takes action to move forward. 

Councilmember Macalik shared that she has been in communication with the Chandler' s

Landing HOA board of directors, and she has been told that the homeowner has settled
the fire claim with the insurance company. Also, last week the property owner was

supposedly looking into securing a demolition company on his own. In addition, the
owner has received a real estate offer for someone to buy the lot ' as is/ and the buyer
then would incur all the expenses for the demolition, but the current owner has not

accepted the offer at this time. This information was conveyed to Macalik by the

Chandler' s Landing HOA Board. 

Councilmember Macalik shared that this fire happened on January 11t, so the residents o

of Chandler' s Landing have been looking at this for quite some time. Indication was given

that, even if Council wants to move forward with approving demolition, a thirty -day

waiting period will ensue prior to any demolition that the city would initiate. In addition, 

if the city ends up having to move forward with the demolition, notice of the cost would

be sent to the property owner. Then, if he failed to pay, the city would place a lien for

that amount against the property. 

Following additional, brief discussion, Councilmember Jorif moved to approve moving
forward with the demolition at 333 Yacht Club Drive. Councilmember Macalik seconded
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the motion, which passed by a vote of 5 ayes with 2 absences ( Campbell and

Johannesen). 

2. Discuss and consider awarding a bid to US Flag & Flagpole Supply in the amount of $174, 732 for the

City flagpole project on State right-of-way located between the Interstate 30 service road and
Laguna Drive, authorizing the city manager to negotiate a contract, and take any action necessary. 

Assistant City Manager, Joey Boyd provided background information on this agenda

item. The site location is at IH -30 and Laguna Drive on state right- of-way. Staff has

received two bids, the lower of which is in the amount of approximately $ 174, 732 ( and
there is an established budget of $250,000 for this flagpole project). The second bid was

in excess of $ 376, 000. He briefly spoke about additional, expected costs ( i. e. running

electricity to the site and any contingencies). 

Councilmember Jorif asked about the previous bid amount that was initially being

considered by Council. Mr. Boyd shared that it was initially a bid for $230,000, and Mrs. 
Smith indicated that the initial bidder then came back and asked the city for an additional

77,000. So the city declined and decided to go back out for bid. Following additional, 
brief comments, Councilmember Daniels moved to accept the proposal from U. S. 

Flagpole Supply ( as described -in the agenda caption above). Councilmember Jorif

seconded the motion, which passed by a vote of 5 ayes with 2 absences ( Campbell and
Johannesen).

Regarding Consent Agenda Item #12, Councilmember Daniels shared that he has no issue with
the item itself; however, he would like staff to please explain to the public how " forced

mowing" does not actually end up being paid for by the city. Mrs. Smith provided said

explanation, generally indicating how a property that is out of compliance is ' force mowed,' 
then the owner is billed. Then, if they do not pay, a lien is placed against the property, and the

city recoups its money when the property eventually sells. Following Mrs. Smith' s explanation, 
Councilmember Daniels then moved to approve Consent Agenda item # 12, with

Councilmember Campbell seconding the motion. The motion passed by a vote of 6 ayes with
1 absence ( Fowler). 

X. APPOINTMENT ITEMS

1. Appointment with Planning & Zoning Commission representative to discuss and answer any questions
regarding planning - related cases on the agenda. 

No one from the P& Z Commission was present this evening. So this item was not heard by
Council. 

2. Appointment with Police Chief Max Geron to hear' state of the department' update for the Rockwall Police

Department, and take any action necessary. 

Police Chief Max Geron came forth and provided the following comments concerning the state
of the Rockwall Police Department. 

It has been my great honor to serve the citizens of Rockwall as your Police Chief for the last 2
years. I am honored and excited to accept a Senior Director position with a national policy

institute focused on health and public safety. This is a wonderful opportunity that will allow me

to have a broad, national impact of my chosen profession of policing. 

Given some of the anonymous social media posts and remarks, I thought it important you hear

directly from me, before 1 leave, in public about the state of the department. First thing, I have



too much respect for Ms. Smith and Mr. Boyd, as well as you and council, to ever leave the police

department in anything other than a good place. 

1 am proud of the work we have done during my tenure. We not only maintained staffing, we

increased the number of sworn officers during a time when policing saw decreases and fierce
competition for new officers. The Police Executive Research Forum reported in the Wall Street

Journal just today that police resignations were 42. 7% higher in 2021 than in 2019 - except in

Rockwall where we went eight months without a resignation or retirement. This in spite of

concerns expressed to council to the contrary, early in my tenure. in addition, we upped our

investigative staffing to handle increased prosecutions, and we are proposing additional

increases in the upcoming budget year. 

As part of our strategic plan, we grew the department overall and increased its analytical
capabilities by adding a full- time Crime Analyst. We added technological capabilities and better
equipped our officers in the field. We solicited officers' input by, like few other departments do, 

forming focus groups to inform us on a host of issues important to all ranks and especially our
line -level officers. We have applied that same employee input into our scheduling and the move

to acquire outer -vest carriers and other equipment. 

We took significant steps to modernize this police department, improving on something good and

making it better. We succeeded in our primary strategic priority by " Keeping Rockwall Safe," and
we did so not just with crime fighting: We increased training and reduced risk with smart and

prudent policy changes. We restricted dangerous vehicle pursuits to only those crimes where the

risk was commensurate with the danger of failing to act. Prior to the civil unrest of 2020, we

moved the neck restraint to the category of "deadly force," thus restricting its use to only those

times when someone' s life was in danger. This preceded the nationwide call from the President

of the United States for police departments to do just that in the wake of the murder of George
Floyd. 

We made significant investments in our officers' mental and physical wellbeing by screening for

hidden signs of heart disease and providing private consultation with a trained physician and
dietician. We also worked with HR Director, Shawn Yerks and provided cost-free gym

memberships ( another employee recommendation). And we are currently making an investment

in the physical brain health of our leadership by partnering with the Center for Brain Health that
will pay dividends in the years to come. 

We were one of the first departments in the entire nation to adopt and be recognized as an ABLE
Certified agenc. ABLE stands for Active Bystandership for Law Enforcement, embracing and

strengthening the culture of intervention to protect and save officers' careers and reduce the
devastating cost of misconduct. 

We changed tack on how we addressed VY Amendment Auditors by improving our training and

understanding of what is and is not permitted relative to free speech and demonstrations. At the
some time, we acquired equipment and training to address those demonstrations should they



turn violent. And in the wake of our training, confrontations with 151 Amendment Auditors

virtually ceased, allowing our officers to perform their duties with less interference and

accompanying stress. 

I' m encouraged by our progress toward supplying our police and fire departments with a

headquarters building that serves our growing community. The work is just beginning, but this

exciting and ambitious project will improve our level of service and is desperately needed. 

The last two years have been incredibly challenging for the profession of policing. The members

of this police department have worked hard to not only serve and protect our residents, but also

make an investment in the youth of our community. As a father with children in this city, I am

encouraged by the relationships our SROs build with our children. Our civilian professionals have

done an outstanding job in support of our mission, and I' m proud of their diligent work each day. 

Records and evidence retention are not flashy and glamorous, but the accuracy and

professionalism required must exist for this police department to function for the people we serve, 

and we have those excellent professionals. I' m proud of our Telecommunicators as we' ve worked

to increase staffing and respond to not only increased calls but also requests for help from our

partner agencies. Our telecommunicators are currently working with our partners at the County

to be able to provide back-up dispatch capabilities should the need arise. Our detectives

distinguish themselves every day with solid follow up and case filing, setting the example for
others to follow. We maintain excellent relationships with our state and federal partners because

of their cooperation and teamwork on taskforces and through our collaboration on cases. Every

work group has contributed to our success, and for that I am thankful. 

I want to say thank you to all who work hard to protect this community and who do so with

compassion and empathy. My door was always open as the Chief, and I continue to be available
to you as a resource and partner and a resident, so please don' t hesitate to reach out if the need

arises. I wish each of you the very best and challenge you to support and build on all we' ve started. 
Thank you for this great experience. 

Mayor Pro Tem Johannesen thanked the Rockwall Police Department for its work to keep the

community safe. Councilmember Macalik and Councilmember Jorif thanked Chief Geron for
his service and expressed to him well wishes for his future. Councilmember Jorif shared that

he has formed a relationship with Chief Geron during his tenure. He is thankful for dialogue
that has occurred between Chief Geron and himself, including the' listening' that has occurred

and the compassion that Chief Geron has shown to members of Council during his tenure. 

Council took no action concerning this agenda item.

Mayor Pro Tem Johannesen shared that this item will be addressed at the July 18, 2022 regular

city council meeting. 

XII. ACTION ITEMS

1. P2022- 028 - Discuss and consider a request by Robert Howman of Glenn Engineering Corp. on behalf of
William Salee of the Rockwall Independent School District ( RISD) for the approval of a Preliminary Plat for

Lots 1 & 2, Block A, Rockwall ISD Addition being a 76. 068 -acre tract of land identified as Tracts 14- 01 & 14- 

11 of the J. M. Glass Survey, Abstract No. 88, City of Rockwall, Rockwall County, Texas, zoned Planned
Development District 94 ( PD -94) for limited Neighborhood Services ( NS) District land uses, generally

located at the northwest corner of the intersection of FM -1141 and E. Quail Run Road, and take any action

necessary. 

Planning Director, Ryan Miller, provided background information concerning this agenda item. 
He generally explained that is located at FM1141 and E. Quail Run Road. Back in May, the City
approved a zoning change for this property, on which the school district plans to construct a
freshman center. The applicant is seeking waivers associated with the infrastructure

requirements associated with this property. The applicant has submitted this preliminary plat

for the city' s consideration, along with a letter asking for the Council to consider approving a
waiver for the school district associated with the infrastructure that would otherwise be

required to be constructed/ installed associated with this development ( i. e. upgrading of

certain road ways ( Panhandle Drive); a portion of FM1141, Quail Run Rd., N. Country Lane). 

Mr. Miller explained in more detail the nature of the various waivers that the applicant (RISD) 

is seeking related to both the roadway improvements/ extensions as well as the
water/ wastewater lines. The applicant has submitted a " Traffic Impact Analysis;" however, 

there are some discrepancies that have been identified, and those will need to be rectified. He

went on to share that the city' s P& Z Commission recently heard and reviewed this case, and it
recommended denial of the requested waivers. Since that time, the applicant has changed its

waivers -related request to some degree. Mr. Miller shared that the preliminary plat is a

technical review/ approval, but the waivers that are requested are discretionary on the part of

Council.

Mr. Salee ( the applicant/ applicant representative) came forth and addressed Council

concerning this agenda item ( the " North Ninth Grade Center") and the " South Ninth Grade



Center" ( next agenda item). Mr. Salee shared that he has been working with city staff on

infrastructure requirements associated with these projects since February. He explained RISD' s

plans for ' stacking cars' ( related to traffic) at both the North and South RISD Ninth Grade

Center sites. He went on to thank city staff and the P& Z Commission for all of their input and
feedback. He generally expressed thanks to Council for giving the ISD' s ( revised) proposal( s) 

consideration this evening. He went on to explain what RISD is proposing to do/ build/ install

as far as roadway and water/ wastewater infrastructure is concerned at both the North and
South site locations. ( i. e. Panhandle Lane ( N site); N. Country Lane ( N site); and E. Quail Run

Road ( N. site), as well as Stableglen ( S site)). 

CouncilmemberJorif sought clarification from Mr. Salee and Mr. Miller (city Planning Director). 

He clarified that the applicant is wanting to delay improvements on Panhandle and N. Country
Lane for now. The applicant indicated that, yes, that is what the school district would like to

do with the understanding that the RISD will agree to do the improvements in the future

if/ when it becomes absolutely necessary. Mayor Pro Tem Johannesen shared that he is happy
to hear that E. Quail Run Road will be widened and improved, surface wise. 

Mayor Pro Tem Johannesen asked if anyone in the audience would like to come forth and

speak at this time, but no one indicated a desire to do so. 

Johannesen then brought the item back before the council for any action. Councilmember

Daniels moved to approve P2O22- 028. Councilmember Jorif seconded the motion, which

passed by a vote of 5 ayes, l abstention ( Campbell) and 1 absence ( Fowler). 

2. P2022- 029 - Discuss and consider a request by Robert Howman of Glenn Engineering Corp. on behalf of
William Salee of the Rockwall Independent School District ( RISD) for the approval of a Preliminary Plat for

Lot 2, Block A, Rockwall — CCA Addition being a 173. 00 -acre tract of land identified as Tract 7- 1 of the W. 
H. Baird Survey, Abstract No. 25 and Lot 1, Block A, Rockwall CCA Addition, City of Rockwall, Rockwall

County, Texas, zoned Planned Development District 95 ( PD -95) for limited Neighborhood Services ( NS) 
District land uses, situated within the SH -205 By -Pass Overlay ( SH -205 BY -OV) District, addressed as 2301

John King Boulevard, and take any action necessary. 

Planning Director, Ryan Miller provided background information concerning this agenda item, 
generally indicating that this case intertwines with the case just above ( Action Item # 1). The

waivers being requested by the RISD are discretionary decisions on the part of the Council. The
approval of the preliminary plat is a technical review/ approval. Mr. Salee with RISD came forth
again and provided various comments to Council concerning his request( s), including the

waivers being sought. 

Mayor Pro Tem Johannesen asked if anyone in the audience would like to come forth and

speak on this matter; however, no one present indicated a desire to do so. 

Mr. Salee provided additional comments, including clarification regarding how the associated
RISD bond proposal was estimated as related to the required infrastructure. Discussion took

place related to RISD' s budget( s) associated with this project, and Mr. Salee shared that the

required infrastructure was essentially not included in the school district' s budget estimates. 
Discussion took place pertaining to the estimated costs associated with the city' s required

infrastructure improvements. 



City Manager, Mary Smith shared that part of the south side RISD location will be covered
under CARES Act funding that the city will be receiving ( for use on a project that includes

installing a sewer line that residents in the Lake Rockwall Estates neighborhood will benefit
from (and be able to get off of septic systems). Indication was given that a portion of this CARES

Act funding project would also benefit this school district site; however, Mr. Salee shared that
the timing of this grant -funded project may not line up with the school district' s timing and
associated needs. Cost -related comments and discussions ensued between Mr. Salee and

Mayor Pro Tem Johannesen. Councilmember Jorif clarified that Mr. Salee is asking for a waiver

on a required roadway and on required sewer. Mr. Salee again provided comments about the

city' s CARES Act -related sewer project, sharing that the timing of said project may not align

with the school district' s timeframe. Mrs. Smith clarified that the CARES Act funding ( sewer

line) project ( 1) has been funded by the government, ( 2) the money has been received and is

currently sitting in the city' s bank accounts and ( 3) the sewer line is currently in design ( 3
months in) and construction will begin just as soon as possible. Mrs. Smith shared that, short

of something catastrophic happening, there is no reason why the city' s sewer -related CARES
Act funded project cannot and will not be completed in time to meet the school district' s needs

pertaining to this site location. Mr. Salee spoke, generally, about the possibilities associated
with the CARES Act funding sewer project potentially not being done in time to be beneficial
to the RISD' s construction and subsequent opening of the newly -constructed building. Mr. 
Salee shared that the school district is not asking for permission to never build the required

roadway - rather, the RISD is asking for a waiver to grant permission to delay the required
roadway until which time as it is absolutely needed. Mayor Pro Tem Johannesen generally
explained that he is not clear on the justifications provided as to the reasons why the school

district is asking for waivers associated with constructing the required infrastructure
improvements at this location. Mr. Salee responded, generally sharing that the RISD is actively

pursuing moving bond projects forward while dealing with inflation -related challenges. Mayor
Pro Tem Johannesen generally expressed concerns about the possibility of the city council

approving requested waivers, essentially ' kicking the can down the road' and wanting to
construct required infrastructure at a later (unspecified) date in time. General discussion took

place by a secondary RISD representative (Mr. Lyssy) related to possible timeframes associated
with the RISD building the required infrastructure at a future ( unspecified) date and time. 
Councilmember Jorif shared concerns related to possibly granting waivers to the school district

on required construction of infrastructure when the city has an obligation to treat ALL

developers equally ( even if the ' developer' is the school district). 

Mayor Pro Tem Johannesen shared that his goal and desire is to have both freshmen centers

constructed and that they be constructed and ultimately open ' on time.' Johannesen asked for
clarification from the city attorney on ramifications associated with the city council possibly

denying the preliminary plat. The city attorney explained that plats fall under a ' shot clock; 
which essentially means that the governing body has to either approve or deny a plat proposal
within thirty days. If the Council is going to deny a plat, then it has to specify the specific
reason( s) why it is being denied so that the submitter/ applicant has a clear indication of the
areas of the Code that need to be remedied prior to resubmission of a ( revised) plat proposal. 

Additional comments ensued related to the process and associated timing moving forward ( if

the Council denies this preliminary plat this evening). 

Mr. Lyssy spoke about the general timeline that the RISD is hoping to see unfold associated
with bidding the projects ( August 22" d), awarding bids, and starting and ending construction. 

Ultimately, the RISD is hoping to begin construction sometime in December. Ultimately, they



hope to have the centers constructed ( start of construction to finished product) within

eighteen months. 

Mr. Miller, Planning Director, then clarified that staff cannot take a site plan forward without
the roadway being depicted on the site plan because it is a ' requirement.' He went on to

explain how the site plan and preliminary plat could possibly move forward concurrently for
consideration ( if the RISD shows an agreement to build the roadway as part of the site plan

process). Clarifying comments ensued. 

Mrs. Smith, City Manager, shared concerns, expressing that the timeline the RISD has conveyed
this evening is incredibly optimistic. In fact, it is a very, very aggressive (" light -speed") timeline, 

especially considering associated expectations for staff being able to get plans received, 

reviewed, marked -up, finalized and ultimately approved by the city ( in a very busy, busy city

where city staff members are also assisting other developers/ customers with planning, 

engineering, and fire -related plan submittals, reviews, approvals, etc.). 

Mr. Salee provided responses to Mrs. Smith' s expressed concerns ( re: the RISD' s desired

timeframe for the two freshmen centers). He indicated that their timeline was dictated by the

passage of the bond package that voters approved. He explained that if they miss their desired

timelines associated with the project, it will have to be made up on the back end, which will
result in more cost ( essentially). He expressed that it puts more pressure and cost on the

project. 

Mayor Pro Tem Johannesen asked for clarification from the city attorney if ' approval with

conditions' is allowable. Mr. Garza, City Attorney, shared that ' conditions' are really not a good

idea with plats. The Council either needs to approve it or deny it (with very specific denial
reasons clearly stated). Johannesen asked for further clarification from staff regarding timing

associated with this preliminary plat and a site plan that the RISD has already submitted to the

city ( which is currently under the " shot clock" ( a 30 day ' time crunch'). Mr. Miller shared a

possibility associated with staff working with the RISD to have P& Z review and issue a
recommendation on the site plan at an upcoming work session ( on July 12), which will help the

RISD move things along and avoid the project potentially being delayed by two weeks. Mr. 
Miller generally explained how the city can potentially assist in helping not delay this project
for the RISD. 

Following additional, brief comments, Councilmember Jorif moved to deny P2022- 029
pursuant to Section 38- 8, Subsection ( g)( 3) ( of the Municipal Code of Ordinances) — essentially

because of) " a failure to provide sufficient infrastructure." Councilmember Daniels seconded

the motion to deny, which passed by a vote of 5 ayes, 1 abstention ( Campbell) and 1 absence
Fowler). 

3. MIS2022- 011- Discuss and consider a request by Matt Wavering of the Rockwall Economic Development

Corporation ( REDO) for the approval of a Miscellaneous Request for a Variance to the Utility Placement

requirements in the General Overlay District Standards to allow overhead utilities along [ 1) a portion of

SH - 276 between John King Boulevard and Rochelle Road and [ 2] a portion of Corporate Crossing [ FM -549] 

between the IH -30 Frontage Road and SH -276, City of Rockwall, Rockwall County, Texas, being right- of- 

way, and take any action necessary. 



Planning Director, Ryan Miller provided background information pertaining to this agenda
item. He explained that the applicant ( the REDC) is seeking permission to allow for existing, 
overhead power lines to remain in place for a period of five years, at which time the REDC will

bury those lines underground. The affected properties are along the North side of SH - 276
between John King Boulevard and Rochelle Road. The other portion that' s affected is along
Corporate Crossing in between the IH -30 frontage road and SH -276 on the East side of the
roadway. 

Mr. Miller went on to provide an explanation of the city' s requirements associated with

putting utility lines underground and further explain the reasons and logic behind the REDC
making this request. The P& Z Commission did review this request and voted 7- 0 to

recommend approval of this request to the City Council. 

Matt Wavering of the REDC came forth and generally shared that he would like to do this
project and do it correctly and fully. So the REDC is not asking for a waiver — they are asking

for a deferral. He shared more specifics related to his reasons behind requesting approval of a

deferral associated with burying the lines underground. He went on to explain that TXDOT will
be expanding SH -276 in two phases, and the second phase of the TXDOT expansion project will
extend all the way to the Hunt County line. He provided comments on how that project will tie
into this particular project, including the REDC putting lines underground. 

Mayor Pro Tem Johannesen reiterated that this request is actually not a waiver, but — rather — 

it is a deferral request on the part of the REDC. 

Following additional comments, Councilmember Macalik moved to approve MIS2022-011 as
presented. Councilmember Campbell seconded the motion, which passed by a vote of 6 ayes

with 1 absence ( Fowler). 

4. Discuss and consider ( re) appointments to non - regulatory city boards and commissions, and take any

action necessary. 

Councilmember Jorif moved to reappoint to the city' s Park Board for an additional two-year
term ( thru August of 2024) the following board members — Jake Wimpee, Kevin Johnson, 

Marcia Hasenyager, and Amanda Fowler. Councilmember Campbell seconded the motion, 

which passed by a vote of 6 ayes with 1 absence ( Fowler). 

Councilmember Jorif mentioned that two, existing board members — Brad Bassett and Matt

Murphy — will be ' terming out' on the city' s Airport Board next month, so he will work to find
replacements for those board members. Jorif then moved to reappoint to the city' s Airport

Advisory Board the following individual to serve an additional two- year term ( thru August of
2024) — Jacob North. Councilmember Campbell seconded the motion, which passed by a vote

of 6 ayes with 1 absence ( Macalik). 

Councilmember Macalik then moved to reappoint to the city' s ART Commission board member
Ginger Womble to serve an additional, two-year term ( thru August of 2024) and also moved

to appoint Haydon Frasier to the Historic Preservation Advisory Board ( HPAB) to replace

existing board member, Beverly Bowlin, for a term to run from August 2022 thru August 2024
Bowling is ' terming out' on this board next month, in August). Mayor Pro Tem Johannesen

seconded the motion, which passed by a vote of 6 ayes with 1 absence ( Macalik). 



Regarding the city' s Architectural Review Board, Councilmember Daniels moved to appoint

Phillip Craddock to fill a vacant seat on the city' s Architectural Review Board ( ARB) ( to replace

Bob Wacker who recently resigned) for a two-year term to begin immediately and run thru
August of 2024. Councilmember Macalik seconded the motion, which passed by a vote of 6
ayes with 1 absence ( Fowler). 

Councilmember Daniels then moved to appoint Kevin Lefere to the city' s ARB to replace Quint
Avenetti for a term to begin immediately and run thru August of 2024. Councilmember

Moeller seconded the motion, which passed unanimously of those present ( Fowler being
absent). 

Councilmember Daniels moved to reappoint Robert McAngus to the city' s ARB for an
additional two- year term thru August of 2024. Councilmember Campbell seconded the motion, 

which passed by a vote of 6 ayes with 1 absence ( Fowler). 

Councilmember Daniels made a motion to reappoint to the city' s Architectural Review Board
ARB) Rick Johnson to serve an additional two- year term ( expiring August of 2024). 

Councilmember Jorif seconded the motion, which passed by a vote of 6 ayes with 1 absence
Fowler). 

Mayor Pro Tem Johannesen moved to appoint to the North Texas Municipal Water District

NTMWD) Board of Directors Mr. Rick Crowley to fill Rockwall' s vacant seat ( Mr. Larry Parks' 
seat). Councilmember Jorif seconded the motion, which passed unanimously of those present

Fowler).

City Manager, Mary Smith commented that the city' s solid waste provider has requested that

Also, 
she acknowledged that this Thursday will be a tough day for Dallas officers ( both Geron and
Councilman Mark Moeller are ex -Dallas PD) and for law enforcement officers in general. She

wanted them to know she will be thinking of them this Thursday on that tough day.

development in the vicinity of SH - 205 and FM - 549. 

Following brief, introductory comments by Mayor Fowler regarding setting up this work session
with the developer, Mr. Cramer came forth and addressed the Council concerning this work

session item. He gave a presentation to the City Council, providing a few introductory details on
the project prior and then expounding on the following topics, in general: The Corson Cramer

Team, the concept plan of the project; project facts; development highlights; density calculations; 

concept plan updates; proposed density; proposed lot mix; community concerns ( traffic, schools, 

quality, price) timeline for development and construction of the project. 

After completion of the presentation, Mayor Fowler stated that he has received feedback from

nearby residents. In addition to traffic -related concerns and density, the city would like to work"" 

with the developer regarding in the layout of these lots, and what the neighborhood residents
would like it to look like in the future. Residents have indicated they desire more of a buffer. In

addition, several members of Council indicated that they do not want see 62' lots at all as part of
this development. Councilmember Campbell shared that she personally would like to see even
some 1 -acre lots incorporated into the plans. 

Several ( unidentified) residents spoke from the audience regarding the proposed development, 

including comments pertaining to the lots the developer is proposing to build. They are generally

concerned about the density and have a strong desire to not have the two smaller lot sizes at all
whatsoever and instead see larger, ' estate size' lots. General discussion took place between

councilmembers and the developer pertaining to the possibility of incorporating a smaller lot size
product that everyone would be comfortable with ( perhaps not ' townhomes,' per say, but

perhaps some sort of housing product on smaller, say 50' lot sizes).

Mrs. Wilson stated her house backs up to the far upper left corner of the greenbelt on the map

being shown. Mrs. Wilson stated that she and her fellow neighbors who could not be present this

afternoon are all in agreement. They do like the developer, they do understand this property will
end up being developed, and they do support its development. However, they want the

developer to stay consistent with existing housing already present in the area. The want to see
the larger lots omitted and want to see the addition of 1 -acre lots.

Mr. McCallum is an adjacent resident and involved in the Oaks of Buffalo Way Homeowners

Association. Mr. McCallum stated they met with the developers on two occasions and presented
some questions to them regarding the development of the property. His group stated to the

developer that what they see is important to them. They would like the developer to consider

building a " slip street" right by " A" on the map. He acknowledged that the developer would have
to omit lots in order to do so. He and his neighbors are all estate owners and have concerns

regarding neighbors' views from their yards. He went on to express concerns about the proposed

sizes of the lots, specifically the very small lots. He and his neighbors do not believe the smaller
lots are appropriate, especially considering existing, nearby larger lots / homes. He suggested

the developer perhaps look at other examples of small neighborhoods ( i. e. Bentonwoods) that

have larger lots and have all done a great job of developing. He understands this poses a " math
problem," but that' s not the city' s problem, nor is it the existing residents' problem either.

Mr. Barrett stated his property is the most affected by this development and stated several items
of concern. He believes the proposed plan is totally inconsistent with the existing, nearby

community. There is not enough green space, and what is being proposed will undoubtedly

significantly impact his property values and quality of life ( he lives on a ' horse property'). The

proposed density compared to the density of what currently exists nearby is not desirable. He

commented that he does believe this is a reputable company, and he just hopes that the

developer and the city will listen to his concerns. 

Mr. Cramer ( developer) came forth again and mentioned the values and anticipated pricing of

these homes ( minimum, starting price of $600k initially with the larger lot homes being in excess
of a $ 1 million price point). In addition, he stated the developer would not be seeking any

variances and will be following the City' s Comp Plan and at the same time trying to be responsive
to the community' s concerns. He further stated that built into our plans and their discussions

with City staff members is approximately $ 8 million dollars in improvements to the public

infrastructure, both in terms of water and sewer lines within the city' s system. These are
examples of additional ' values' that will be realized, beyond the homes and their values. Mr. 

Miller shared that the applicant' s proposal is currently actually not totally in conformance with



the city' s requirements and vision for this property. So to say no variances are being requested is
not entirely accurate to state. Mr. Cramer acknowledged Mr. Miller' s comments and thanked him
for those. 

General and extensive discussion ensued with members of the audience, city council members, 

and Mr. Cramer, the developer concerning what he has proposed. The City Council took no formal

action pertaining to this work session item.

47 -acre parcel of land identified as Lot 3, Block A, The Woods
at Rockwall Addition, City of Rockwall, Rockwall County, Texas, zoned Commercial ( C) District, 
situated within the Scenic Overlay ( SOV) District, generally located at the southeast corner of the
intersection of W. Yellow Jacket Lane and Ridge Road [ FM -740], and take any action necessary ( 1st

Reading). 

Mr. Miller, the city' s Planning Director, provided background information concerning this agenda
item. The applicant -- Kirk Eyring of Squirrel' s Real Estate -- is requesting the approval of a Specific

Use Permit ( SUP) for a Self- Service Car Wash ( i.e. Smitty' s Car Wash) to operate on the subject
property, which is generally located at the southeast corner of W. Yellow Jacket Lane and Ridge
Road. The proposed carwash will consist of a single entrance tunnel that has three ( 3) lanes of

queuing and a " bail out" lane. Based on the concept plan, the carwash tunnel will be oriented so
that the entrance of the tunnel will be facing onto W. Yellow Jacket Lane, and the tunnel will be
parallel to Ridge Road [ FM -740]. The concept plan also indicates 20 vacuum stalls and five ( 5) 

parking spaces. Staff should note that ten ( 10) of the vacuum bays are located adjacent to the
property line along Ridge Road [ FM -740]. Based on the noise study provided by the applicant, it
does not appear that they will meet the City of Rockwall noise requirements ( Chapter 16, 



Environment, Article IV, Noise, of the Municipal Code of Ordinances). Mr. Miller shared that these

types of business establishments often have difficulty meeting the city' s noise -related
requirements. 

If the City Council chooses to approve the applicant' s request for a Specific Use Permit (SUP) for
this proposed Self -Service Car Wash, the Council may want to consider the following conditions
of approval: As operational conditions for the proposed car wash, the applicant would be

required [ 1] to add additional landscaping adjacent to the vacuum bays, [ 2] to utilize landscaping

to screen the tunnel entrance and exit, and [ 3] to have no outside display of merchandise or
outside storage. On June 21, 2022, staff mailed 32 notices to property owners and occupants

within 500 -feet of the subject property. Staff also sent a notice to the Turtle Cove Homeowners

Association ( HOA), which is the only HOA' s or Neighborhood Organization within 1, 500 -feet of
the subject property participating in the Neighborhood Notification Program. Additionally, staff

posted a sign on the subject property, and advertised the public hearings in the Rockwall Herald

Banner as required by the Unified Development Code ( UDC). At the time this report was drafted, 
staff had received one ( 1) returned notice in opposition to the applicant' s request. On July 12, 

2022, the Planning and Zoning Commission approved a motion to recommend approval of the

SUP by a vote of 6- 0, with Commissioner Llewellyn being absent. 

General discussion took place pertaining to topics including the trees, mitigating for those trees, 
the proposed materials, and ingress/ egress into and out of the carwash. Councilmember Daniels

expressed concern about an existing ( oil change/ minor car repair) business located across the
road from this particular property, explaining that— in his opinion —that business is an ' eye sore.' 

He does not believe that particular business or this proposed business truly ' fit' within the intent
of what is otherwise best suited for this Scenic Overlay District. Councilmember Macalik shared

that she is curious about a traffic impact study, especially considering school - related traffic in and
around this area. Mr. Miller shared that a traffic impact analysis will be required by TXDOT in
conjunction with the ' site plan' phase of this potential development. 

Following additional comments, Councilmember Daniels moved to deny 22022- 032. 

Councilmember Campbell seconded the motion. The motion to deny passed by a vote of 5 ayes
with 2 absences ( Moeller & Jorif). 

6. Z2022-033 - Hold a public hearing to discuss and consider a request by Patrick Filson of Kirkman Engineering
on behalf of 101 Hubbard Dr., LLC for the approval of an ordinance for a PD Development Plan for a Restaurant

on a 1. 021 - acre tract of land identified as Lot 4, Block A, Harbor District Addition, City of Rockwall, Rockwall

County, Texas, situated within the Summit Office Subdistrict of Planned Development District 32 ( PD -32), 
located within the IH -30 Overlay ( IH -30 OV) District, generally located at the southwest corner of the

intersection of Horizon Road [ FM -3097] and the IH - 30 Frontage Road, and take any action necessary ( 1st

Reading). 

Mr. Miller, the city' s Planning Director, provided background information concerning this agenda
item. On June 17, 2022, the applicant came forth to request approval of a PD Development Plan

for a mixed office and restaurant building. The applicant has submitted a concept plan showing
the establishment of a 5, 100 SF restaurant with a 1, 800 SF patio, and 5, 000 SF of office space. The

proposed restaurant will be two ( 2) stories and incorporate a structured parking garage below

the restaurant. The concept plan shows that 86 parking spaces are required, and 90 parking

spaces will be provided. Mr. Miller shared that, taking into account all of the submitted materials, 
the applicant' s request does appear to conform to the majority of the applicable standards and



design guidelines stipulated for the Harbor District, however, it should be noted that the

proposed plan lacks conformance to the [ I] maximum lot coverage, [ 2] building form, [ 3] land

use location requirements, and [ 4] the surface parking requirements. 

Mr. Miller explained that when evaluating a request for a waiver as part of a PD Development
Plan the Planning and Zoning Commission and City Council are asked to consider if the request: 

a) Meets the general intent of the PD District or Sub -District that the property is located; and, 
b) Will result in an improved project which will be an attractive contribution to the PD District or

Sub - District; and ( c) Will not prevent the implementation of the intent of this PD District." In this

case, the applicant' s request does not appear to change the intent of the Sub -District as approved

in the City Council by Ordinance No. 10-21 ( currently Ordinance No. 17-22), or prevent the

implementation of the intent of this PD District; however, a PD Development Plan is a

discretionary decision for the City Council pending a recommendation from the Planning and
Zoning Commission. 

On July 12, 2022, the Planning and Zoning Commission approved a motion to recommend
approval of the PD Development Plan by a vote of 6- 0, with Commissioner Llewellyn being absent. 
In addition, staff mailed 24 notices to property owners and occupants within 500 -feet of the
subject property. Staff also notified the Lakeside Village and Lago Vista Homeowner' s

Associations ( HOA' s), which are the only HOA' s within 1, 500 -feet of the subject property

participating in the Neighborhood Notification Program. Additionally, staff posted a sign on the
subject property, and advertised the public hearings in the Rockwall Herald Banner as required
by the Unified Development Code ( UDC). At the time this report was drafted, staff had received
two (2) property owner notifications from one ( 1) property owner that owns two (2) parcels of
land within the 500 -foot notification area in favor of the applicant' s request. 

Councilmember Johannesen expressed concern regarding the many variances being requested

for this property. Ryan Miller stated PD -32 was built around a large concept plan that basically
laid out the district as a whole. As development is being approved in one particular area, it tends
to affect another area because it essentially inhibits the ability of other properties to " meet" the
plan. For example, this particular site in that concept plan showed a mid -rise office building that

actually extends onto not only this property but also the property south of it. In addition, the
parking field was set up in the corner of the " Care Now" property. That is one reason for variances
being requested on this property. Again, approval of requested variances is at the discretion of
the City Council. 

Mayor Fowler asked if the parking is sufficient for the use and size of the building. Mr. Miller
indicated that, yes, it is sufficient. Mr. Miller went on to add that most every project that has
come forth within PD -32 has had to go thru a PD development plan because it did not meeting
the overall concept plan. 

It is noted that no one came forth to speak during the public hearing. 

Councilmember Daniels moved to approve Z2022- 033. Mayor Fowler seconded the motion. The

ordinance caption was then read as follows:

The motion passed by a vote of 5 ayes with 2 absences ( Moeller & Jorif). 

7. 22022- 034 - Hold a public hearing to discuss and consider a request by Kevin Harrell of the Skorburg Company
on behalf of Larry Hance of R & R Investments for the approval of an ordinance for a Zoning Change from an

Agricultural ( AG) District to a Planned Development District for Single - Family 10 ( SF - 10) District land uses on
a 85. 63 -acre tract of land identified as Tracts 2- 01, 2- 04, 2- 05 & 2- 06 of the P. B. Harrison Survey, Abstract

No. 97, City of Rockwall, Rockwall County, Texas, zoned Agricultural ( AG) District, situated within the SH -205

By -Pass Overlay ( SH -205 BY OV) District, generally located at the southwest corner of the intersection of Hays

Road and John King Boulevard, and take any action necessary ( 1st Reading). 

Mr. Miller, the city' s Planning Director, provided background information concerning this agenda
item. The subject property is located between N. John King Blvd and Hays Lane by E Quail Run Rd. 

It is between the Gideon Grove Phase II and Stone Creek subdivisions. The subject property is

zoned Agricultural ( AG) District, and is situated within the SH -205 By -Pass Overlay ( SH -205 BY OV) 

District. The subject property was annexed in 1998. At the time of annexation, the subject

property had a [ 1] a 2, 236 SF single- family home, [ 2] a 64 SF storage building, [ 3] a2, 400 SF metal

storage building, [ 4] a 2, 208 SF barn, [ 5] an 897 SF storage shed, and [ 6] an 864 SF storage building. 
Beyond these structures, the subject property has remained largely undeveloped, and the zoning
designation has not changed since annexation. 

The applicant is requesting approval of a of a Zoning Change from an Agricultural ( AG) District to

a Planned Development District for Single -Family 10 ( SF - 10) District land uses. Specifically, the

applicant is proposing to entitle the subject property for a 252 -lot single- family, residential
subdivision that will consists of three ( 3) lot sizes ( i.e. [ A] 157, 62' x 120' lots; [ B] 78, 72' x120, 

lots; and (C] 17, 82' x 125' lots). This translates to a gross density of 2.94 dwelling units per gross

acre. The minimum dwelling unit size ( i.e. air-condition space) will range from 2, 200 SF to 2, 800

SF. With regard to the proposed housing product, staff has incorporated anti -monotony and

masonry standards into the proposed Planned Development District ordinance. Specifically, the
ordinance will require a minimum of 90% masonry, and be subject to the City' s upgraded anti - 

monotony standards; however, the Planned Development District ordinance will also incorporate
provisions that allow up to 50% cementitous fiberboard utilized in a horizontal lap -siding, board - 

and -batten siding, or decorative pattern to allow a variation of materials throughout the

subdivision. 

Looking at the garage orientation proposed for the development, the applicant is requesting to
allow a total of 32. 10% of the Type ' A' Lots ( 51 lots or 20% of all the garages) to be orientated



toward the street in a Flat Front Entry garage configuration; however, the applicant is proposing
to require a 25 -foot front yard building setback for all garages oriented in a Flat Front Entrygarage

configuration. The remaining garage doors will be oriented in a J - Swing (or a Traditional Swing) 
configuration or Recessed Entry configuration ( i. e. where the garage door is situated a minimum
of 20 -feet behind the front fa; ade). In addition, the applicant is proposing to incorporate

upgraded finishes on all garage doors that include: [ 1] coach lighting, [ 2] decorative wood doors
or wood overlays on insulated metal doors, and [ 3] driveways that are constructed with

ornamental stamped concrete brick pavers, stained finish, or salt finished. The following are some

of the examples of the upgrades required in the Planned Development District ordinance: 

The proposed concept plan shows that the development will consist of a total of 17. 2288 -acres

open space that includes a 4. 80 -acre amenity center. This translates to an open space percentage
of 20. 12% ( i.e. 17. 2288 -acres of open space/ 85. 63- acres gross = 20. 12%). In addition, the

applicant has incorporated a ten ( 10) foot hike/ bike trail along John King Boulevard and five ( 5) 

foot walking trails throughout the subdivision. 

On June 17, 2022, staff mailed 275 notices to property owners and occupants within 500 feet of

the subject property. Staff also notified the Stone Creek, Quail Run Valley, and Caruth Lakes
Caruth Ridge Estates) Homeowner' s Associations ( HOA' s), which are the only HOA' s within

1, 500 -feet of the subject property participating in the Neighborhood Notification Program. At the
time staff' s report was drafted, staff had received the following notice replies: 

1) One ( 1) response from the City' s online Zoning and Specific Use Input Form from one ( 1) 
property owner outside of the 500 -foot notification buffer in favor of the applicant' s request. 
2) One ( 1) response from the City' s online Zoning and Specific Use Input Form from one ( 1) 

property owner outside of the 500 -foot notification buffer in opposition of the applicant' s
request. 

3) Two ( 2) emails from two ( 2) property owners outside of the 500 -foot notification buffer in
opposition to the applicant' s request. 

4) One ( 1) email from one ( 1) property owner outside of the 500 -foot notification buffer in favor
of the applicant' s request. 

In addition, on July 12, 2022, the Planning and Zoning Commission approved a motion to
recommend approval of the Zoning Change by a vote of 6- 0, with Commissioner Llewellyn being
absent. The City Council is now being asked to approve, approve with conditions, or deny the
Zoning Change. 

The applicant( s) then came forth and addressed Council. 

Bryan Holland

Mr. Holland provide a slideshow and associated comments to Council, generally explaining what

is being proposed for this residential housing development. He explained the density he is
proposing; however, Mr. Miller spoke up, encouraging Mr. Holland to check his math because
our city does not calculate density in the manner in which Mr. Holland has calculated it. Mr. 
Holland went on to provide additional details to Council, including the proposed housing product, 



some of the builders who are proposed to be involved, the anticipated project timeline

approximately 7 years), etc. 

Mayor Fowler opened the public hearing and invited the first speaker to come forth. 

Bob Wacker

Mr. Wacker sought and received brief clarification on the older portion of Quail Run in this area. 

Mr. Wacker shared that he is in favor of this proposed development, in part, because he knows

the roadway will be improved. He is comfortable with the developer, Skorburg, and he believes
the larger homes will improve home values in the area. Mr. Wacker is concerned about water

pressure, especially considering all of the new and upcoming residential development, and he
briefly expounded upon these concerns. 

Mr. Frank Tyminski

643 Windy Ridge Lane
Rockwall, TX

Mr. Tyminski has concerns about John King eventually being' swaped,' traffic wise, with SH - 205. 

He has noise - related concerns pertaining to the increased traffic once that occurs someday in the
future. He suggested that perhaps ' sound wall' barriers should be installed in the future in order

to protect the homes from traffic - related noise. 

There being no one else wishing to come forth and speak, Mayor Fowler closed the public hearing. 

Councilmember Daniels commented on the developer not agreeing to incorporate " Type C" lots, 

as has been requested and suggested by staff. Mr. Holland ( applicant) went on to explain why his

company has decided not to incorporate those lots. Councilman Daniels asked for clarification on
the proposed ' evergreen trees,' and indication was given that those would be maintained by the

HOA (not by the City). 

Councilmember Campbell expressed concern about a larger percentage of smaller lots being

proposed. She would like to see additional, larger lots incorporated, especially along the Quail

Run portion of the proposed development. Mr. Holland believes that a person driving by will not
be able to tell the difference between a smaller versus a larger lot. 

Councilmember Daniels shared that evergreen trees will eventually die, and then it becomes a
maintenance concern. He too also has a problem with more larger lots not being proposed for
incorporation. 

Councilmember Daniels then moved to table Z2022- 034 until the August 1, 2022 city council

meeting. Councilmember Macalik seconded the motion. City Attorney, Frank Garza, indicated
that this will not need to go back to the P& Z Commission. The motion to table this item passed

by a vote of 5 in favor with 2 absences ( Moeller and Jorif).

1. P2022- 029 - Discuss and consider a request by Robert Howman of Glenn Engineering Corp. on behalf of
William Salee of the Rockwall Independent School District ( RISD) for the approval of a Preliminary Plat for Lot
2, Block A, Rockwall — CCA Addition being a 173.

Mr. Miller, the city' s Planning Director, provided background information concerning this agenda
item. The purpose of the applicant' s request is to Preliminary Plat a 173. 00 -acre tract of land to

establish the necessary easements ( e. g. fire lane, public access/ right- of-way, utilities, and
drainage) for the future development of a school ( a freshmen center). The applicant has

submitted a letter requesting waivers to the required infrastructure as stipulated in Chapter 38, 
Subdivisions, of the Municipal Code of Ordinances. Mr. Miller explained that if the Planning and

Zoning Commission chooses to recommend approval of a Preliminary Plat for Lot 2, Block A, 
Rockwall - CCA Addition, the Council may wish to consider the following conditions of approval: 

1) All technical comments from City Staff ( i. e. Engineering, Planning and Fire Department) shall
be addressed prior to submittal of civil engineering plans; ( 2) Any construction resulting from the

approval of this Preliminary Plat shall conform to the requirements set forth by the Unified
Development Code ( UDC), the International Building Code ( IBC), the Rockwall Municipal Code of

Ordinances, city adopted engineering and fire codes and with all other applicable regulatory
requirements administered and/ or enforced by the state and federal government. 

Mr. Miller shared that the Planning and Zoning Commission previously approved a motion to
recommend denial of the Infrastructure Waivers and Preliminary Plat by a vote of 7- 0. Thereafter, 

on July 5, 2022, the City Council approved a motion to deny the requested Infrastructure Waivers
and Preliminary Plat by a vote of 7- 0. - 

The applicant then came forth to address council.

Councilmember Macalik seconded the motion, which — after brief

discussion - passed by a vote of 4 ayes, 1 abstention (Campbell), and 2 absences ( Moeller & Jorif).

Mr. Miller shared that staff has been contacted by this applicant, and the applicant has submitted a
request to withdraw this case at this time. Mayor Fowler moved to accept the applicant' s request to

withdraw the case. Councilmember Jorif seconded the motion. The motion passed by a vote of 7 ayes

to 0 nays. Mr. Miller shared that the applicant will now be able to resubmit a new case, if he so

chooses.

Ryan Miller, City' s Planning Director, provided background information related to this agenda item. 
Back in July, the City Council granted proper permissions that will allow for a single- family home to
be constructed by the property owner on this 10 acres. The applicant is now proposing to build an
agricultural accessory building that he plans to utilize to store agricultural equipment. Notices were
sent out to adjacent land and property owners within 500' of the property, and no notices were
received back by staff. In addition, nearby HOAs were also notified. The Planning & Zoning

Commission has recommended approval of this item to the City Council based on the meeting they

held on August 9. 

Mayor Fowler opened the public hearing, but no one wanted to speak, so he closed the public hearing. 

Councilmember Moeller moved to approve Z2022- 036. Councilmember Daniels seconded the motion.

Z2022- 037 - Hold a public hearing to discuss and consider a request by Ryan Joyce on Michael Joyce Properties on
behalf of Bill Bricker of Columbia Development Company for the approval of an ordinance for a Zoning Change
from an Agricultural ( AG) District, Two -Family ( 2F) District and Light Industrial ( LI) District to a Planned
Development District for Single -Family 8. 4 ( SF -8. 4) District land uses on a 65. 309 -acre tract of land identified as
the Oak Creek Subdivision; Tract 6 of the G. W. Redlin Survey, Abstract No. 183; and being portions of Tracts 1 & 
6- 1 of the G. W. Redlin Survey, Abstract No. 183, City of Rockwall, Rockwall County, Texas, zoned Agricultural ( AG) 
District, Two -Family ( 2F) District and Light Industrial ( LI) District, situated within the SH - 205 By -Pass Overlay ( SH - 
205 BY -OV) District, generally bounded by John King Boulevard, E. Williams Street, E. Washington Street, and Harry
Myers Park, and take any action necessary ( 1st Reading). 

Ryan Miller, Planning Director, provided background information concerning this agenda item. The
applicant would like to rezone this property to allow for construction of a 144 lot single- family home
subdivision that contains various lot sizes ( i.e. [ A] 41, 72' x 120' lots; [8] 75, 62' x 120' lots; and [C] 28, 
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52' x 120' lots). The homes will be between 2,400 and 2, 500 square feet. Looking at the garage

orientation proposed for the development, the applicant is requesting to allow all of the Type ' C' lots
i.e. the 52' x 120' lots) or a total of 19. 40% of the 144 lots ( equating to a total of 28 lots) to be

orientated toward the street in a Front Entry garage configuration; however, the applicant is

proposing to require an additional five ( 5) foot setback from the front facade of the home for Front
Entry garage configurations, which will create a 25 -foot separation from the garage to the front
property line. The remaining garage doors will be oriented in a J -Swing ( or a Traditional Swing) 
configuration or Recessed Entry configuration ( i.e. where the garage door is situated a minimum of
20 feet behind the front fagade). In addition, the applicant is proposing to incorporate upgraded
finishes on all garage doors that include: [ 1] coach lighting, [ 2] carriage style hardware and lighting, 
3] decorative wood doors or wood overlays on insulated metal doors, and [ 4] driveways that are

constructed with ornamental stamped concrete brick pavers, stained finish, or salt finished. With

regard to the proposed housing product, staff has incorporated anti -monotony and masonry
standards into the proposed Planned Development District ordinance. Specifically, the ordinance will

require a minimum of 90% masonry, and be subject to the City' s upgraded anti -monotony standards; 
however, the Planned Development District ordinance will also incorporate provisions that allow up
to 80% cementitous fiberboard utilized in a horizontal lap -siding, board -and -batten siding, or

decorative pattern to allow a variation of materials throughout the subdivision. The following are

some of the examples provided by the applicant showing horizontal lap -siding, board -and -batten
siding, or decorative patterns that are contained within the Planned Development District ordinance. 

This essentially allows for the more ' farm house' style look and feel of the homes. 

The Planning & Zoning Commission has unanimously recommended approval of this request. In
addition, notices were sent to adjacent land/ property owners within 500' of the property, and
adjacent ( 2) HOAs ( homeowners associations) were also notified. Staff has received back two notice

from within the 500' buffer zone in favor of the applicant' s request. Also, staff has received back one

notice from within the 500' buffer zone in opposition of the applicant' s proposed request. 

The applicant then came forth to address Council.

Mr. Joyce introduced himself and shared that his company is a local company. He went on to share

more extensive details with the Council concerning what he is proposing related to this residential
development request. He expects the price point to start in the mid to upper $500k' s and go up from

there. 

Mayor Fowler opened the public hearing, asking if anyone would like to come forth and speak at this
time. 

Diana Devenney

2944 Pegasus Drive

Garland TX

Property owner of 205 Dial Lane — Rockwall, TX) 

Mrs. Devenney came forth and spoke about how this proposed development will affect her. She has
owned this property since 1982. She is concerned about the price point of these homes being $ 500k - 

550k +, and she does not consider that to be' affordable housing' for Rockwall. She also spoke about
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CPED — Crime Prevention by Development Design. Other cities such as Arlington and Carrollton have
implemented this type of program. She wonders if staff has met with Police and Fire Departments to

discuss how they will service this area. She is concerned that there are no alleyways, and some of the
houses will back right up to her property line, and there is no line of sight to protect the properties
from crime. She pointed out that her and her son' s property ( on Dial Lane) work hard to monitor their
AG property for potential crime. She pointed out that she and her son have cleaned up beer cans, and

at one point — a criminal literally burned her house down at 205 Dial Lane. She believes that ' beer
parties' and' drug deals' occur, and she is concerned about the police and fire departments monitoring
crime in this area and ensuring that vandalism that constantly happens stops occurring. She has
concerns about the cul- de- sac that will be near Williams/ Washington Street area ... she is concerned

that vehicles will literally jump the curb at the end of her driveway / easement. She is also concerned
about a major utility line that is right on her and Mr. Bricker' s property line. She wonders how the
homes will receive utility services, and she gave indication that she hopes it won' t be provided by
trespassing' on her property. She pointed out that Oncor workers previously cut the lock on her
property and accessed the utility easement to set utility poles, and they did a lot of damage to her
property, all without even contacting her to make her aware they were doing so. She pointed out that
this proposed development will cause her a lot of emotional distress, and she has a lot of safety- 
related concerns (especially related to the drug deals and beer cans and needles, etc.). 

Jason Lain

5033 Brookview Drive

Dallas, TX

Mr. Lain shared that he is with OM Housing, and he represents Mrs. Devenney at 205 Dial Lane. He
knows that the only easement is located on- site at the 205 Dial Lane, Rockwall, TX site ( belonging to
the previous speaker, Mrs. Devenney). He pointed out that this development will result in ' pockets' 
that will be unlit and will lead to kids or anyone else doing essentially ' sinister' /' criminal' type things

at the rear of some of these homes ( on the easement related to 205 Dial Lane). He suggested that a

roadway be installed that would be a city -built and maintained roadway that would allow access for
the Police and Fire Departments to be able to see, access and more closely monitor any criminal

related activities might otherwise occur at the rear of this development. 

Bob Wacker

309 Featherstone Drive

Rockwall, TX

Mr. Wacker came forth and shared that he lives in Stone Creek, and he has some suggestions. He

spoke about various items that the HOA will be responsible for maintaining over time, and how those

costs will end up being the financial responsibility of the homeowners. He urged the City to review
the HOA bylaws for this community and try to ensure that the HOA is financially solvent and stable
enough to be able to afford all that it will be on.' 

City Attorney, Mr. Frank Garza shared that the city cannot, by law, review HOA bylaws or make review
of those contingent on approval of a zoning request / case in any way. That would legally be

considered " contract zoning," and that is strictly prohibited by law. 

There being no one else wishing to come forth and speak, Mayor Fowler then closed the Public
Hearing. 
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Mayor Fowler asked if the developer will be notifying home buyers in this neighborhood that, at some

point in the future, a major state- owned thoroughfare might run right by this development ( SH -66

expansion). Mr. Joyce shared that he has no issue at all including disclosure information of some sort

regarding the future plans for the SH -66 roadway improvements. Mr. Joyce shared information about
setbacks, and he shared that sidewalks and landscaping will be installed. Those items will provide

some level of ' buffering' related to any future SH -66 expansion/ improvements that may occur. In
addition, Mr. Ryan Miller, shared that a notation can be made on the face of the final plat, which is a

document that is supposed to be provided to all residents at ' closing.' Mr. Joyce stated that the HOA

will obtain and maintain insurance to help provide some level of protection to HOA maintained areas. 
He stated that, related to concerns expressed by the speakers during the Public Hearing, there is no

better way to prevent crime than to have other people living adjacent to that property and having
more eyes on the AG property that exists just adjacent to this proposed residential development. 

Police Chief Ed Fowler shared comments related to ' crime pockets/ and he offered to meet with Mrs. 

Devenney to discuss the concerns she has related to crime and to try and address those concerns. 
Indication was given by staff that Planning and Police Department staff work together on CPTED
Crime Prevention Through Environmental Design" initiatives on any/ all new development being

proposed within the City of Rockwall. Mr. Miller shared that at least three police staff work with the
Planning Department on ' plan review' for all new residential developments. In addition, Fire Chief
Kenneth Cullins shared that the Fire Department is always involved in the plan review process as well. 

Mayor Pro Tem Johannesen moved to approve Z2022- 037. Councilmember Daniels seconded the

motion. The ordinance caption was read as follows:

Planning Director, Ryan Miller, provided background information related to this agenda item. The
applicant is requesting to amend the existing PD. Specifically, the applicant is proposing to incorporate
an additional 21.83 -acres of land and entitle it to add an additional 82 single- family residential lots to
Planned Development District 93 ( PD -93). The subject property is generally located between SH -66

and FM -1141 at the southwest corner of the intersection of FM -1141 and Cornelius Road. These lots

will consist of three (3) lot types that were already established by Planned Development District 93
PD - 93): [ 1] 40 Type' C' lots that are a minimum of 72' x 115' ( or 9, 000 SF), [ 2] 12 Type ' D' lots that are

a minimum of 72' x 110' ( or 8, 400 SF), and [ 3] 30 Type ` E' lots that are a minimum of 62' x 110' ( or
7, 200 SF). This adjusts the gross density of Planned Development District 93 ( PD -93) from 1. 93
dwelling units per acre to 2. 27 dwelling units per gross acre ( i. e. 263 lots/ 115. 80- acres = 2. 2712

dwelling units per gross acre) for the total development. The proposed concept plan shows that the
development will consist of a total of 29. 72 -acres of floodplain and 13. 23 -acres of open space

maintained by the Homeowner' s Association ( HOA). 

The City' s Planning & Zoning Commission has reviewed this request and has made a recommendation
to approve it. In addition, on July 22, 2022, staff mailed 64 notices to property owners and occupants
within 500 -feet of the subject property. Staff also notified the Caruth Lakes ( Caruth Ridge Estates) 
Homeowner' s Association ( HOA), which is the only HOA within 1, 500 -feet of the subject property
participating in the Neighborhood Notification Program. Staff has received two notices back in favor
of this request being approved ( and no opposition notices). 

The applicant, Mr. Ryan Joyce with Michael Joyce Properties came forth again to speak regarding this

particular agenda item. Following Mr. Joyce comments, Mayor Fowler opened the public hearing, 
asking if anyone would like to come forth and speak. There being no one indicating such, he then
closed the Public Hearing. 

Councilmember Jorif moved to approve Z2022- 038. Councilmember Campbell seconded the motion. 

Councilmember Macalik expressed concern about the smaller lots being included as part of this

proposed development. She does not believe that the smaller lots really fit in well with other, larger

existing residential lots in and around this general area. Although she does have these concerns, she
did express that she is very impressed with what Mr. Joyce is proposing. 

Mr. Cain owns the property adjacent to this, and he does plan to develop it in the future; however, 
not until his grandson is finished riding dirt bikes on the property.

Mr. Wacker came forth and provided a lengthy presentation to Council related to the city' s
financial policies, historical information related to the tax rate(s), tax dollars collected over

the years, the budget over time, etc. He generally expressed that he actually wishes that

the city -would raise the tax rate, rather than lower it. 

It was noted that Councilmember Campbell arrived at 4: 10 p. m. ( during Mr. Wacker' s
comments). 

No one else came forth to speak, so Mayor Fowler closed Open Forum. 

IV. WORK SESSION

1. Hold a work session to discuss the City of Rockwall proposed budget for fiscal year 2023

Note: a Public Hearing to hear public input re: the FY23 budget will appear on the Tues., Sept. 6, 2022
City Council Mtg. agenda) 
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Mayor Fowler provided brief, introductory comments related to the tax rate, sharing that
this proposed budget aims to lower the effective tax rate. He commented about how the

City Manager has been very conservatively projecting sales tax revenues for many years
now, and she' s done a good job over the years ensuring that the city has healthy ' reserves' 

in place. He generally indicated that he will allow City Manager Mary Smith to brief Council
on the proposed budget at this time, and thereafter they will go section -by -section

through the budget proposal. City Manager Mary Smith shared that her main focus for this
upcoming fiscal year budget proposal is to ensure that staff salaries are adjusted so that

the city can try and retain the employees it currently has while also remaining competitive
in the market place. She indicated that other, neighboring cities in the area are all either

proposing healthy raises or have already instituted those. So she feels strongly like this is
an important focus for this upcoming budget year. She especially wants to ensure
retention in public safety and also specifically in the Dispatch ( 911) center. She

commented that the city dispatch center is fully staffed, and the current slate of
employees we have in place work well together. She went on to provide a lengthy
explanation regarding the " no new tax rate," under which a city must stay in order to avoid

having to take the tax rate before the public for voter approval and chancing a tax rate
rollback. 

General discussion ensued between staff members and members of Council pertaining to

the various departmental budget proposals and proposals for other, miscellaneous funds

i. e. the city' s ' Recreational Development Fund;' " Airport Special Revenue Fund;" "( Police) 

Seized Funds). 

Mayor Fowler suggested having Mrs. Smith round the proposed tax rate down to 29. 25
cents ( per $ 100 dollars of assessed value). Mrs. Smith indicated that she can do so, as that

will only cause her to have to adjust downward by about $ 3, 000.

Mayor Fowler adjourned the work session at 5: 47 p. m.

IX. APPOINTMENT ITEMS

1. Appointment with resident Tim Herriage to hear concerns related to the composition ( board

membership) of the City' s Historic Preservation Advisory Board ( HPAB), and take any action necessary. 

Mr. Herriage came forth and introduced himself. He went on to share comments pertaining to two

investment homes he and his wife previously purchased within the City, right near the downtown
square. He subsequently purchased an additional home at 501 Kernoodle, and he has spent a great
deal of time and money renovating the home. 

He went on to comment on what he perceives to be the dysfunction of the city' s Historic
Preservation Advisory Board ( the " HPAB"). He went on to share details pertaining to research he

has done related to the composition of the city' s HPAB, generally expressing concern about some

members' terms having recently expired the end of August and several who do not meet the
qualifications to serve, according to the city' s ordinance. He went on to formally and publicly ask
the Council to investigate city staff and a current HPAB board member. He went on to cite several
apparent quotes and related details contained within emails he obtained via public information

open records") requests. He stated that there were no public agendas posted for meetings

referenced within the e- mails he has reviewed through those Open Records. He went on to speak
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about how the city replatted four properties into one without so much as a hearing from PW or
Council review and that the matter was ' fast tracked' and approved without one public hearing. 

Following his various accusations and extended commentary, Mr. Herriage asked the Council to
suspend all HPAB' s meetings unless or until appropriately qualified members are appointed to it
to serve (according to requirements laid out in the city' s UDC). He stated that the city ignoring his
requests and complaints over the past many months has caused him significant financial damage, 
and he ' reserves the right to all remedies.' 

Mayor Pro Tem Johannesen expressed that he is unclear regarding what the 'alleged fraud is' that

Mr. Herriage is claiming occurred, asking Mr. Miller to explain. Mr. Miller went on to share details
of how a ' cover sheet' is prepared when a case is initially submitted ( before he personally even

reviews a case) and how the staff member puts the dates that a case " would" go to the P& Z

Commission and City Council if it ends up needing to go. In this particular instance ( P2021- 021), 
this was an ' amending plat/ which Mr. Miller explained he has the ability to approve because it
was not creating any new lots, it was not creating any new entitlements, nor was it requiring any
changes to any covenants or restrictions on the plats. 

City Attorney Frank Garza shared that the city' s regulations and state law do dictate which plats
may be approved administratively. He went on to recommend that the Council limit its discussions
this evening, in light of Mr. Herriage having indicated that he has an attorney and he has alluded
that he may pursue litigation against the city. Mr. Miller shared that the cover sheet in question
is not something that gets formally ' filed/ and the approval for P2021- 021 was granted

administratively' in accordance with the Texas Local Government Code. 

Mayor Fowler asked that the ordinance that deals with the composition of the HPAB membership

be revisited and possibly changed. Mr. Garza shared that, under the Texas Constitution, there is a
hold over' provision that even if a board member' s term expires, a board member may stay in

place until a new person is named and takes the Oath of Office. Mr. Garza did agree it' s a good

idea to look at the existing ordinance and possibly change the classifications to serve. He clarified
that when the Council appoints a board member, they are granting a variance to that ordinance, 

which they do have the authority to do. However, it would be best to change the ordinance
provisions ( re: board member requirements to serve / the composition of the board). Mayor Pro

Tem Johannesen asked for clarification on the current board composition and associated

provisions. Mrs. Smith, City Manager, shared that it is a nationwide model that is in place in case
the city wants to be eligible to apply for historic preservation grant funds; however, she clarified
that the city has never received any such grant funding and likely will never receive such grant
funding. 

Ryan Miller, Planning Director, provided Mr. Herriage with clarification regarding his specific set
of circumstances ( on the Kernodle property), sharing that in this instance there is right-of-way
dedication involved that was put into a' reserve.' Therefore, he legally cannot ' administratively' 

approve Mr. Herriage' s replat like had been done with the P2021- 021 case. So, Mr. Herriage would

have to go before the P& Z and City Council. Mr. Miller also clarified that Mr. Herriage will need to
replat the entire property. Mr. Miller explained that at the time of replatting, the right-of-way
reserves have to be dedicated. So by going through the replatting process and meeting Chapter
38 of the city' s Subdivision ordinance, he would be required to dedicate the right- of-way
reservations. 
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Mayor Fowler encouraged Mr. Herriage to meet with Mr. Miller outside of this city council

meeting to discuss technical details as well as the process associated with Mr. Herriage' s specific
set of circumstances. 

Council took no formal action pertaining to this agenda item. 

X. PUBLIC HEARING ITEMS

City Manager, Mary Smith, provided background information regarding this agenda item. She shared
that a work session was held with Council concerning the budget more than a week ago.

The proposed tax rate
for the city is being put forth as 29. 25 cents, which meets what is needed related to the ' no new
revenue rate' ( it will result in the city collecting the same amount of money it collected in the prior
year, with money also coming in — over and above that — associated with all the new properties that

have been added on the tax rolls). Smith indicated that it is also the lowest tax rate the city has ever

put forth. She explained that anything above this rate would be viewed as a tax increase and would
require public hearings and votes. She suggested that the Council hear public comments on the budget

and then discuss further thereafter. 

Mayor Fowler opened the public hearing, asking if anyone would like to come forth and speak at this
time.

Councilmember Jorif moved to approve Consent Agenda item # 3. Councilmember Moeller seconded the

motion, which passed by a vote of 6 ayes with 1 abstention ( Campbell). 

X. APPOINTMENT ITEMS

1. Appointment with Lorna and Mark Kipphut to hear information on the " D Day for V Day" program, a joint effort

between the Terry Fisher American Legion Post 117 and Dr. Stan Lowrance ( local dentist) to provide dental services
to any local veteran, and take any action necessary. 

Mayor Pro Tem Johannesen spoke during this item, indicating that he is a part of the local chapter of the
American Legion, The Terry Fisher Post. He went on to share details about this event, as follows: It is a

program called " Dental Day for Veteran' s Day" or " D Day for V Day," and it was spearheaded by local dentist, 

Dr. Stan Lowrance as a way to give back to the community, specifically veterans who have served. It began
in 2017 but was not held in 2020 due to COVID. He explained that the VA only offers dental care for veterans

who meet their service connected disability, which leaves many veterans without dental care. So, Dr. 
Lowrance saw this as a way of thanking veterans for guaranteeing his freedom. Many veterans cannot afford
dental care, and the goal of the American Legion is to enhance the well- being of America' s veterans, their

families, our military, and our communities by our devotion to mutual helpfulness. The American Legion' s
vision statement is " The American Legion: Veterans Strengthening America." 

Since 2017, Dr. Lowrance' s program has seen several hundred patients, and the goal for 2022 is to see 100

patients in a single day, which would beat the previous record of around 90. This year' s D Day for V Day will
be on 11/ 11/ 22 all day ( 8 AM — 4 PM). There will be teams of dentists and technicians on hand to serve, 

providing free treatment consisting of an exam, followed by a cleaning or " front line procedure" ( extractions

or fillings). Appointments opened on 09/ 13/ 22, and interested veteran' s may call 520- 609- 4145 to schedule

an appointment. 

2. Appointment with Planning & Zoning Commission representative to discuss and answer any questions regarding
planning -related cases on the agenda. 

Sedric Thomas, Chairman of the city' s PW Commission came forth and briefed the Council on
recommendations of the Commission regarding planning -related items on tonight' s agenda. The Council took

no action following Mr. Thomas' comments. 

XI. PUBLIC HEARING ITEMS

1. Z2022- 039 - Hold a public hearing to discuss and consider a request by Brian Cramer of Corson Cramer Development
on behalf of Scott Asbury of Rockwall Highgate LTD for the approval of an ordinance for a Zoning Change from an
Agricultural ( AG) District to a Planned Development District for Single Family 10 ( SF - 10) District and Commercial ( C) 
District land uses on a 264. 510 -acre tract of land identified as Tracts 17- 13 [ 50.0 -acres], 17- 14 [ 26.452 -acres], 17- 15

134. 33 -acres], 17- 16 [ 43. 6 -acres], & 40- 8 [ 8. 79 -acres] of the W. W. Ford Survey, Abstract No. 80, City of Rockwall, 

Rockwall County, Texas, zoned Agricultural ( AG) District, located on the east side of SH - 205 ( S. Goliad Street) south
of the intersection of SH - 205 and FM -549, and take any action necessary ( 1st Reading). 
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Planning Director, Ryan Miller provided background information related to this agenda item. The concept
plan shows that the 264. 51 -acre subject property will incorporate commercial and residential land uses. This
includes 28. 40 -acres of land dedicated to limited Commercial ( C) District land uses and 236. 11 -acres

consisting of 384 residential lots, a public park, and open space. The proposed 384 single- family residential
lots will consist of five ( 5) lot types: [ 1] 43 Type ' A' lots that are a minimum of 130' x 240', [ 2] 26 Type ' B' lots

that are a minimum of 110' x 190', [ 3] 66 Type ' C' lots that are a minimum of 80' x 115', [ 4] 43 Type' D' lots

that are a minimum of 80' x 110', and [ 5] 206 Type' E' lots that are a minimum of 62' x 110'. Staff should note

that the proposed 384 -lots represent a 106 -lot reduction from the concept plan proposed with Case No. 

Z2022- 028, this translates to a gross density of 1. 45 dwelling units per acre for the total proposed
development ( i. e. 1. 63 dwelling units per acre less the 28.40 -acre tract of land designated for commercial). 
The minimum dwelling unit size ( i. e. air- condition space) will range from 2, 200 SF to 3, 800 SF. With regard to
the proposed housing product, staff has incorporated anti -monotony and masonry standards into the
proposed Planned Development District ordinance. Specifically, the ordinance will require a minimum of 90% 

masonry ( with a minimum of 8516 masonry on each fa; ade), and be subject to the City' s upgraded anti - 

monotony standards; however, the Planned Development District ordinance will also incorporate provisions
that allow up to 80% cementitious fiberboard utilized in a horizontal lap -siding, board -and -batten siding, or

decorative pattern to allow a more Traditional Neighborhood Design product ( also referred to as

Gingerbread). The proposed subdivision will be subject to the land uses and density and dimensional

requirements stipulated for properties within a Single -Family 10 ( SF -10) District unless otherwise specified in

the Planned Development District ordinance. The subject property is generally located between FM -549, SH - 
205 ( S. Goliad Street), Travis Lane, and Wylie Lane. The proposed concept plan shows that the development
will consist of 25. 40 -acres of private open space, a 1. 30 -acre amenity center, and a 11. 60 -acre public park. 

Forty- one notices were sent out by staff to property owners and residents located within 500' of the subject
property. In addition, the one nearby homeowner' s association was notified. One notification was received
back in favor, one email was received in favor, and 10 notifications were received in opposition. Because of

the number of opposing notifications received ( over 20% from within 200' of the subject property), any

approval of this request by Council will require a % majority vote in order for it to actually pass. The P& Z

Commission did previously review this case and has recommended approval of the zoning change by a vote
of 6 to 0 (with Commissioner Welch being absent). 

Mayor Fowler then called forth the applicant, Larry Corson, to speak. Mr. Corson then briefed Council on past

history associated with this proposed, residential subdivision. He went on to give a slide presentation to
Council, providing more in- depth information on what he is now proposing associated with this residential
subdivision development. 

Mayor Fowler dismissed the YAC students from the meeting at this point. 

Mayor Fowler then opened the Public Hearing, asking that speakers please limit their comments to three (3) 
three minutes. 

Joan Haddock

155 Willowcrest

Rockwall, TX

Mrs. Haddock came forth and shared that she and her husband live directly across the road from where this
residential development is proposed to be built. They both are strongly opposed to this development since

they believe the density is too high and the lots are too small. Furthermore, they believe that the way in
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which the city current calculates density is flawed and needs to be changed in order to better manage growth. 
She urged the Council to deny this request. 

Dale and Bretta Price

453 Cullins Road

Rockwall, TX

Mr. and Mrs. Price came forth and shared that they live just to the southwest of this property, and they are
opposed to approval of this proposed subdivision. Mr. Price indicated that one reason they are opposed to

this development is because of run- off and drainage -related concerns. On their own property, they have

about two acres that are unusable because they constantly stay wet and never dry out, even in the summer. 
Mrs. Price shared that she has concerns about the SF - 10 designation, as she wonders what will happen if it

turns out that the developer ends up not being able to financially afford to do this. She believes that it could
end up that homes will be allowed to be built on 10, 000 square foot lots, and that is why she has an issue
with this. 

Cody Barrick
5459 S. FM -549

Rockwall, TX

Mr. Barrick came forth and expressed that he and his wife live on 12. 5 acres adjacent to this property, and

their property is utilized for equestrian activities. He went on to share that he has density -related concerns, 
especially relative to the existing, surrounding area. He appreciates the city council and developer

encouraging and participating in negotiations with surrounding land owners. He is happy to see the proposed
trees and berms, and he appreciates a cul- de- sac being incorporated over near his property. He would also
like to see one additional cul- de- sac added back into the plan. 

Susan Langdon

5050 Bear Claw Lane

Rockwall, TX

Ms. Langdon came forth and thanked Council, expressing that she recognizes Council will need to make a

decision this evening, and she knows that not everyone will be happy with whatever decision is made. She
stated that the city' s " Consent Agenda" this evening collectively had 740 new households on it, and this
particular property has 384 new ones. She acknowledges that a lot of new development is going on within

the city. She hopes the Council will support neighbors who want to see larger half and one acre lots. She
generally expressed gratitude for the developer working with the existing, surrounding land / homeowners

to come to an agreeable compromise. She is in support of this request at this time and will appreciate seeing

less ' postage stamp' type homes and developments in the future. 

Tim McCallum

5140 Standing Oak
Rockwall, TX

Mr. McCallum came forth and shared that he is a former city council member, and he is the current President

of the Oaks of Buffalo Way subdivision. Mr. McCallum shared that the city previously annexed this property
so that it could have input regarding what would end up being developed on this land. Mr. McCallum shared
that the developer' s original proposal was generally not acceptable to the surrounding neighbors. The

developer then went back and worked with the community/ the neighbors, and he re -worked the plan and
what he was proposing. What resulted is notably lower density — less homes, on larger lots, with larger home
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sizes. He believes that what is being proposed now is much more in- line with existing, surrounding residential
homes. He then made comments about the proposed lot sizes, configuration of the proposed lots, and the

location of the proposed cul- de- sacs. He believes that this proposal is likely the best that the neighbors will

ever get on this particular piece of property. They started out with a proposal for more than 700 homes, and
this current proposal is for less than 400 homes. He thanked the developer for working with the neighbors, 

revising his plan, and putting forth a proposal that is much better for everyone. 

Mr. Bob Wacker

309 Featherstone

Rockwall, TX

Mr. Wacker shared that the previous developer had asked him to take his drone and a photo stick and take

photos of the effect of a berm. He indicated that berms are really effective and can really work well for
properties. 

There being no one else wishing to come forth and speak, Mayor Fowler then closed the Public Hearing. 

Councilmember Jorif asked for clarification on why the developer was originally asked by staff to remove the
proposed cul- de- sacs. Mr. Miller went on to share numerous reasons why the city has generally moved away

from incorporating cul-de- sacs into residential developments. Jorif asked who is footing the bill related to
construction of water and sewer infrastructure. The applicant indicated that he ( the developer) is paying

those costs. Jorif acknowledged that the estimated completion of TXDOT' s SH -205 roadway improvements

will coincide well with the estimated timeline associated with when the homes will actually be built. 

Councilmember Daniels asked for the city' s current standards to be honored as far as ' density' is concerned. 
Mr. Miller went on to share that the applicant is meeting those standards, and the density does conform to

the city' s 2040 Comprehensive Development Plan. Mr. Miller explained what a " Planned Development" is
and how it stipulates the minimum lot sizes and how those are tied to the developer's concept plan, 

indicating that the developer can always built larger lots/ larger homes, but he cannot ever build smaller ones. 
Councilmember Daniels shared that he understands the surrounding neighbors want as much open space as

possible and that there is a lot of opposition. He pointed out that the developer started out proposing many

more homes, and they are now proposing under 400 homes. He encouraged those in opposition to look into
the future and consider what else neighbors could possibly end up with if a different developer perhaps came
in and was not willing to work with surrounding property owners to compromise and put forth a proposal
that can be mutually agreed upon. 

Mayor Fowler asked how the city' ties down' a developer' s proposal to ensure that a concept plan is adhered
to, regardless of if the property sells and changes hands from this developer to a different one. Mr. Miller

went on to share how a concept plan that Council approves stays in place, regardless of if the property sells
or if the owner changes his mind and really wants to build something that varies from what Council approves. 
He shared that it is called a' concept plan' because ' engineering work' has not yet been done on it; however, 
it does ' tie down' the number, size, and configuration of the lots. Sometimes, after engineering work is done, 
a developer actually ends up losing lots because they find out it does not work, but they do not gain any lots. 

Mayor Pro Tem Johannesen shared that many of the concerns he read in emails seem to have been discussed
and addressed this evening. Regarding the topic of schools, the school district estimates . 4 students per
rooftop. The city is limited in what it can do related to the roadways and associated traffic concerns, as it is
a TXDOT roadway; however, it sounds like the TXDOT timeline associated with adjacent roadway

improvements ( FM -549 and SH -205) coincides well with the developer' s timeline. Indication was given that

the developer will not be allowed to increase the drainage off of their site or change the drainage patterns. 
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Councilmember Moeller commented that he appreciates everything the developer has done to work with

the neighbors and improve upon what he originally brought forth. Moeller went on to share that he
personally has concerns about the number of small lots being proposed, even still. He wonders if it is possible
to reconfigure the lots in order to further increase lot sizes on some of the smaller ones. Moeller is concerned

that, even though the city' s anti -monotony standards will try and ensure that the look and feel of the homes
varies, there still may be some monotony. He believes that having more anti -monotony on the lot sizes

themselves will enhance the neighborhood. The developer briefly addressed his efforts to incorporate as

much variety as possible. 

Councilmember Macalik commended the developer for listening to the neighbor' s concerns and taking their
concerns into consideration. She understands not everyone will be happy with the decision made this

evening; however, as a whole, the City of Rockwall is going to 'win' with a development like this. She thanked
the developer for addressing the density situation, and she believes that a high- quality product will result. 

Mayor Pro Tem Johannesen moved to approve 22022- 039. Councilmember Daniels seconded the motion.

2. 22022- 040 - Hold a public hearing to discuss and consider a request by Monica Hernandez and Richard Crossley for
the approval of an ordinance for a Specific Use Permit iSUP) for a Guest Quarters/ Secondary Living Unit and

Detached Garage on a 1. 4945 -acre parcel of land identified as Lot 2, Block A, Oaks of Buffalo Way Addition, City of

Rockwall, Rockwall County, Texas, zoned Single -Family Estate 1. 5 ( SFE - 1. 5) District, addressed as 2175 Arrowhead
Court, and take any action necessary ( 1st Reading). 

Planning Director, Ryan Miller, provided background information related to this agenda item. The applicant' s
home is located within the Oaks of Buffalo Way subdivision. He would like to construct a 4, 230 square foot
detached garage/ guest quarters that consists of 3, 480 sq. feet of enclosed space and about 750 square feet
of outdoor living space. He generally explained that the size of the proposal exceeds the city' s current limits
by 2, 790 square feet. So its approval will require that the Council approve a Specific Use Permit. He went on
to point out that the original drawings for this case included not only a living area but also a kitchen and

bathroom. So staff requested an updated floor plan removing the kitchen, but the applicant has not provided

that so far. Staff found only two structures of this kind within the subdivision that are in excess of 1, 000
square feet with the largest being 1, 886 square feet ( which is right next door to this applicant' s property).

The city' s Planning & Zoning Commission did unanimously recommend denial of this case. So, any approval
of this case by the City Council this evening will require a %, super majority vote of Council in order for it to

be approved ( 6 of the 7 council members must vote in favor). Nineteen notices were sent out to property

owners / residents within 500' of the subject property. Three were received back in favor, and one was
received back in opposition. In addition, the one HOA was also notified. 

Mayor Fowler called for the applicant, Monica Hernandez. Ms. Hernandez shared that she is speaking on

behalf of the applicant, who is willing to remove the kitchen area. She explained he wants to construct this
structure in order to house his various cars ( essentially it will be utilized as a garage, not as a' secondary living
quarters'). 

Mayor Fowler opened the public hearing, asking if anyone would like to come forth and speak. The owner
then came forth and provided comments to Council regarding his proposed, detached garage. He stated that
there are other, existing homes in the neighborhood who also have large, detached structures that actually
do have dwelling units inside of them. He understands that what he is proposing is large, but a good deal of
the square footage is for a grilling area. He prefers to not remove the grilling area. His neighbor' s structure is
about 2, 000 square feet, and it has a bathroom in it. His neighbor does not utilize his for a' dwelling unit'— it

actually only contains cars too. 

Mayor Fowler asked if anyone wants to speak during this public hearing. 

Jack Livingston

Mr. Livingston came forth and shared that he is the next door neighbor of the applicant, and he has a 2k
square foot garage that actually has a bathroom in it. He uses it for a garage also, and he is in favor of Council
approving this request this evening, as he believes it is good for the neighborhood and will help the values. 

Councilmember Jorif asked for clarification regarding the size of the proposed structure and how that
compares to what the city' s standards allow as far as detached garages/ secondary living quarters are
concerned. Mr. Miller answered those questions. 

The applicant came forth again and shared that he is willing to remove the proposed bathroom. Also, the
HOA that oversees his subdivision did approve this proposed structure last December. He went on to show
the Council an updated drawing that shows a proposal with the bathroom having been removed. The

applicant reiterated that there are many' secondary structures' in existence within this same subdivision that

are also extremely large, and he has come with photos and address information of those other structures
too. 

General discussion ensued pertaining to the proposed size of the structure, including other existing
secondary' structures in existence within the neighborhood. Councilmember Campbell asked for clarification

on the research staff has done related to other, existing secondary structures. Mr. Miller shared that staff

found two accessory structures larger than 1, 000 square feet — one of which is located on the neighbor' s

property. Mr. Miller went on to share that this subdivision used to be located outside of the city limits, but
it was subsequently annexed. So, prior to annexation, it was not subject to city requirements. The applicant
reiterated that he really desires to have this garage approved, and he cannot make it any smaller because
then it would not fit all of his cars. 
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Following the additional discussion, Councilmember Jorif moved to deny Z2022- 040. Councilmember Macalik
seconded the motion, which passed by a vote of 6 ayes with 1 against (Campbell).

Rockwall, Rockwall County, Texas, zoned Commercial ( C) District, situated within the IH -30 Overlay ( IH -30 OV) 
District, generally located near the terminus of Fit Sport Life Boulevard, and take any action necessary ( 1st Reading). 

Planning Director Ryan Miller provided background information related to this agenda item. The applicant is
seeking approval of a Specific Use Permit ( SUP) for a Golf Driving Range on an 7. 955 -acre tract of land being
portions of a larger 18. 131 -acre tract of land and a 12.868 -acre tract of land. The applicant' s proposal includes

construction of an — 74, 500 SF, three- story entertainment venue that will consist of Commercial Indoor

Amusement, Restaurants, Banquet Facility/ Event Hall, and a Golf Driving Range. He went on to explain that

notices were sent out to 12 property owners and residents located within 500' of the property. The city has
not received any notice replies in return. The Planning & Zoning Commission did recommend approval of this

SUP by a vote of 6 to 0 (Welch having been absent).

4. Z2022- 042 - Hold a public hearing to discuss and consider a request by Bowen Hendrix of DuWest Realty, LLC for the
approval of an ordinance for a Specific Use Permit (SUP) for a Restaurant with 2,000 SF or more with a Drive -Through

or Drive -In on an 8. 684 -acre portion of a larger 36. 428 -acre tract of land identified as Tract 3 of the S. King Survey, 

Abstract No. 131, City of Rockwall, Rockwall County, Texas, being zoned Planned Development District 70 ( PD -70) 
for limited General Retail ( GR) District land uses, situated within the North SH -205 Overlay ( N. SH -205 OV) District, 

generally located at the northeast corner of the intersection of E. Quail Run Road and N. Goliad Street [ SH -205], and
take any action necessary ( 1st Reading). 

Planning Director, Ryan Miller provided background information related to this agenda item. This is located
near the northeast intersection of SH -205 and Quail Run next to the existing CVS. This is part of a mixed use

Planned Development District that allows for limited General Retail District land uses. Back in January of

2022, the applicant had come forth with a PD Development Plan showing how this property would lay out. 

They were proposing two 10, 000 sq. foot restaurant/ retail buildings, one 5, 400 square foot retail building
and one 4, 000 square foot drive- thru restaurant. The applicant is now asking for an SUP to establish a 2, 325

square foot restaurant with drive- thru. He went on to explain stipulations associated with this proposed land

use, according to the city' s Unified Development Code. ( 1) drive- thru lane cannot have access from a

residential street; (2) additional screening is required next to the drive- thru lane, and ( 3) a minimum stacking
of 6 vehicles is required. The applicant' s concept plan does conform to these requirements. Mr. Miller went
on to share that this site is located more than 580' from the closest residential to the north and more than

1, 000' from the closest residential to the east. The City' s Planning & Zoning Commission has recommended

approval of this request by a vote of 6- 0 ( Welch was absent). Approval of this SUP is discretionary on the part
of Council. In addition, staff sent out seventy- four notifications to property owners located within 500' of the
subject property. Staff received twelve notices back in opposition and one back in favor. In addition, several
nearby HOAs were also notified. 

Mayor Fowler opened the public hearing. The applicant was invited to come forth but did not do so, indicating
he will answer any questions should they arise. 

Michael Podina

Mr. Podina shared that he is one of the property owners located within 500' of this proposal. He has concerns
about trash that may end up in one of the two nearby ponds, as a lot of trash is already generated from the
existing, nearby Kroger. He is also concerned about the increase in traffic that will likely occur. He suspects
this restaurant may end up being a Chipotle. He does not consider that to be ' high quality,' and for these
reasons he is opposed to this request being approved.

Mr. Wacker came forth and commented on past flood plain studies that have been done on this property. He

would like to see a final flood plan study conducted and approved on this piece of property. He went on to
comment on the existing two-lane road, indicating that this intersection is horrible. He wants a traffic study

to be done by TXDOT, especially because the more development that occurs in this area, the more traffic will

result. He is waiting for an answer from TXDOT on if they are willing to conduct a traffic study on this area or

not. He believes that existing roadways, including Quail Run, are totally inadequate to accommodate this and
other developments. 

The applicant then came forth and addressed the Council. 

There being no one else wishing to come forth, Mayor Fowler closed the public hearing.

The applicant spoke about the various concerns that speakers expressed this evening, including committing

to stay on top of cleaning up any trash on a regular basis, even weekly if necessary. The retention ponds are

HOA property, so they cannot maintain those. Related to traffic, he hopes that TXDOT will address those
concerns as soon as possible. The size of the restaurant, which is proposed to be a Chipotle, is nicer than

some other restaurants, and the traffic that will be generated is less than, say, the Chick- fil-A nearby. 

Following his brief comments, Mayor Pro Tem Johannesen asked staff to comment on the floodplain study. 
Ms. Williams, City Engineer, provided clarification — sharing that the flood study cannot be approved until

the grading plan has been submitted and approved. The applicant shared that he hopes to have that grading

plan submitted to the city for approval sometime this week. 

Mayor Fowler wonders whether or not a restaurant goes in, and — as a result — it generates additional traffic; 

or, if a restaurant decides to go in because of the traffic that is already in existence. 

Some additional, brief comments transpired related to the floodplain study that will be forthcoming. 

Councilmember Daniels then moved to approve Z2022- 042. Councilmember Campbell seconded the motion.

09, Tree Preservation, of the Unified Development Code ( UDC) [ Ordinance No. 20- 02], and take any action necessary

1st Reading). 

Planning Director, Ryan Miller, provided brief, introductory comments pertaining to this agenda item. Public
notice on this case was given, as required by law. In addition, the city' s P& Z Commission did review this, and

they recommended approval by a vote of 6- 0. He then deferred to the city' s Parks Director, Travis Sales, to
speak in greater detail about this agenda item. Mr. Sales expressed that these changes will make it a much

better ordinance. Hackberry trees will no longer be protected. Eastern Red Cedars will be clarified for " cedar
trees." In addition, 8' tall and greater cedars will be protected moving forward ( instead of 11' caliper trees or

greater being protected). Also, the replacement will be one, 4" caliper tree for every eight -foot tall cedar. In
addition, tree surveys will be conducted by a landscape architect, an ISA certified arborist, or a horticulturist. 

Related to utility clearance pruning, the city will be able to rank those as a ' non protected' tree, depending
on what' s left after a pruning cycle. Tree surveys are being updated to also require species, caliper inch and
a' health rating' to be specified. Pruning standards are also being specified, as well as nursery stock standards. 
These changes will add some additional staff time for the Parks Director when doing plan reviews, but it will

result in a much better document for both the city and developers. 

Mayor Fowler opened the public hearing, asking if anyone would like to come forth and speak at this time. 
There being no one indicating such, he then closed the Public Hearing. 

Mayor Fowler made a motion to approve 22022- 043. Councilmember Campbell seconded the motion. The

XII. ACTION ITEMS

1. P2022- 040 - Discuss and consider a request by Harold Fetty of HD Fetty Land Surveyor, LLC on behalf of Felipe Garcia
for the approval of a Final Plat for Lots 1, 2, & 3, Block A, Garcia - Herrera Addition being a 11. 13 -acre tract of land

identified as Tract 8- 02 of the Johnson Survey, Abstract No. 129, Rockwall County, Texas, situated within the City of
Rockwall' s Extraterritorial Jurisdiction ( ETJ), addressed as 675 Linda Lane, and take any action necessary. 

Planning Director, Ryan Miller, provided background information related to this agenda item. The applicant
is requesting the approval of a Final Plat of an 11. 13 -acre tract of land ( i. e. Tract 8-02 of the Johnson Survey, 
Abstract No. 129) for the purpose of creating three ( 3) lots ( i. e. Lots 1- 3, Block A, Garcia -Herrera Addition). 

The applicant is also requesting an exception under Subsection D, Exception Requests, of Exhibit ' A' of the
Interim Interlocal Agreement By and Between the City of Rockwall and Rockwall County. Staff sent this
proposal to Rockwall County for comment, and — at that time — the applicant was proposing 103. 76' of

frontage, and the County was opposed to the 103'. So, the applicant increased the frontage to 130'. Staff has
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sent the revised proposal to the County; however, a response has not yet been received. Due to the ' shot
clock/ though, the city is having to bring this forth at this time for consideration. 

According to Subsection C. 2, Minimum Lot Frontage on a Street, of the agreement, the minimum lot frontage
for a lot that is greater than one ( 1) acre but less than three ( 3) acres is 150 -feet. In this case, Lot 2 originally

showed 103. 76 -feet of frontage, which is 46. 24 -feet less than the requirement. Staff contacted the applicant, 

and the applicant stated that they cannot increase the size of the lot greater than 130 -feet due to the existing
layout of the buildings; however, the applicant stated that he would revise the plat to show 130 -feet. This

would still be 20 -feet less than the requirement. Staff has not received these revisions depicting this change, 

but has made this a conditional of approval in the Conditions of Approval section of this case memo. Staff

should note that the requested exception does not meet the Administrative Exemptions requirements of

Subsection D. 1 and must be approved by the City Council per Subsection D. 2, of the Interim Interlocal

Agreement By and Between the City of Rockwall and Rockwall County. Staff should also point out that the
three lots directly across the street from this property are 100' in width. So this will be 30' larger. Approval
of these requests and associated variances are discretionary on the part of Council. On September 13, 2022, 

the Planning and Zoning Commission did recommend approval of this Final Plat by a vote of 6- 0, with
Commissioner Welch being absent. 

Councilmember Macalik then moved to approve P2022- 040. Councilmember Jorif seconded the motion, 

which passed by a vote of 7 ayes to 0 nays. 

2. SP2022- 044 - Discuss and consider a request by Bob Pruett of Urban Structure on behalf of Garrett Poindexter
of Cambridge Properties, LLC for the approval of an Exception to the building height in conjunction with an

approved site plan for a Mini -Warehouse Facility on a 3. 682 -acre tract of land being a portion of a larger 7. 154 - 
acre tract of land identified as Tract 3 of the J. M. Allen Survey, Abstract No. 2, City of Rockwall, Rockwall County, 
Texas, zoned Planned Development District 10 ( PD -10) for Commercial ( C) District land uses, situated within the

SH -205 By -Pass Overlay ( SH -205 BY -OV) District and the SH -276 Overlay ( SH - 276 OV) District, situated at the
southeast corner of the intersection of John King Boulevard and Discovery Boulevard, and take any action

necessary. 

Planning Director, Ryan Miller provided background information on this agenda item. The applicant, Bob
Pruett of Urban Structure, is requesting the approval of an exception for a three ( 3) story storage facility on
a 3. 682 -acre tract of land being a portion of a larger 7. 154 -acre tract of land situated at the southeast corner
of the intersection of John King Boulevard and Discovery Boulevard. The applicant' s Site Plan and Building
Elevations indicate that Building A will be three (3) stories and 42 -feet in height. On September 13, 2022, the
Planning and Zoning Commission approved the exception along with the Site Plan, and recommended
approval of the exception to Building Height in the Conditional Land Use Standards, by a vote of 6- 0, ( with
Commissioner Welch absent). Requests for exceptions are discretionary decisions for both the Planning and

Zoning Commission and City Council. Staff should note that a supermajority vote ( e. g. six [ 6] out of the seven
7] council members) -- with a minimum of four ( 4) votes in the affirmative -- is required for the approval of

this exception. 

Mayor Fowler asked staff to move forward with a text amendment that will allow things like this to be heard

and approved administratively by the P& Z Commission. However, he understands that Council will still need
to approve the building height exception this evening. 

Mr. Miller answered questions of Councilmember Jorif related to what the adjacent properties are zoned as

and what exists on those and/ or what will exist on those in the future (" light industrially" zoned properties

on which two warehouse distribution centers will go in; plus, a vacant property followed by Discovery

Boulevard and then the Rockwall Downes subdivision). This is directly across from existing apartments. 
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Councilmember Moeller then moved to approve SP2022- 044. Councilmember Jorif seconded the motion, 

which passed by a vote of 7 ayes to 0 nays. 

3. Discuss and consider approval of an ordinance amending the budget for fiscal year 2022, and
take any action necessary. 

Mrs. Smith, City Manager, provided brief comments related to this agenda item. Mayor Pro Tem Johannesen
moved to approve the ordinance. Councilmember Macalik seconded the motion. The ordinance was read as

Councilmember Jorif moved to approve the Rockwall Tech Park Association budget for FY2023 and the
amended budget for FY2022. Mayor Fowler seconded the motion, which passed unanimously of Council ( 7- 
0). 

7. Discuss and consider approval of an ordinance levying ad valorem taxes for the tax year 2022, and take any action

necessary. 

Mrs. Smith shared that this tax rate is the lowest tax rate the City of Rockwall has ever had in the history of

tax rates having been recorded.

Sedric Thomas, Chairman of the city' s P& Z Commission came forth and briefed the Council on
recommendations of the Commission regarding planning -related items on tonight' s agenda. The
Council took no action following Mr. Thomas' comments. 

2. Appointment with representatives of the Rockwall Breakfast Rotary Club to make a brief presentation

concerning a financial donation related to the purchase of an American Flag for the 190' flagpole, generally
located at between Laguna Drive and Horizon Rd./ Village Rd. near IH -30. 

Mayor Fowler made brief comments regarding this agenda item. They City has established a
fund for the flag project where citizens, organizations, or businesses can donate to the upkeep
of the flags that are on the 190' flagpole that was recently installed. These flags are very

expensive. The City has of course budgeted for these expenses, but it would be nice to get to
the point where they there are enough funds in that account to where it is self -generating. 
These funds are only going towards the maintenance/ replacement of the American flag only. 

Mr. Herman Hudson, President of the Rockwall Breakfast Rotary Club, and Bill Bricker the club' s

Treasurer came forth and gave a brief presentation concerning their $7, 500 financial donation

to the City of Rockwall. Again, this donation is for the maintenance of an American Flag for the
190' flagpole, located at between Laguna Drive and Horizon Rd./ Village Rd. near IH -30. Council
took no formal action related to this agenda item and thanked the Rotary Club for its generous
donation. 

X. PUBLIC HEARING ITEMS

Planning Director, Ryan Miller provided background information related to this agenda item. 
On September 6, 2022, the City Council directed staff to make changes to the qualification
requirements for appointments to the Historic Preservation Advisory Board ( HPAB). In response

to this direction, staff has prepared an amendment that will remove the requirement that the

HPAB' s membership consist of: [ 1] an architect, planner or representative of a design

profession, [ 2] a member of the Rockwall County Historical Foundation, [ 3] a general contractor, 

4] an owner of property within a historic district, and [ 5] three citizens of Rockwall interested
in historic preservation. In addition, staff has removed the HPAB and Architectural Review

Board' s ( ARB) organizational requirements from Article 02, Development Review Authority, of

the Unified Development Code ( UDC) and placed them into Article III, Boards, Commissions, 
Committees, of Chapter 2, Administration, of the Municipal Code of Ordinances. A redlined

copy of the proposed changes along with a draft ordinance has been provided in tonight' s
informational meeting packet. In accordance with Section 02. 04( 8) of Article 11 " Development
Applications and Review Procedures" of the Unified Development Code ( UDC), staff brought the
proposed text amendment to the Planning and Zoning Commission for a recommendation to

the City Council, and on October 11, 2022 the P& Z Commission approved a motion to
recommend approval by a vote of 5- 0 (with Commissioners Womble and Deckard having been
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absent). In addition, staff sent out a 15 -day notice to the Rockwall Herald Banner in accordance
with all applicable state laws and Section 02. 03( A)( 3) of Article 11, Development Applications

and Review Procedures, of the Unified Development Code ( UDC). 

Z2022- 045 - Hold a public hearing to discuss and consider a request by Tony Trammel for the approval of

an ordinance for a Specific Use Permit SUP allowing Solar Panels exceeding 1, 000 SF of coverage on a
residential home situated on a 0. 1947 -acre parcel of land identified as Lot 20, Block D, Lynden Park Estates

Subdivision, Phase 3, City of Rockwall, Rockwall County, Texas, zoned Planned Development District 17 ( PD - 

17) for Single Family 7 ( SF - 7) District land uses, addressed as 125 Lanshire Drive, and take any action

necessary ( 1st Reading). 

Planning Director, Ryan Miller provided background information related to this agenda item. 
Mr. Miller stated the following: The subject property is located at 125 Lanshire Drive. It' s in the

Lynden Park subdivision currently zoned single- family 7 district. The applicant is requesting an

SUP for the purpose of allowing solar panels in excess of 1000 square feet on the roof of the
existing single- family home. Specifically, the applicant is proposing to install 1, 150 square feet
of solar panels on the roof. According to the city' s Unified Development Code, there are a
certain set of rules with regards to solar panels that allow them by right, and one of the

requirements is that they must not exceed 1000 square feet. But the code does go on to give

the City Council the ability to review these on a case- by- case basis through a specific use permit
process. In this case, the applicant' s request does meet all of the criteria with the exception of

it exceeding the maximum limit by 150 square feet. The Planning & Zoning department did look
at the subdivision, and there are multiple houses with solar panels. One of these houses does

have solar panels in excess of 1000 square feet, and those were actually installed in 2018. Staff

sent 162 notices out to property owners and residents located within 500' of the subject

property on September 28. Also notified was the Lyden Park Homeowners Association. This case
was brought to the P& Z Commission on October 11, and they voted five to zero to recommend

approval to the City Council with Commissioners Womble and Deckard being absent. As a note, 
the Planning and Zoning Commission did ask staff to review the solar ordinance compared to
other cities and bring back recommendations to the Planning and Zoning Commission. Staff is
currently working to review Rockwall' s regulations against other cities. 

The applicant, Mr. Trammel came up to the podium to answer any questions the City Council
might have. 

Councilmember Moeller stated the solar panels are fine. He doesn' t have a problem with them, 

except for the appearance of them on the front of a house. He asked the applicant if he would

consider just removing those panels in the front of the home. The applicant stated he would, 
but the reason for the panels on the front of the house is they are 150 square feet over because

they are trying to obtain 100% offset. They usually don' t try to put them on the front of a house, 

but rather they try to keep them as hidden as possible. Sometimes, however, keeping them off
the front of a home is just not possible when the main goal is attaining 100% offset, which means

no electricity bill and no solar bill. If they are removed from the front of the home, he would
probably only get a 65% offset, so he explained that he' d still be paying two bills. 

Councilmember Moeller generally gave indication that he cannot support this request. 

Mayor Fowler asked Mr. Miller if there is anything in the ordinance that prevents or dictates
where solar panels are located. Mr. Miller stated there' s nothing that specifically addresses that

issue. It deals mostly with the glare and how far they can protrude from the roof's surface. With
that being said, though, staff believes the purpose of the 1, 000 square foot limitation is likely
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to allow for only the sides and the back of a home to have solar panels placed on it, but the
ordinance, as written, doesn' t explicitly state that. Mayor Fowler then commented it' ll be
interesting to see what other cities are doing regarding solar panels. 

Councilmember Campbell stated that it does saturate the roof of the house. He asked the

applicant if there is any way that take off 100 sq. ft. of the panels. He wonders what effect this
would have. Mr. Trammel indicated they typically try to get about 120% offset, but this one is

right at 100%. He explained that if one panel is omitted, then he' s already decreasing the desired
offset. 

Councilmember Daniels asked Mr. Miller to explain how it came to be that our ordinance limits
solar panels to 1000 feet. He wonders if it matters what size the house is. Mr. Miller indicated
the belief that the 1, 000 square foot limitation was probably derived at in an attempt to
regulate placement to only the sides and back of a home. He clarified that the ordinance does
not make any allotments regarding the size of the home. It' s1000 square feet for residential
structures, across the board, regardless of the size of the home. 

Councilmember Macalik commented that she is in the real estate business. She indicated that

during any future resale of the home, depending on how the solar panels are funded ( i. e. a lease
perhaps), it can sometimes pose problems when trying to sell the house. 

Regarding the anticipated 100% offset of the electric bill( s), Councilmember Jorif asked if they

are they going to be selling back any electricity. The applicant stated yes — they will be selling

back one- to- one. So as solar panels produce electricity, they monitor the 100% offset, and there

is essentially a buyback program. 

Councilmember Macalik moved to approve Z2022- 045. Councilmember Jorif seconded the

motion. The ordinance caption was then read as follows:

action necessary ( 1st Reading). 

Planning Director, Ryan Miller provided background information related to this agenda item. 
On September 19, 2022, the City Council directed staff to make minor changes to Article 04, 
Permissible Uses, of the Unified Development Code ( UDC) to correct a procedural requirement

associated with the Conditional Land Use Standards for the Mini -Warehouse land use. 

Specifically, the Conditional Land Use Standards state, "( o) nly single -story units are allowed; 

however, no multistory buildings will be permitted unless an exception is approved by the
Planning and Zoning Commission and City Council." Staff has changed this to only require

approval by the Planning and Zoning Commission, as this is a technical requirement. In addition, 
the Conditional Land Use Standards also state, "( n) o direct access from FM -7401 SH -205, SH -66, 
SH - 276, FM -3097, FM - 552, FM - 549 and John King Boulevard. The City Council may consider

granting direct access from the above- mentioned roadways after review and determination of
the availability to the specific property." This has also been changed to be an approval of the

P& Z Commission. Staff noted that in 2019 the City Council directed staff to remove the City

Council as the approving body for variances and exceptions relating to the technical standards
associated with site plans. This was done in favor of allowing the P& Z Commission to be the

approving body, with the City Council acting as an appeals board. These two (2) references were
overlooked when staff made the changes to the Unified Development Code ( UDC) under Case

No. 22019- 016. In addition, staff has identified a conflict between Subsection 04. 02, Dumping, 

Excavating or Filling Floodplain, of Article 04, Permissible Uses, of the Unified Development
Code ( UDC) and the Engineering Standards of Design and Construction. Specifically, Subsection
04. 02 states: Any dump, excavation, storage or filling operation within that portion of a district
having a floodplain designation shall require a permit, which must be approved by the City
Council, before such operation has is begun. However, if those operations in the floodplain were

specifically approved as part of a site plan approval by the City Council, then a permit may be
issued by the City Engineer. Staff is suggesting that Council consider rewording this section as
follows: Any dumping, excavation, storage or filling operation on any property within any
district having a floodplain designation or that is within a creek or drain way shall require a
permit from the City Engineer prior to the commencement of such activity. 

If the changes to Subsection 04. 02 are approved, this would bring the two ( 2) documents ( i. e. 

the Engineering Standards of Design and Construction Manual and the UDC) into agreement. A
redlined copy of the proposed changes along with a draft ordinance have been provided to
council in tonight' s meeting packet. In accordance with Section 02. 04( B) of Article 11, 

Development Applications and Review Procedures, of the Unified Development Code ( UDC), 

staff brought the proposed text amendment to the P& Z Commission for a recommendation to

the City Council, and on October 11, 2022 the P& Z Commission approved a motion to
recommend approval by a vote of 5- 0 (with Commissioners Womble and Deckard being absent). 
In addition, staff sent out a 15 -day notice to the Rockwall Herald Banner in accordance with all
applicable state laws and Section 02. 03( A)(3) of Article 11, Development Applications and

Review Procedures, of the Unified Development Code ( UDC). 

Councilmember Daniels moved to approve Z2022- 046. Mayor Pro Tem Johannesen seconded

the motion. The ordinance caption was then read as follows:

Tonight' s action by
Council will not actually result in issuing anything. It just puts an ad in the paper. The $ 85 million
authorization will come at a later time. At this point, nothing in the past bond election was
associated with the widening of North Goliad. The City continues to work with the state and

the county to try to move that project along. Mayor Fowler restated that the bond that was
voted on in 2018 was for residential streets only. It was a City bond. Mrs. Smith generally

indicated that the city continues to work with the County and the State regarding N. Goliad. 

Mayor Pro Tem Johannesen made a motion to adopt the resolution and direct the publication

of a notice of intent to issue combination tax and revenue certificates of obligation. 

Councilmember Jorif seconded the motion. The motion to approve passed unanimously by a

vote of 7 ayes to 0 nays.

however, there will be a bathroom, which is one element of a dwelling unit qualifying this request as a

and occupants within 500 - feet of the subject property. Staff also sent a notice to the Stoney Hollow

Planning & Zoning Commission met and reviewed this case and has made a recommendation to deny this



request. In addition, a super majority vote of Council is required in order for this case to receive approval

from Council this evening.

Mr. Miller provided background information concerning this agenda item. The location is along IH -30 ( on
the South side) just to the East of IH - 30 and Corporate Crossing ( SH -549). On February 3, 2020, the City

Council approved Ordinance No. 20-01( S- 212) allowing outside storage of trailers for Big -Tex Trailers on
the subject property at 2260 E. IH -30. This Specific Use Permit ( SUP) was an extension of a previously
granted SUP that was originally adopted on August 4, 2008, extended on April 1, 2011 and April 7, 2014, 
and amended on February 14, 2017. A case memo for (previous) Case Z2019- 027 has been provided to
Council in tonight' s meeting packet for a complete history of the subject property. As with the previous
ordinances, Ordinance No. 20- 01 included an operational condition that stated the following: The Specific

Use Permit ( SUP) shall be valid for a period of three ( 3) years from the date of the approval of this

ordinance. If an extension of the SUP is necessary, the owner shall submit a request in writing to staff no
less than 90 days prior to the expiration of the SUP. Upon receipt of the request, the City Council shall

review the SUP and determine if an extension of the SUP is permitted based on the development of FM - 

549 and the IH -30 overpass construction and/ or other development activity in the area. 

In accordance with this operational condition, the property owner -- Raymond Jowers of Jowers, Inc. -- 

submitted a development application and letter on October 28, 2022 requesting to extend the Specific

Use Permit ( SUP). Based on this request, staff is bringing the case forward to the City Council for
consideration of an extension. Staff noted that there are currently three ( 3) projects that have been

approved on adjacent properties in the area. These include: [ 1] a sports complex ( i. e. Fit Sport Life), which

is currently under construction; [ 2] a Golf Driving Range ( i. e. the Texas Wedge), which was granted a

Specific Use Permit ( SUP) on October 3, 2022; and [ 3] two ( 2) Warehouse/ Distribution Facilities off Data

Drive, which are currently nearing completion of civil engineering plans. In addition, since Ordinance No. 
20-01 was approved, the FM -549 overpass construction was completed, and the City has completed the

utility relocations for the IH -30 improvements. The IH -30 project was also let on November 2, 2022. For
the City Council' s reference, staff has included a map showing the subject property in relation to the
location of each of these projects. Should the City Council choose to grant the extension of the Specific

Use Permit ( SUP) for a period not to exceed three ( 3) years, no additional approvals or process will be

necessary. If the City Council chooses to extend the Specific Use Permit (SUP) for a period in excess of
three ( 3) years, staff will be required to advertise the case in accordance with the requirements of the

Unified Development Code ( UDC) and bring a revised ordinance forward to the Planning and Zoning and
City Council for public hearing and action. If the City Council chooses not to grant the extension request, 
the Specific Use Permit ( SUP) will expire in accordance with the operational conditions contained in
Ordinance No. 20- 01, and all outside storage activities on the site will be required to cease. 



Mayor Fowler then called forth the applicant to speak.

Applicant' s representative ( from " Big -Tex Trailers" but name was indistinguishable) 
A St. Louis, MO address was given. 

The applicant and his representative came forth and shared that they have been at this location since

2008. Also, the Big -Tex company has 63 retail locations nationwide and six manufacturing facilities. In
addition to manufacturing and selling trailers, they also now' up- fit' and enhance trucks ( a business within

Big Tex named " Truck Fitters"). The representative expressed that having an SUP granted for only three

years is concerning to him and his employees, so they would really prefer to be able to obtain an SUP for
a longer period of time if that is possible. 

Councilmember Daniels asked for clarification regarding alternatives to granting the requested extension. 

Mr. Miller shared that the Council can grant up to a three- year extension. Anything more than 3 years
would require the applicant to have to go back through the SUP process because it would be considered

more of a substantial change. In addition, they would have to change the outside storage associated with

their current SUP. They will potentially need to come back once every three years to re -up the SUP. 
Clarification was given regarding changing the current draft ordinance and what would necessitate the
applicant having to go back through the entire SUP process ( or not). Questions and answers ensued

pertaining to the existing ordinance ( Ord. 20- 01, S- 212) that is in place, specifically related to possible

screening requirements associated with this property on the SUP that' s currently in place. Mr. Miller
shared that, although screening requirements were mentioned in a memo associated with a previous SUP

case for Big -Tex, that verbiage did not actually make it into the language of that previously adopted SUP
ordinance ( that council is now being asked to consider extending). 

Following additional discussion, Councilmember Daniels moved to approve Z2019-027. Councilmember
Macalik seconded the motion. Additional dialogue ensued between Councilmembers and the applicant, 

and the motion to approve eventually passed by a vote of 7 ayes to 0 nays. 

2. MIS2022- 023 - Discuss and consider a request by Patricia Mejia on behalf of the Children' s Advocacy Center of

Rockwall County for the approval of a Miscellaneous Case for an Exception to the Street Improvement
Requirements contained in the Municipal Code of Ordinances for a 7. 497 -acre tract of land identified as Tract

68 of the R. Ballard Survey, Abstract No. 29, City of Rockwall, Rockwall County, Texas, zoned Light Industrial

LI) District, generally located northwest of the curve connecting Airport Road and E. Washington Street, and
take any action necessary. 

Mr. Miller, Planning Director, provided background information pertaining to this agenda item. This

property is currently vacant, and the applicant is requesting exceptions to the city' s current street
improvement -related requirements. The applicant plans to build and establish a 31, 500 square foot

service provider type facility at this location. According to the applicant, adhering to the city' s

requirements will result in an unnecessary hardship on the part of the applicant. 

Based on this requirement, the President and CEO of the CACRC -- Patricia Mejia -- has submitted a letter

requesting an exception to the construction of the roadway and sidewalks for E. Washington Street. The



letter indicates a willingness to provide the necessary right-of-way for the future roadway. So the
applicant is only requesting the exception for the street improvements. As stated in the letter, this
request is predicated on the CACRC' s plans to not take access off of E. Washington Street and to reduce

the costs associated with this street on this Social Service Provider. Based on Section 38- 19 of the

Municipal Code of Ordinances, the City Council has the ability to grant an exception to the street
improvement requirements, as it states, "( w) here in its judgement the public convenience and welfare

will be substantially served and the appropriate use of the neighboring property will not be substantially
injured upon recommendation by the City Planning and Zoning Commission, the City Council may, in
specific cases, at a regular meeting of the City Council, and subject to appropriate conditions and
safeguards, authorize special exceptions to these regulations in order to permit reasonable to these

regulations in order to permit reasonable development and improvement of property where the literal

enforcement of these regulations would result in an unnecessary hardship." In this case, granting this

exception does not appear to change the essential character of the area, nor would it substantially injure

any adjacent properties; however, this request is a discretionary decision for the City Council pending a
recommendation from the Planning and Zoning Commission. Based on this, staff brought the case forward
to the Planning and,, Zoning Commission on November 30, 2022 for a recommendation, and after
deliberation the Planing and Zoning Commission has recommended approval of this request by a vote
of 6- 0. 

Patricia Mejia from the Child Advocacy Center of Rockwall County then came forth and briefly addressed
the Council. She generally expressed that this organization was formed about four years ago, and it is the
only organization of its kind in the County. The organization provides a collaborative response to child
victims of abuse and their non -offending family members. She went on to explain that the Council' s
decision this evening will directly impact whether or not the organization is able to build a facility that is
able to adequately accommodate the volume that is currently being experienced in the County. 

Mayor Pro Tem Johannesen moved to approve MIS2022- 023. Councilmember Campbell seconded the

motion, which passed by a vote of 7 ayes to 0 nays.

southside of E. Washington Street east of the intersection of Park Place Boulevard and E. 

Washington Street, and take any action necessary ( 1st Reading). 

Planning Director Ryan Miller provided background information pertaining to this agenda item. 
The subject property was annexed on February 6, 1961 by Ordinance No. 60-01 [ Case No. A1960- 
001]. According to the City' s historic zoning maps, the subject property has been zoned Light
Industrial ( LI) District since at least January 3, 1972. On July 14, 2000, the City Council approved
a final plat for a portion of this property ( i.e. 7. 409 -acres), establishing it as Lot 1, Block 1, 

Indalloy Addition by Case No. PZ2000- 055- 01. On November 19, 2018, the City Council approved
a change in zoning [ Case No. Z2018- 032; Ordinance No. 18-46] from a Light Industrial ( LI) District
to Planned Development District 87 ( PD -87) for Single- Family 10 ( SF -10) District, General Retail

GR) District, and Light Industrial ( LI) District land uses. On July 15, 2019, the City Council

approved a preliminary plat [ Case No. P2019-026] for the purpose of establishing a lot layout for
a townhome development ( i.e. Park Station, Phase 1). This preliminary plat expired on July 15, 

2020. The subject property is currently vacant with the exception of a private driveway that
connects the property south of the subject property to E. Washington Street. 

The Planing & Zoning Commission originally recommended denial of this request back in August, 
so the applicant withdrew his application at that time, and it was never heard at a previous

council meeting since Council granted his request to withdraw. The applicant more recently
resubmitted his request with substantive changes being included when compared to the original
submittal at that time. 

Mr. Miller went on to share that 70 notices were mailed by staff to property owners and

occupants located within 500 -feet of the subject property.

In

addition, notices were sent out to nearby HOAs, and the city' s Planning & Zoning Commission

has recommended approval of the case by a vote of 4 in favor with 3 against with Commissioners

Womble, Deckard and Thomas dissenting.

property was originally purchased in case it was needed for future expansion of the plant. It, 
however, ended up not being needed for expansion. So around 2017, he began efforts to rezone
the property. He went on to explain how it came to be that Crosspoint Church approached him
wanting to purchase 8 acres ( initially) and then ultimately wanting to purchase the entire tract
15( ish) acres). 

Mayor Fowler then opened the public hearing. 

Jeffrey Mateer

Mr. Mateer came forth and shared that his and his wife' s home is located closest to this piece of

land. He went on to share that he is strongly in favor of this request, and he believes a church is

be best, highest use for this piece of property. He believes this church at this location will be

greatly beneficial to this location and to the community as a whole. He went on to share that he
is a constitutional lawyer with over thirty-two years of legal experience. He served as first

assistant attorney general of Texas from 2016 to 2020 where he oversaw the entire operations
of the Texas Attorney General' s Office. Prior to that, he was in private practice and then worked

for First Liberty Institute, the largest religious liberty law firm in the country. First Liberty has
offered the church its pro bono assistance if this request is denied this evening. He went on to

share various comments about the legal -related ramifications — both state and federally - should

the Council end up denying this request this evening. At the inquiry of Mayor Fowler, Mr. Mateer
confirmed that the church has asked him/ his firm for legal advice. He confirmed that — on a pro

bono basis — his firm is in fact giving the church legal advice. The Pastor shared that he has had
a ZOOM teleconference with Mr. Mateer to seek advice but there is no formal ' engagement' 

between the church and Mr. Mateer' s firm. 

Ronnie Howell

Mr. Howell generally expressed support for the church' s proposed project. He believes this

project is the best of what could otherwise be bad options. He believes the church will be ' good

neighbors' and will listen and try to remedy any concerns, should they arise in the future. Also, 
the developer allowing Park Place to annex the townhomes that will be built into the Park Place
HOA so that the HOA will have a voice regarding those townhomes. 

Dennis Fox

Mr. Fox came forth and shared that his home borders Washington Street. He is an ordained

minister and is very pro -church. He believes that churches are to unite the community, but this

one is dividing the community. He has concerns about the ' blind entry' that is near this area, and
it resulted in a notable traffic accident near this location that he was personally involved in while

on his motorcycle, and he sustained some noteworthy injuries. He has large concerns about 300+ 



cars that will factually be present and will result in concerning, notable traffic backups. He

believes this will take a long time to clear out, multiple times on any given Sunday. He believes
this project will result in unsafe conditions, and the city has an obligation to disapprove anything

they know will create unsafe conditions. He went on to encourage the Council to protect

everyone' s safety and protect the community. He urged the Council to potentially wait and hire
a traffic expert to further evaluate this project. 

Karen Fox

Mrs. Fox came forth and shared that her husband was hit on his motorcycle near this area, and

it was one of the worst days of her life. She found her husband lying flat in a ditch and saw his

motorcycle and parts of it scattered all across the roadway. She passed out some photos of her
husband' s motorcycle accident. She has concerns about several hundred cars being present

during each church service. She has concerns about visibility in and around this property and
Harry Myers Park. With ' safety' having been a reason why the city' s Planning & Zoning

Commission previously voted against approval of this church back in August, she pointed out
that nothing about the roadway and area has changed since that time — safety is still of utmost

concern. She urged Council to think very carefully and clearly as they vote to do the right thing

for the community. She urged that a traffic and roadway study be conducted to really see if this
is a viable, safe option for this property.

Ms. Dubreuil thanked Councilmember Macalik for her service. She went on to share that she

grew up right across from a church that her grandfather built. The church brought a lot of
activities — not only on Sundays but for additional reasons ( weddings, funerals, etc.).

on to share that she does not believe a church at this location is a good idea. Mostly, she is

concerned about safety and the ' blind spots' on the roadway in this area. She is also concerned
about the increased traffic. She told a story about a little boy recently involved in an accident
when he was hit near Washington St. She is also concerned about the impact that will be realized

related to Myers Park. She thanked Council for its time and for all they do for our community. 

Dianna Johnson

Mrs. Johnson came forth, indicating she is speaking for both herself and on behalf of her
husband. She went on to generally explain that she is in opposition of this project ( a church) on
this property. She is a member of First Baptist Church, she grew up here, graduated from

Rockwall High School, and she has seen a lot of growth and changes in the city over time. She

indicated that she would prefer a coffee shop or a nail salon at this location, and she would

probably walk over and use a nail salon from time -to -time. She went on to express that she is
concerned about the hundreds of cars, including where even more cars may park for ' overflow

parking.' She is concerned about the property value of her home and other homes in the Park



Place subdivision. She pointed out that line of cars is already backed up daily related to Dobbs

Elementary School traffic, and a church at this location will just exacerbate the traffic concerns. 
She is against this request this evening. 

Cynthia Olson

Mrs. Olson came forth and shared that she is a Christian, and she loves that she lives in a

community that opens its public (Council) meeting with prayer. She is very disappointed that the
first speaker came forth and essentially threatened the city with a lawsuit. She shared that

Crosspoint is already a large church, and they are planning to build a church to accommodate
750 to 1, 000 people. Also, they will likely make plans for future expansion as well. She has

concerns about 30 minutes being allotted in between Sunday morning church services — she does

not believe this is an adequate timeframe for drivers to come and go in between. She

understands that previous churches expressed interest in this property but were told ` no.' 

Perhaps those previous churches would have been smaller and have less of an impact. She

generally has concern about the increased traffic. In addition, a lot of investment has been made
to Harry Myers Park, including its playground and the disc golf course. She wonders what sort of
negative impact this church may have on that city park. She knows many of her neighbors have
embraced this proposed church project; however, she wonders if we are allowing ` popular

decision' to dictate zoning in this community. She generally spoke in opposition of approval of
this case.

that things like ' light commercial' or ' retail' or ' industrial' meet the vision of the city' s Comp Plan
and of the community. She can think of nothing better to have next door to her home than a

church, especially this one. She generally spoke in favor of this request. 

Joe Rubertino

Mr. Rubertino came forth and shared that he disagrees that this church has already divided the

community. He also disagrees that this project won' t affect those who do not live on St. Thomas
it will affect others who live elsewhere in the Park Place subdivision too. He acknowledged

there will be more traffic. He' s only lived here 2. 5 years, as he just moved here that long ago
from Ohio. He enjoys the lights and kids and ' community' that gathers and creates additional

traffic, lights, and people from nearby ball fields ( including the high school football field on

Friday nights), and he equates a church and all that comes with it to being very similar to that. 

He wishes those who are opposed would try to come together and find some common ground

so that we can all get along. He generally spoke in favor of this church project and its approval
this evening.

Mrs. Mason shared that she has been friends with the pastor and his family for about 20 years. 
She is, without reservation, in favor of this church and its request this evening. She went on to

share examples of other, potential businesses could possibly be built on this tract of land if the

church is not approved and built. She prefers to coexist with the church than any other business

that could otherwise, potentially be built at this location. She generally spoke in favor of

approval of this request.

Mr. Martin came forth and shared that he is the pastor of this church and also a member of the

community. He went on to speak in favor of approval of this request this evening. He went on
to share all the ways that his church is involved in the community, including related to various
non- profit organizations and the police department. He pointed out how much his and other



churches help serve the community and its citizens. He strongly believes the church is the

highest and best use' that can be found for this particular piece of property. He generally urged

the Council to approve this request this evening. 

Bruce Ivey

Mr. Ivey came forth and shared that the church presented that 260 cars per service ( with three
services) are anticipated every Sunday morning. The roadway on Washington is in bad condition. 
The Park Place HOA Board of Directors sent a letter to the City Council; however, that letter was

not voted on by the residents who actually live in the subdivision. He went on to share that Jean

Conway, who serves on the city' s Planning & Zoning Commission, is a spouse to a man who sits

on the Park Place HOA Board. He therefore believes Mrs. Conway should have recused herself
from voting on this case when it went before the P& Z Commission. He has no problem with

churches, in general, but he believes there will be bumper -to -bumper traffic. He believes that

the traffic will end up driving down Park Place Blvd., and he is not in favor of this. He attends a

large church elsewhere in the community. He recently asked himself " if this were my church that
was going to be built at this location, would I be in favor of it?" The answer he gave himself was

no, he would not be in favor of it.' He generally spoke in opposition of this case being approved

this evening. 

There being no one else wishing to come forth and speak, Mayor Fowler then closed the public

hearing. 

Councilmember Moeller asked the applicant to come forth to answer several questions. 

Mayor Pro Tem Johannesen spoke, sharing extensive thoughts regarding various points of view

that have been brought up by various people who have both emailed the Council and spoke at
the public meetings. He shared that the city always has a traffic -related plan for its annual 4th of

July fireworks event at Harry Myers Park. He believes the city' s thoroughfare plan will result in
a wider, better roadway being built in the future. Mr. Miller explained that it will end up being
a four -lane divided roadway. However, the city is at the mercy of TXDOT, as it is a state roadway, 
so funding and construction will be up to the State. Johannesen went on to share his various

thought processes related to the many thoughts and concerns that have been expressed by both
the speakers who shared thoughts in opposition to approval of this request and those who' ve

expressed support for it. 

Councilmember Macalik wonders — if traffic does become problematic in the future — would the

church consider employing off- duty police officers to direct traffic. The pastor indicated that — 

yes — the church would absolutely be open to doing so should that become necessary and be
helpful. She is not sure if traffic accidents in this area have been a result of the roadway itself or

a result of drivers themselves. 

Mayor Fowler asked if this project would need a ' traffic impact analysis.' Mr. Miller went on to

share that the church is not considered to be creating a ' higher intensity use/ so one is not

necessarily required. 



Councilmember Jorif went on to share his own comments regarding this case. He believes

everything comes down to ' the best use' for this piece of property, and he cannot think of a
better use at this location. He pointed out that what ends up going here, if it isn' t the church, 
could be a lot worse ( i. e. past examples with the Kroger and the Tom Thumb). He generally

expressed support for approval of this case this evening. 

Councilmember Macalik asked for clarification on the church' s relationship with First Liberty

Mr. Mateer, the first public speaker this evening who is an attorney). Pastor Sutton generally

indicated that one ZOOM call has transpired with the church and Mr. Mateer. 

Following additional comments, Councilmember Macalik moved to approve Z2022- 055. 

Councilmember Daniels seconded the motion. Mayor Pro Tem Johannesen provided additional,

Sam Gill, the city' s bond counsel with McCall, Parkhurst and Horton and Dan Mahoney, Financial
Advisory with Hilltop Securities, came forth and spoke to Council to brief them on the bond sale
that happened this morning. The information in the presentation covered details pertaining to

this agenda item as well as the next one ( Action Item # 2). Mr. Gill briefly explained that these

two agenda items are related to the city' s issuance of Certificates of Obligation, which were



successfully priced in the bond market today. The second item is related to the issuance of GO
bonds for new money street projects which were approved in elections in 2012 and 2018. A
refunding component is also part of that, and it has saved the city some money today. These
two ordinances and associated documents will authorize the sales. Bond purchase agreements

have been negotiated on behalf of the city with investment bankers who have purchased the
bonds and will sell them to investors. Mr. Gill went on to share brief details of ` next steps' 

moving forward in the process. 

Mr. Mahoney then came forth and provided the Council with a detailed presentation on the
bond sales that occurred today on behalf of the city. He generally shared that the bond sale was
very successful for both the GO and CO bonds. The yields were better than expected, and

investor interest was strong overall. The bond ratings on the offerings of the securities were

rated very high by both Standard and Poors and Moody' s. 

Following Mr. Mahoney' s presentation, Mayor Pro Tem Johannesen moved for approval of the
ordinance authorizing the issuance and sale of City of Rockwall, Texas, combination tax and

limited surplus revenue certificates of obligation, series 2023; levying an annual ad valorem tax
